“PEDS” READY FOR GRIND.

French and Yankee Teams Favorites ‘;

for Siz-Day Contest.

Twenty-geven teams of pedestrians wiil start on
their long 142-hour grind five minutes after mid-
night to-night at Madison Square Garden. The men
comprising the teams have been selected from all

quarters of the globe. They will compete In the

first International six-day go-as-you-please team
race ever held !n the United States, and the contest
promises to be interesting and hard fought.

The recent revival in Marathon runaing is largely
responsible for the race which starts to-night.
14ng distance running has been gradually growing
in favor during the last few years, and the im-
provement in the training systems has been so
marked that new world's records are expected for
all*distances after the first fifty miles. The condi-
tions governing the race will be similar to those of
the recent bicycie contest. Each man will run
twelve out of every twenty-four hours, the con-
testants having the privilege of reileving each other
at any time during the contest, making 1t In reality
a six-day relay race. Interest, however, will be sus-
tained, && one man of each team will be on the
track all the time.

Cibot and Orphee, making up the French team,
sre the favorites amocng the foreigners, while Peter
Hegelman and Peter Golden, well known pedestri-

ans In this country, are looked on as probable win-

ners by the critics, because of their experience in
go-as-you-please races. Mike Spring and Ed Adams,
the New York pair, are also looked on with favor.
The Filipino team has been unable to understand
the necessity for tralaing, but the men ay furnish
a surprise, as they jog along as if there was no
such thing as feeling tired.

Never before in the history of long distance rac-
ing have so many champions from different coun-
tries been brought together.
sented in the race are the United States, Canada,
England, Ireland, France, Italy, Beigium, Holland,
Germany, Switzerland, Greece, Scotiland, Wales,
Cuba and the Philippiné Islands. In aadition to
these, the Indians will be represented by runners
from the Mohawk and Sioux tribes, while the
United States army will have two of its best long
distance runners in rhe contest.

The European contestants arrived in New York
ten days ago and have been training since that
time on the Ocean Parkway, Brooklyn. Several of
these men hold world's records at distances from
100 to 390 miles. They are all in exc:llent condition
and feel none the worse for their long vovage.
Their work since their arrival has excited consid-
eranle comment from students of athletic form.
