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BLAMES ELSBERG LAW

4LBERT B. BOARDMAN FOR
REPEAL OF MEASURE.

Says It Prevents Further Subway
Building—Thinks P. S. C. Has
Too Much Power.

“The Eilsberg biil” said Albert B. Boardman,
counsel to the old Rapid Transit Commission,
yesterday, “should :ave been entitled, ‘An act to
prevent further extensive subway construction
in the city of New York.”

Mr. Boardman ventures the prediction that
little mor< subway construction may ex-
pecteé without the repeal of the Elsberg law,
and he goes even further, and savs that it is
doubtiul about more being built while the Pub-
Jic Service Commission enjoys its present power.
It was in answer to a guestion as to whether the
Elsberg law had been of pecuniary or moral
benefit to the city that Mr. Boardman said:

“The Eilsberg law is a very long document
amending the rapid transit act in many ways. I
am not prepared to say that some of its feat-
ures may not he good, but the fundamental
principle of the bill, by which the discretion of
the city authorities is restricteé so that they
cannot offer a lease sufficiently long to attract
private capital, is plainly bad.

“It 8 bad in principle because
against the doctrine of home rule.
practice because it makes it impossible to secure
private capital to build new subways, which the
city so greatly needs. Of course, 1 do not mean
to say that such & short extension of an existing
subway as that proposed by Mr. McAdoo can-
not be financed with private capital under the
law as it now stzands.

“At the time Mr. Rives and 1 opposed the
Eisberg bill at the hearing before the Mayor
we presented to him certain Ygures based on a
conservative estimate of the cost of construct-
ing and equipping another subway system of
the length and general character of the system
now in operation.
system cculd be made ready for operation within
five years, and as soon as opened for business
it would have ali the passengers it could carry,
distributing the traffic through the day as the
present subway traffic is distributed.

“Arguing from the data thus obtained, we
demonstrated, as it seemed to me with mathe-
matical accuracy, that it would be absolutely
fmpossible that the promoters of such a new
eystem could get iheir money bhack if they were
offered by the city authorities the best terms of
the Elsberg bill. The Mavor did not dispute our
figures, and so far as T know they never have
been disputed by any one.
