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FEARSDELAY ON TARIFF

PRESIDENT TALKS WITH
HOUSE LEADERS.

Urges Need of Expedition in Con-
sideration— Disaffection Proves
Widespread.

{From The Trihune Bureau

Washington, March 30.—The tariff situation
in the House shows no improvement, and ef-
forts made to-day to obtain some unanimity of
sentiment revealed even wider disaffection than
has hitherto been apparent. The President was
so concerned over the reports which have
reached him in the last twenty-four hours that
he summoned the House leaders to the White
House and had a brief conference with them.
urging on them the necessity of expedition in
the consideration by the House of the Payne
bill.

Speaker Cannon ancé Representatives Pavne,
Daizell and Dwight responded to the call of the
President, and assured him they were doing all
in their power to expedite the consideration of
the bill. They suggested that, in view of the
disaffection in the Republican ranks, he could
probably assist them greatly by reasoning with
recaicitrant Republicans who place their indi-
vidual fortunee above the interests of their
party and who refuse, in instances, to
vote for a rule or to enter a party caucus

President Taft declined te commit himself as
to his future policy in this regard. He repeated
what he has said In the past regarding the
Congress taking care of its own troubles, and
reminded the Jeaders that he had scrupulously
kept out of the fight, aithough he was anxious
that. in so far as possible, theyr should expedite
matters at their end of the Capitol

A report that Senators Aldrich and Hale were
participants in the conference gave it an un-
warranted importance and seént newspaper cor-
respondents scurrying about for news of the
consultation, but the report proved to be un-
founded. and the importance of the conference
to have heen greatly exaggerated.

Many of the state delegations held meetings
to-day with a view to formulating specific de-
mande. The Illinois dejegation determined to
contest those =ch les embracing hides, lum-
ber. cnoal and tin plate, but finally agreed to
abide by any rule presented by the jeaders or to
enter a party CAuUCus.

The Minnesota delegation decided to hold out
ac jong as possible for a separate vote on the
lumber schedule.

The Michigan dclegation decided to appose the
countervailing duty coffee, the tax on tes
and the removal of the duty on iron ore. They
also agreed that the bill would be strengthened
it a high duty imposed on long, staple
cotton.

The Kansas delegation determined to contest
the removal of duty on hides, the imposition of
8 duty on tea to Insist on an increase in
the tax on beer.

The Iowa delegation will

Reiterating that he was partly responsible for
retaining the countervailing duty on crude and re-
fined petroleum, Mr. Vreeland said that while to
many people oil and Standard Oil seemed synony-
mous, there were 5X,000 American citizens bring-
ing to the surface every day nearly $00,000 worth
of crude petroleum who had no more to do with
the Standard Ofl Company than had the farmer
who raised wheat to do with the miller to whom
he =old it Mr. Vreeland said the schedule was
based on hundreds of petitions from independent
oil producers, and that the removal! of the counter-
vailing duty would not benefit the Standard Oll
Company, but would seriously injure the business
of the independents.

Asserting that the Payne tariff bil] was a re-
vision downward and not upward, Representative
Bates spoke in favor of a protective tariff. “The
difference between a revenue tariff and protection
is that increase which will stop ruinous competi-
tion,” he said. “Tinplate at a duty of 1 cent a
pound means,” he said, “"the employment of 17,000
American workingmen. It means annual wages of
$10,000,000 & year, and a net saving to the American
people by reason of a lower price paid for tin for
the last twelve vears of nearly $40,000,000.”

Mr. Kitchin, of North Carolina, accused these fa-
voring a duty on lumber, including some of his
Democratic colleagues, of having been scared by
Mexican, Canadian and Australlan lumber ghosts.
He deciared that, as a matter of fact, each of those
countries shipped to the United States a little over
1,000,000 feet a year, while the export to Mexico by
the United States reached an n\'era‘e of 110,000,000
feet a year and to Australia 100,000,000 feet,

The night session of the House, in accordance
with the special rule, convened at 8 o'clock, Mr.

Characterizing the Payne bill as a “manufact-
urers’ measure exclusively,” Mr. Borland protested
against its enactment into law.

Finance Committee Discusses Silk

Schedule—Elkins Lectured.

[From The Tribune Bureau.]

Washington, March 30.—The Republican members
of the Senate (Committee on Finance are making
every possible effort to ascertain whether it is not
possible greatly to increase the number of ar-
ticles upon which specific dutles can he levied in
the new tariff bill. All of to-day’'s session was de-
voted tn consideration of Schedule L—silks and
silk goods—and most of the discussion reiated to
ways and means of providing specific rates on the
articles in this schedule. There are many ad
valorem and compound duties in the silk schedule,
and there has been frequent complaint that the
government suffers greatly because of the ina-
bility of its customs officers to ascertain proper
appraisement values.

A dozen or more silk experts from New York.
Connecticut, New Jersev and other Eastern states
were examined to-day by Senator Aldrich and his
colleagues. Members of the committee admit that
the Amerlcan silk manufacturers are not getting
the full measure of protection which the Dingley
rates afford them because of the undervaluation
of imported articles. There are many practical
difficulties in the way of providing specific rates,
but it 1s believed that the committae will evolve a
plan which will greatly diminish the list of ar-
ticles now taxed under compound rates.

There is considerable interest over the prospect of
a quarrel on the Bagon resolution when the Sen-
ate meets on Thursday. Mr. Bacon's resolution
provides that the minority members of the Finance
Committee shall sit with the Republican members
of that committee in order that they may have an
apportunity to examine or cross-examine witnesses.
It was reported to-day that Senator Bacon offered
this resolution in response to suggestions from
Democratic members of the Finance Committee.

President Gomez Thanks General

Barry—~Sailing To-morrozw.

Havana, March 30.--Major General Thomas H.
Barry. commander of the Army of Pacification, ac-
companied by his staff, the American Minister, Ed-
win V. Morgan, and the American Consul General,
J. T. Rogers, visited the Palaze this afternoen to
inform President Gomez officially of the departure
on April 1 of the iast contingent of American sol-
diers gnd bid a cordlal farewell to the President.
The President was surrounded by the members of
his Cabinet, the justices of the Supréme Court, the
officers of the army and a large number of Sena-
tors and Representatives.

General Barry informed General Gomez that the
task for which the Army of Pactfication came to
Cuba two and a haif vears agc was now happily
coneluded. He thanked the President for the cour-
tesies which had been extended to the troops by
the Cuban government and the Cuban people,
whose friendship throughout was most gratifying
and was heartily recipirocated. He closed with the
warmest wishes for the success of the re-estab-
lished republic. President Gomez sald In reply:

1t is pleasing to me to arknnwledfa the great
aptitudes and qualities of ths Army of Pacification
under vour command, which has brought to a
happy conclusion its honorable mission in watching
over our eountry In the difficult days, now happily
