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PROVISIONS OF CHARTER OF IS3O.

Xhere was no enumeration of legislative powers

In the City Charter of is;'". That charter was a
genuine city constitution, drawn hy he residents
of the city elected as delegates to the city con-

vention of 1*29. I>»tails were left for the council

to determine, thus showing the intent to give the
city freedom in shaping its own form of govern-

ment. Alluding to encroachments which even in
that early day the Legislature began to make
upon charter powers by ,\u25a0• \u25a0 lal legislation. Chan-
cellor Kent said that when-j/er the special statute

did not supply authority in a given instance—

The Common Council can always resort to ih^
iiever failing powers under the charter, which give*

As the work of th» commission has found a few
critics. It should be borne in mind that the value
of any effort is not to be Impaired by a happy
epigram. Sir Isaac Newton, in the House of Com-
mons.? might not. In a contest of wit. have been
able to defend his law of gravitation against a
phrase maker. That the world was a sphere was
quite conclusively refuted In certain mediaeval
minds by the promise of the Bible that at the
last day we should be caught up to meet the Lord
In the air. which could not be if the world were
not a plane. The mission cannot meet all crit-
ics; It asks merely that its work be thoughtfully
examined before judgment is pronounced.

TREATS OF CITY'S OBLIGATIONS.
Chapter Iof tiie new charter treats, among other

things, of the city's corporate powers and obliga-
tions. All its ancient rights, privileges an.l pow-
ers are retained. One section of thirty lines con
tinues a1the city's obligations to its creditors
and preserves and maintains In force all pledges,
securities and sinking funds for their payment.
This section supersede* a number of sections of
the existing charter, necessary, perhaps, in the

formation of a new city, In which in varied pi rase
the holders of bonds of the several municipal cor-
porations consolidated into greater New York were
guaranteed the payment of their claims. Chapter I
deais also with definitions. In the present charter
•words are defined with needless frequency and
rot always in identical language Chapter II con-
tains several provisions of genera] application re-
garding the ties of officers and employes. Chap-

ter ITT deals with the Council, which supersedes
the Board of Aldermen. The Council is to contain
thirty-nine members; the present, Board of Alder-
men has seventy-three: and as the city experi-
ence with an unpaid Board of Education has, in
the main, proved satisfactory, the mission re-
ommends thai councilman receive no salary, be-

lieving that "If the office iof councilman) be re-
hioved from the field of small pecuniary political
prizes it will no longer be utilized as an adjunct
to the organized political machinery of parties."
To the Council is confided large and efficient legis-
lative power It will have the right, in certain re-
spects, to alter, amend or repeal th" administra-
tive code. Such an office should attract men to

whom the duties of an alderman, as generally con-
ceived, would be repe'lant. Authority to Issue
licenses Is taken from the Council and reposed
In a license bureau under the control of the Hoard
of Estimate and Apportionment. That board will,
as at present, have exclusive control of the. grant

of public franchises Thus the powers of the
Council will be strictly legislative.

BROAD GRANT OF LEGISLATIVE POWER.
A cardinal departure has been made from the

present charter In a broad grant of legislative
po-wer. This ha« been criticised as an unwise in-
novation, whereas it is a return to the ancient and
most respected models One critic complains that
S*lotion S4 contains no express power. to the Coun-

cil to enact a building code. The new charter
makes the Council the residuary grantee of all city

powers not elsewhere located, and Section "4. which
embodies this ample errant, sely resembles the
charter for cities of the second class drafted by

the late Robert Earl, on c chief judge of the Court
of Appeals. If a comprehensive grant in few
terms is preferable in n charter for cities of the
second class to a long detailed enumeration of.
powers, why is it not so in"a charter for New
Tork City? No attempted enumeration of powers
is satisfactory, because however Inng the list there
Is usually added a dragnet provision to include
powers not specifical'y given. Thus the present
charter, after a detailed specification of aldermanic
powers quite as lengthy as this article, declares
that no enumeration shall be h"!<I to limit the legis-

lative power of the Board of Aldermen, and that it
may exercise all legislative powers vested in the
city not .•..\u25a0.- the net itself or the Con-
stitution or laws of the United States or of this
state, It has seemed •ifr to the commission to

confer the legislative power in a few comprehensive
terms, thus following the precedent riot only of the

\u25a0 .... of cities of the second class in this state,

but of many cities of the first class in other elates.

Mr. Pade-
rewskl said: "There are several contracts, mad-

Misconception upon this point has
aroused opposition in some quarters. Only those
sections of the code which are expressly brought

under the control of th- Council will b*> suscept-

ible of amendmeni by it. The » »dora of this
Krant of power ill be apparent. There are many

provisions of the existing charter which, being
purely administrative rules and regulations, should
be alterable by the Council. This body will he

dignified hy the power, and the Legislature, re-
lieved from an unnecessary burden, will be freer
to devote its time to governmental considerations
of a broader and more general nature.

It may interest the city's teaching staff to learn
that the Council Will have no power to amend
provisions of the rode applicable to the Depart-
ment of Education, this being deemed, a subject
outside of its province.
