CHICAGO GRAIN AND PROVISIONS.

Chicago, April 3.—For the third consecutive dav
new high record marks for wheat were established

n the Board of Trade here to-day., when the May
delivery sold at $1 29y and the July at $108% per
bushel. The market closed strong at net gains for
the day of a shade to 1c to 14c. compared with the
previous close. Corn and oats also closed firm, and
provisions were steacdy.

Extreme bullishness was manifested in the wheat
pit throughout the entire dav 4nd the volume of
trade was large.  Traders in the pit were apparent-
1y not greatly disturbed by the suspension of John
Dickinson & «o., announced here before the opeii-
ing of the exchan‘e inasmuch as the manager of
the concern here declared there would he no losses
to the Chicago trade. At the same time it was be-
lieved a good manv short sales for the account of
the firm existed. This proved true to some extent,
as there was buying of wheat “for whom it mav
concern” during the early part of the session, pre-
sumably Dickinson short lines. The market opened
strong and at a wide range of prices. First trades
on May were quoted at $1 203y to 3121, the latter
figure being the high point made during the Gates
deal in 1805. The July dellvery opened at $1 08 to
$105';. The strength at the start was due to the
bu-ll:l\ situation surrounding the cash grain in this
country and to an adveance of 3d to 7gd at Livei-
pool.
