OWSLEY XOT TO APPEAR.

Xcic York Expedition Tells of It*
Work in the Far North.

Word has been received by Dr. H. C. Bumpus.

director of the American Museum Of Natural His-
tory, from the Stefansson-Anderscn Arctic expe-
dition, which left New York a year ago V. Stef-
ansson and R. M. Anderson are In charge- of the
expedition, and It Is their purpose to make a so-
journ of two or more years In Arctic America for

the purpose of carrying.on ethnological and soologl-

ca! work for the Museum of Natural History.

The explorers have reached Woiionil Island.
Alaska, and their last letters are dated October 14.
190S. Mr. Stefansson reported that his party, which
separated from Mr. Anderson's party on September
IS. met with fairly good hunting and had secured a
number of skins and some specimens of mice, wea-
se!s and birds. Continuing, he says:

We shall r«"obai>ly leave here next Monday and
go looking: for more game, and shall go west to
near Reechey Point. Some of us will try to get
seal outside the Thetis Islands, which are off shore
Just east of the Colville River. Our special anxi-
ety is for the dogs. 1 now have eleven and our na-
tives twelve more, inclusive of three pups. If the
dogs should die. we shall be severely handicapped
for next year.
If we can subsist near the Cohrflle, as we shall

try. we shall incidentally see a good many of the
Colvllle people, if things go exceedingly we!' I
may even b*« able to get far enough inland to see
most of them. When th« days get long Iwant to
make a trip to Bailie Island, and with open water
T. expect to visit the •'olville people wh?n they
gather for trade at the Delta village of Nlrgllk.

After meeting Mr. Ptefansson's party at Flax-
man Island Mr. Anderson reports that he will go

north, with one of the natives, either up the Hula-
hula or Kugura River, and try to get some moun-

tain sheep before the snow gets too deep. Th»
route that h« willfollow willlead him to that part

Of the Endlcott range which is paid to be the best
mountain sheep country left in Alaska. He says:

The caribou are killed In considerable numbers
all along the coast, and are said to be working
westward In greater numbers every year to the
Colvtlle River and up toward Point Barrow. Ihave
a very dark August specimen of a deer taken at
Demarcation Point, on the. Canadian Fide. Yukon
Territory, and also a fair series of the two species
of ptarmigan found here, ail in the mottled transi-
tion plumage, and a few small mammals, Including
a peculiar shrew from the Hula -hula.

our whaleboat was frozen In si a reef a little
west of Barter I.'land. Alaska, on September 6.
about fifteen days earlier than usual. We suc-
ceeded in drowii:g it up to an apparently- safe place
on the reef Jt»y means of block and tackle, cached
our chest of specimens and part of our goods with
the boat and broko Ice and dragged the skin boat
over the sand bar to the mainland at the mouth of
Okpl!ak River, taking part of our supplies with us.
The lower course of both the okpllak and Hula-
hula froze, over at V.:<> time the "young Ice" formed
In the sea lagoon. Snow fell on September 10, and
has remained on the ground ever since.

Mr. Metz Insisted he knew, nothing about a plan
for harmonizing the Croker, Murphy,McCarren and
McClellan forces to win the next city election In
New York. "The Democrats must get together,"
h* said. "There are plenty of good men for a
united Democracy in New Tork to run for Mayor.

Give us, any of them, so he isn't a lawyer. No
lawyer for that place."

Despite Mr. Croker's denials, the politicians Insist
there is something deeply significant in the meet-
ingof Mr. Croker and the Controller, although they
offer no suggestions other than that Croker Is prob-
ably grooming Metz for the mayoralty nomination.

This afternoon Mr. Croker, accompanied by Rep-
resentative- Sulzer, went to the Capitol and called
on Senator Aldrleh. Mr. Aldrich took Mr. Croker
Into the Finance Committee meeting and intro-
duced him to all the members of the committee.
Mr. Croker also called on Senator Chamberlain, of
Oregon, and Invited him to th« Jefferson dinner,

which is to take place next Wednesday evening In
New York.' Mr. Chamberlain accepted. Mr. Croker
then CHlled on Representative Clark, and extended
11 like Invitation to him. but Mr. Clark declined on
the ground that he was not well enough, and that

as soon as the tariff bill was passed, next Friday,

he purposed to go to bed and remain there until he
had recovered from his Indisposition.

Mr. Croker attended to-night a meeting of a local

citizens' association and made a brief speech, in

which he Indorsed the opinion expressed earlier by

Representative Sulzer. that the District of Colum-

bia should have a territorial form of government

and thai its citizens should have the right to vote.

"Ihope," said Mr. Croker. "that you are all

land owners. If you do not own any property. I

advise you to secure some at once. Many people

have made large fortunes In real estate in New

York and in Other parts of the country.

"My life work." he continued. "has been accom-

plished, and what remains of my life will be de-

voted to rest. 1 shall spend six months of each
>ear In Ireland, and six months at Palm Beach.
Ihave fallen In love with Washington, and hope to

stop here every time 1 come to this country."

Mr. Sulser declared thai while Mr Croker's politi-

cal life had been widely exploited, nobody would

ever know of the great amount of charitable work

he hud done or of the thousands of poor people

whom he had helped.

gested to me." Then the old Tammany chief reit-
