BATHURST HUNTS FOR

Lord Bathurst, whose wife, as the only surviving
child of the late Lord Glenesk, inherited on his re-
cent death the sole ownership of the great London
dally newspaper known as ""The Morning Pos!,” is
anxious to recover certain portraits which formerly
belonged to the Bathurst family, but which have
in some way or other been alienated.

Miss Mary Garden will not sing in “‘Monna
Vanna' and “Elektra” for Oscar Hammerstein
when she returns next season, but she will create
several new roles, one or more of which are to be
in works by Massenet. Miss Garden is resting in
her apartments in this city and trying to shake
off an attack of grip before she salls next week
for Europe. She said yesterday to a Tribune re-
porter:

“Mr. Hammerstein and 1 had our quarrel. and
everything was settled then. We are the best of
friends. I went down to see him off vesterday, in
spite of my poor heailth, and everyvthing was lovely
between us. We have not quarrelled on account of
my refusal to sing the Strauss opera. I am going
to sing in ‘Salome' next season, of course, and
probably shock some more mayors and cities who
never heard of fit,

“I have decided not to sing in ‘Monna Vanna'
and ‘Elektra’ because I do not like the parts.
They call for too much coloratura work which I
do not care to sing.
