Receiver for Bond House on Petition
of L. Laflin Kellogg.

An Involuntary petition in bankruptcy was filed
in the United States District Court yesterday
against the bond firm of E. D. Shepard & Co. by
L. Lafiin Kellogg, as secretary of the Yankee Fuel
Company, one of the six companies with the pro-
motion of which the Shepard firm has been identi-
fied, and Judge Holt appointed Allen W. Evarts
Mr. Evarts declined the appointment and

John 8. Sheppard, jr., an attorney of No. 26 Liberty

street, was substituted for him.

The members of the firm as named in the petition
are Edward D. Shepard and Henry A. Ensign, gen-
eral partners, and Augustus T. Post, special part-
ner. The petition alleges on information and belief
that the firm has made preferential payments and
specifically that on March 1 they conveyed all or
their property to Frederick M. Brown, of Wallace,
Butler & Brown, their counsel. The property in-
volved, the petitior =ays, consists of bonds, stocks,
bills receivable and accounts outstanding, of the
aggregate value of $100,000.

It is further alleged that on May 1, 1908, the Fuel
Company sold to the defendants bonds to the
amount of $1,500,0m, for which they agreed to pay
the full price, but have paid only $i34,928, leaving a
balance due of $§1,065,072.

The receiver, on making a preliminary examina-
tion yesterdsy, found tke firm’s books in an un-
satisfactory condition, it is understood. A court
order is soon to be sought. with the object of ex-
amining witnesses who may be able to throw more
light upon the firm's boohkeeping methods. An in-
junction has aiready been obtained, preventing the
holders of any of the assets from disposing of or
interfering with thLem.

The bankruptcy proceedings follow a long con-
troversy between the firm and the holders of bonds
of the companies already mentioned, the Yankee
Fuel Company, Raton Waterworks Company, of
New Mexico; Raton Waterworks Company, of New
York; Santa Fe, Raton & Des Moines Railroad
Company, Banta Fe, Raton & Eastern Railroad
Company and Santa Fe, ldberal & Englewood
Company. A general reorganization committee was
formed recently.

It had already been planned, a member of the re-
organization committee said, that F. M. Brown
should act as trustee for the assets of the firm,
under the March 1 agreement, untii the reorganiza-
tion should be completed. The Shepard people say
that Mr. Kellogg himself advised the trust agree-
ment with Mr. Brown and that the reason why the
reorganization committee did not get the assets
was that Mr. Kellogg wanted them turned over to
himself. Henry A Ensign, of E. D. Shepard & Co.,
said vesterday that he was relieved that the firm
had been placed in bankruptcy. The only result of
the proceeding, he added, wouid be to relieve the
firm of contractual obligations to the six companles
involved, aggregating about “$8,5800,000.
