STEEL CORPORATION'S PROFITS.

Mr. Bailey suggested that the United States Steel]
Corporation. with # capital of $350,000.000, had In-
creased its capitalization to $1,000,000,000 and makes
about 7 per cent on the larger sum.

“Obviously,” he said, ‘‘the steel corporation could
reduce its profii 33 1-3 per cent and still make more
than a legitimate profit upon a fair valuation of its
properiy.”

“Does the Senator think the average Industries
make a profit of more than 331-23 per cent annually
and regularly?” inquired Mr. Aldrich.

Mr. Bailey explained that a 331-3 per cent re-
duction in the rates of duty would not be equiva-
lent to a 33 1-3 reduction in profit.

Again taking up the subject of an income tax,
Mr. Bailey said that no “system of taxatlon gver
devised has been so just, so equal and so proper
as an income tax.”

How did the Senator arrive at the income of
$5.000 as the proper one to tax.” asked Mr. Aldrich,
“instead of $1.40 or $3,000 or $2,0007""

Mr. Bailey replied that he had fixed that figure
because he had assumed that incomes of $,000 are
spent on living expenses, so that the recipient would
be compelled to pay another than the income tax
at the custom house on everything he purchased,
and, as the one tax had already been pald, exemp-
tion from the income tax seemed justified But
more than that, he said. he wished to levy the tax
upon those best able to pay it

Being further pressed with
Aldrich, the Texas Senator replied:

«] know what you want me to say, and T am
going to say it. I fixed upon $5.000 a year as the
income to be taxed for the further reason that I
wanted it to affect as few people as possible, so
that it might not provoke hostility. Is the Sen-
ator satisfied?” Inquired Mr Bailey, smiling at
Mr. Aldrich, who nodded and smiled.

' NEW SECTION RE.DY.

Meximum and Minimum Feature of
Senate Tariff Bill.

[From The Tribune Bureau.]

Waslington, April 26.—The Republicsan jaemds
of the Finance Committee, at & meeting held late
this afternoon, completed their draft of the maxi-
mum and minimum section of the tariff bill. This
secgion was prepared by Senator Aldrich after con-
sultation with President Taft, Senator Root and
others, who are deeply interested promoting
this country s trade in forelgn markets. The im-
portant features of the maximum and minimum
plan were outlined in dispatches to The Tribune
on April 2. The maximum rates will go into effect
on March 31, 1910, except in the case of those coun-
tries which have demonstrated to the satisfaction
of the President that they are glving to the United
States as good opportunities for trade as they grant
to any other nation.

Although the maximum and minimum section is
not long, it is such an important feature of the
tariff bill that every word in it had to be carefully
weighed, interpreted in the light of customs and
judcial decisions, and considered in its relation to
international trade conditions and practices. The
Republican members of the committee are in thor-
ough accord on the section, and believe it will meet
the favor of the country. It is possible that it may
not be submitted to the Senate for several days.

The new plan is a compromise intended to meet
the objections to the plan proposed in the Payne
bill. Under its terms the minimum rates will go
into effect immediately after the passage of the
bill and remain in force until March 31, 1920, In the
mean time the President is to cause an investiga-
tion to be made by the proposed tariff bureav as
to trade discriminations against the United States
by foreign countries, with authority to ignore any
minor or neighborhood trade agreements which, in
his judgment, are not inimical to the trade of the
U'nited States. The Republican leaders contend that
the long period before the maximum rates go into
effect will give foreign nations abundant opportu-
nity so to arrange their tariff agreements as to oh-
tain the minimum rates from the United States

A meeting of the Republican and Democratic
members of the Finance Committee will be held to-
morrow, when Mr. Aldrich will submit the adminis-
trative features of the bill, which have been pre-
pared by the Republican sub-committee.

<obs. which shook his little frame, and the tears
would trickle down his cheeks despite his efforts to
hide them. His companion, with all the dignity of
his four vears, encouraged him with brave words,
though he could not quite restrain the touch of
manly sarcasm that was dominant in his tone.

When the little fellows were escorted within the
doors of the big police station, the West 68th Street
Precinct, and the lieutenant, looking like a great
general, leaned over the desk and asked them what
the trouble was, the older boy was overcome with
a fresh flood of tears, but his little friend stood up
on his toes, in his afforts to gain height and dig-
nity. and in elear ton®s gave a brief recital of ail
the wonderful things that had happened to them
both.

He gave his name as “Jack™ Connelly, four years
old, of %th street and Third avenue, and his chum’s
name as “Jim" McGrath, seven years old, of the
same address.

Collector Loeb took steps yest>rday to knock out
the practice of smuggling goods in “sleepers.™
Under a new order all left-over baggage found om
the pier of any incoming steamer or on the steames
itself twenty-four hours after its arrival will be
sent t» the United States public stores,

This new arrangement, it is expected., will entall
hardship on incoming passengers In getting their :
baggage from the steamer. Under the present ar- g
rangement the passengers make declarations on the
way to New York, which are verified by the repre-
sentatives of the Collector, who go down the Bay
to meet the incoming steamer. As soon as the
baggage is landed on the pier an Inspector is as-
signed to make a careful examination of the effects
of each passenger. The bagsage is removed by
the owners.

Whenever any baggage is left over. it is gathered
together by watchmen in the customs service and
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0.

turned over to discharging inspectors, two of whom bt }
are assigned to each incoming steamer from !h.i :E
time it leaves Quarantine until it sails from this E"f.;
port. Should the baggage not be called for before f\:ﬁ,
the vessel sails it is sent to the appraisers’ stoves (i

and held until called for by the owners. There it
is subjected to a rigid examination.

Many passengers leave their baggage at the plerg
until they have settled upon their destinatiom.
Under the present arrangement it Is left largely to
the discretion of the customs inspectors how long
this baggage shall be held pefore being taken to
the public stores. If the held over baggage is sent f!
to the public stores within twenty-four Bours att.l
the arrival of a vessel, it will mean that a large =
proportion of the passengers on every incoming
vessel will have to employ a Custgm House broker
to make formal entry before the bagsage can be
released. Especial inconvenience will be caused to

passengers arriving on Saturday.
