TOO PESSIMISTIC.

It has been estimated that the opening of the

has in one way or another involved a loss to
France of 30000,000 francs a year. Part of the
traftic which French railroads might otherwise
have handled has gone by other routes. Some
of the patronage which French manufacturers
might otherwise have received has gone to rivals
who were favored with Dbetter transportation
facilities. For the last two or three years,
therefore, various projects have been proposed
to offset these disadvantages. One has contem-
plated improving access to the Simplon Tunnel,
and to promote that object a series of tunnels
through the Feucille hills in Eastern France
has been counsidered. Another, which would
open a still shorter route from Paris to Genoa.
It involves the tun-
nelling of Mont Blanc.

The tunnel proper and short bits of road con-
necting it with St. Gervals, in France, and with
Aosta, in Italy, would cost 90,000,000 francs,
and it is proposed to divide that expense evenly
between France and Italy. Other extensions,
peeded to secure the largest benefit from the
tunnel, would increase the total expenditure tor
Italy t 70,000,000 francs, and for France to
100,000,000 francs. Engineers believe that the
work could be completed In five years, as it is

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LONGFELLOW MEMORIAL.

Statue of the Poect Unveiled in

Washington.

Washington, May 7.—The nations of the world,
through their diplomatic representatives, to-day

| joined with America in paving tribute to the mem-

ory of Henry Wadsworth Longfellow, when a
statue of the poet was unveiled in the centre of
the national capital. Among those present, in add!-
tion to the members of the diplomatic corps, wera
Attorney General Wickersham. the personal repre-
sentative of President Taft, men known In letters
and many descendants of Longfellow.

The exercises were the culmination of years of
arduous labor, and represented the contributions of
thousands from all parts of the land. The first
step toward erecting the statue was taken about
twelve years ago by the formation of the Long-
fellow Natlonal Memorial Association.

The bronze statue stands in a park at the inter-
section of Connecticut avenue and M street, North-
west, It represents the poet seated, with book
in hand, and is placed on a block of Bonacord
granite, brought from Sweden and carved in Scot-
land.

The youngest grandchild of the poet, Miss Erica
Thorpe, of Cambridge, Mass., pulled the cord which
unveiled the statue.

Chief Justice Fuller, president of the Longfellow
Memorial Assoclation, presided, and music was
furnished by the Marine Band. Following an in-
vocation by the Rev. Charles Wood, of the Church
of the Covenant, addresses were made by Dr. Alex-
ander Mackay-Smith, Bishop Coadjutor of Pennsyl-
vania, on ““The History of the Statue”; Major Gen-
eral A. W. Greely, on “Longfellow. the Man";
Professor Bliss Perry, of Harvard University, on
“Longfellow the Citizen,” and Hamilton W. Mabie,
of New York City, on “Longfellow, the Poet.” The
presentation of the statue was made by Brainard
H. Warner, treasurer of the rial fation
and it was accepted on behalf of the nation by
Attorney General Wickersham.

Admirers of Longfellow who gathered to-night
at the Masonic Temple could easily have imagined
themselves in the historic old New England house
where the poet lald the scene of his “Tales of a
Wayside Inn.” J. Townsend Russell told the story
of “Paul Revere's Ride,” “King Robert of Sicily,”
“King Olaf” and other tales which nave added so
much to the popular love for the poet. They were
{llustrated by richly colored stereopticon views.
