Form Gives Crimson Best Chance in
Intercollegiate Meet. with Blue
Fighting Hard.

Eight vears ago Harvard won the intercollegiate
track and field champlonchips at the now  dis-
mantled Berkeley Oval. There have been some
mighty good track teams turned out of Cambridge
since that time, but none of them strong enough
to win this premler event in the college athletic
world. This wvear, nowever, unless some of the
Crimson athletes show a big reversa] in form, they
will carry off the intercollegiate title. which will
be decided in the Stadtum at Cambridge on Friday
and Saturday of this week.

On the foerm displsyed in the dual meets this year
the fight for first place lies between the two great
-rivals—Harvard and Yale. Since 1801 Yale has been
the wvictor threc times. At first glance it would
«eem - that Yale had ihe call over Harvard becauase
of the wictory- in the dual meet last Saturday.
But a closer analyvsis will show that in some of
the events in which the bulldog defeated Harvard
there arz even faster and stronger men in the
other colleges, whiie liarvard's point winners in
the dual meet are likely to repeat in the inter-
collegiate meel.

Cornell has won three of the last four meets,
Pennsylvania belng victorious in 1907. The Ithacans
can hardiy finish better than third this year un-
less Jack Moakley's track and field experts show
to much better advantage than they have done in
the preliminary contests this year. Princeton, a
weakling on th: cinder path, has a decidedly
stronger team than usual. and, under the able
tutelage of Al Coplend, the Tigefs may prove some-
what of a surprise. It is 2 good bet that Prince-
ton will finish among the first four. Pennsyivania
has lost all of her great stars. including Cartmell,
Whitman, Tavler and Jones, so that the Quakers
are hardly a factor.

As a general rule. the college which scores 335
points has a fine chance to bear off the massive
cup. This year there are so few stars among the
smaller colleges that the big teams should garner
more points then usval, and it seems safe to pre-
<dict that the winning team will total close to 40
points.

If the want?er is fine and the track is fast there
i bardly a doubt that one or more records will
be made in the giant Stadium. The bhest chances
for new marks seem to be in the half-mile, won
by E. B. Parsons, of Yale. in 1 minute 5 seconds,
four years ago; in the mile, the present mark for
which is ¢ minutes 20 3-5 seconds, made by Guy
Haskins. of Pennsylvania, in 180 in the hammer
throw. of 164 feet 10 inches. made by John De Witt,
of Princeton. in 1992; the pole vault of 12 feet, made
by Weiter Dray, of Yale, a yvear ago, and in the
shot put of 46 feet 5, inches, made by W. Kreuger,
©of Swarthmore, two years ago.

Coinparisons of the performances of the various
athletes form the oniy basis for forecasting the re-
sults of the events to be decided in the Stadium.
1f Jimmy Rector were to compete on Friday and
Baturday he would undoubtedly be the first choice
for the sprints. But despite various statements to
the contrary he will not run, for Virginia is not
& member of the Intercollegiate Association and
for that reason he is barred from competition in
the big meet Even if he were eligible he would
have his work cut out for him, for Harvard has an
entry for the dashes in R. C. Foster who is able
to give a good account of himself in any com-
pany. The Crimson sprinter has vet to meet de-
feat this year, his best time for the hundred being
1% seconds flat and for the furlong 21 2-5 seconds.
None of the other college men can approach his
mark for the latter race. W. 1. Dawbarn, of
Princeton, i= probably the next best man. Gambie,
of Princeton; Sherman, of Dartmouth; Cary and
Mlumer, of Yale, and McArthur, of Cornell, are
other possible point winners

There is no man in college at present who is as
classy a quarter-miler as the iate J. B. Taylor,
the negrc, of Pennsylvania, who set the mark of
45 4-5 seconds in 19%. This year E. K. Merrihew,
of Harvard, who flnished msecond to Taylor last
Year. has the call for first honors on the strength
of his fine race in the Yale-Harvard dual meet,
which he won in 49 2-5 seconds. De Selding, also
of Harvard, is almost as fast as Merrihew and may
be the runner-up. Other fast guarter-milers in-
clude R. W. Hitcheock, of Corneil; R. W. La
Montagne of Yale, and A. Conger, of Princeton

A. F. Beck, of Pennsylvania. has made the fastest
time for the half-mfile this year, but he will have
a hard fight on his hands to defeat R. A. Spitzer,
of Yale. The latter captured this event at New
Haven a week ago in rattling geood time, and he
was not pushed at any stage of the journey. There
should be a battle roval bhetween these two men,
and the one who Yreasts the tape first will prob-
ably have a mew mark to his credit. Captain
French ot Cornell is in fine form and may take
third place, with M. D. Kirjassoff, of Yale another
possible point winner. . H. Whiteley, of Prince-
ton, has a chance to crowd into one of the places
and upser calculations slightly.

Most of the men who compete in the mile race
may come out for the two-mile event. Tt is not
likelr, however, 1hat the man who is returned the
winfer in the first contest will repear In the second.
There are three distance men who are likely to
ecore st both distances—H. Jacques, of Harvard,
third in the ‘cross-country at Princeton last No-
vember and winner of the mile and two-mile at
the Yale-Harvard meet; W. C. Paall, of Pennsyi-
vania, who has made the best time at both dis-
tances this year and won both races easily in the
Pennsyivania-Navy meet, and W. L. McGee, of
Princeton. who won the mile against Cornell and
both races against Yale. It is a difficult problem
to decide how 10 place these men, and racing luck
may have much to do with the final result. The
other men who must be taken into consideration
are P. J. Tavlor and . C Young, of Cornell, the

Captain Howe, of Yuale, is without a doubt the
best of the hurdlers, as attested by his steriing
victories oyer the timbers in the Yale-Harvard
meet. A Year age in the intercollegiate meet he
won over the low sticks and,finished fourth in the
12-yard race. He is a much faster man this year
and has no competitor of the class of Shaw, of
Dartmouth, to worry him. J. C. Talcott, of Cor-
mell, second. in the high hurdle race last year and
winner against Princeton in 152-5 seconds, will
surely press Howe hard. M. Dwight, of Princeton,
another 1525 speonds man, will be among the
point winners, while ti:e others who have a chance
to figure are Captain Rand, of Harvard: Gardner,
his teammate, and Captain Hartranft, of Pennsyl-
_wania, second in the low hurdies in the intercol-
legiate meet a year ago, but away below his best
form this season.

‘Tn the fleld events the task of picking winners is
hardly as perplexing as in the track contests. The
surest winner of the meeting seems to be Lee
Taibott, of Cornell, In the hammer throw. The
Ithacan gilant has been tossing the hammer for
years, ‘having broken all records with the 12-pound
missile as a schoolboy. In the Cornell-Princeton
games he made a new college mark of 167 feet 4
inches. He is a consistent performer and should
capture this event this year with a record heave.
C. T. Cooney, of Yale, is probably the next best
man at the presept time. He is steadily improving,
and should beat M. F. Horr, the veteran of Syra-
m for second piace. W. A. Goebel, of Yale, has
& good chance to get a point in this contest.

W. F. Kreuger, of S8warthmore, the present cham-
plen and intercoliegiate record holder with the shot,
can hardly be supplanted In this, his last year in
college circles. C. C. Littie, of Marvard, who fin-

DARTMOUTH WINS MEET

GREEN HAS HARD FIGHT.

New England Games.

[ By Telegraph to The Tribune. ]
Boston, May 22 —Dartmcuth was pushed to the
limit of -her abilities to win the twenty-third an-
nual New England intercoliegiate field and track

meet from the Massachusetts Institute of Tech-
nology and Williams here this afternoon. It was
not until Holdman won the final event, the pole

vault, that the meet was lost and won. From start
to finish the three teams had a desperate fight
for victory and place.

The winner scored 321; points, Massachusetts In-
stitute of Technology was second. with 27; Willlams
third, with 24, and Bowdoin fourth, with 204,
Amherst scored 17 poin*s; Weslevan, 8; Maine, 6:
Tufts, 3. and Vermont, 2. Trinity »nd Holy Cross
both failed to produce a point winner.

That Bowdoin could do no better than get fourth
place was a sore disappointment and surprise to
her supporters, many of whom belieaved that thewv
had, if not a winning team, certainly one that
would be second. This belief was enhanced by the
snnouncement that Nat Sherman, the Dartmouth

star, and the man counted on to be the biggest
individua! point maker. had sprained a tendon in
his leg and was ungble to compete

Hawler and Palmer, of the Green team, came
nobly to the rescie. and it tyurned out ultimately
that Sherman had won the broad jump on the
preceding dav in the preliminaries, for no one

could equal! his performance to-day.

Hawley took both of the dashes, which had been
conceded to Sherman prior to his injury, and finally
Holdman took the pole vault, thus giving Dart-
mouth the fifth leg on the fifteen year trophy.
Sherman sustained his injury in the first trial heat
of the 1-vard dash. He had to drop out of the
race before he had run fifty yards, and immediately
the betting odds underwent a radical change

Gradually both Dartmouth and Williams drew up,
until the discus throw and pecle vault only were
left to be decided. A cheer went up from the
Dartmouth adherents when Hawley won the former
event, while two Amherst men tied for second and
third places.

Then came the final event, the pole vault. Hold-
man won this, as has been told already, clearing
the bar at 11 feet 4 inches. Allen, of Technology,
was second and Captain Horrax, of Williams, third.

No records were groken. The bad condition of
the track and the intermittent gusts of rain are
probably responsible for this. Horrax did remark-
ably good work for Williams throughout.
