property in the Georgia Raiiroad firemen’s strike
scrurred to-night to a moving freight train at
Liuthonia,«Ga.. and in consequence the race question
looms more sharply than ever in the situation,
potwithstanding a day of much apparent progress
toward settlement.

I'nder assurances from Postoftice Department of-
ficigls, it was announced at midnight that the en-
gineers will handle the mail trains to-morrow.
Postoffice inspectors will accompany the trains, as
they did to-day.

As a result of the attack at Lithonia, Assistant
Grand Chief BRurgess of the Brotherhood of En-
gineers has ordered his men out. This action was
saken by Mr. Burgess after a conference with
Downing, the engineer of the ldthonia freight en-
gine. He was hit by a large rock tossed through
the engine window, striking him in the side, just
avove the lungs. He said lle was badly hurt.

A negro tireman was apparentiy the cause of the
irouble and he was rushed to Atianta on the en-
gine to smave him from threatening situation.
The trouble started in the throwing of one or two
stones and the boarding of the freight by men
who set the brakes and broke it into three sections
The freight now blocks the main line and the
progress of the maile. The railroad officers de-
clared to-night th2t the incident was the work of
strike sympathizers, while a county official wired
the Governor's office that it was merely an acci-
dent

The engine left here late to-day for Li
bring a trainlead of perishable provisions from the
siding at Lithonia into Atlanta. Assurances have
been given for several days that in the interest of
local shippers whose valuable cars tied up
no demonstration would be made against hauling
these cars to Atlanta. When, however, the encine
reached Lithonia about dusk it was seen to carry
a negro fireman, as did the mail trains wi
passed Lithonia earlier in the day, exciting
favorable comments

On the locomotive at the time of the attack was
John D. Patterson. superitnendent of the Atlanta
terminais, who is blamed by the strikers equally
with General Manager Scott and others. Patterson
was Jeft behind and was compelled to walk to Re-

éan, three miles away, where the engine waited for
him.
HARD TO GET DEPUTIES.
Mr. Scott gave out a statement concerning the

trouble to-night. He added a telegram from offi-
clals in Thomson, deciaring that it was impossible
to guarantee protection for the road there and al-
most impossible to get deputies who were not in
syvmpathy with the strikers

To-day brought forth aimost simultaneousiy the
possibilities of speedy state or federal intervention,
believed by many persons of wide acquaintance
with local conditions to bhe heavy with danger of
race trouble. It is admitted that either the federal
or state authorities can run the trains and preserve
armed order, but if the railroad insists on its rights
to hire negro firemen it is feared that racial en-
mity and reprisals on negroes will be stirred up in
regions remote from the railroad tracks.

Ten meil trains were started this morning, and
nine of them were fired by negroes. A number of
white men, brought to Augusta as s=trike breakers
and kept under guard for several days, were avail-
able to fire the engines, and. despite the fact that
there has heretofore been opposition to the strike
breakers tr= opinion was heard several times that
less il feeling would have been aroused .by the use
of 1):0 white men than of the negroes. No violence
was attempted to the mail trains.

The one thing
which the people feel the need of most keenly is
ise.

Washington, May 28 —Chairman Knapp, as a
member of the board of mediation under the Erd-
man act, left Washington this afternoon for At-
lanta. He was called to the White House during
to-day's Cabinet meeting, and a discussion of the
situation ensued.

Chairman Knapp also Lad a conference with offi-
clale of the Department of Justice regarding the
situation, and is going to Atlanta practically as a
representative of the administration.

The Cabinet recognized the situation to be seri-
ous, involving. as it does, the race issue. It was
fclt by the President and the Cabinet officers that a
peaceful solution of the situation could be prought
about If proper measures were adopted.

| BANDMASTER A SUICIDE,

FEARED INVESTIGATION.

W est Point Leader Accused of Ir-
regularly Enlisting Men.

[By Telegraph to The Tribune. ]

West Point, May 28 —George Essigke, who had
been in charge of the Military Academy band
for more than fifteen vears, committed suicide to-
day by inhaling illuminating gas. Worry over in-
vestigations recently begun by the War Depart-
ment into his official conduct is assigned as the
reason for his act.

Mr. Essigke was under charges in connection
with the manner in which he induced three Ger-
man members of his band to come from Munich
and enlist as musiclans at West Point.
Johann Fischer, Benedict Leimer and Helnrich
Miiller, alleged that the bandmaster had grossly
misrepresented conditions here to them. They fur-
ther charged that Essigke, while acting as inter-

preter, had al!ered their ages in their enlistment
papers.
An investigation had also been ordered in con-

nection with allegations that Essigke had recom-
miended that the government purchase band In-
struments which he had himself bought a short
time before and turned over to a Newburg dealer.
For several weeks the charges and investigations
had appeared to prey heavily on Essigke's mind.

That the suicide was not the result of any tem-
porary insanity, but carefully planned, is evident
from the fact that the bandmaster arranged to
have his wife and daughter absent, and sent them
to Newburg early this morning. He also gave over
the leading of the day's practice to his assistant,
with the remark that he would take a walk in the
mnumalns; He gave an unusual amount of music
for to-day’'s practice to insure not being disturbed
by the return of the music too soon.

Mrs. Essigke, on her return. found her husband’s
body in the bathroom with a gas tube still held
in his mouth by a string tied around his head
The only missive left was a letter to Mrs. Essigne
""zgln: forgiveness and requesting that she take
BOO care of his daughter.

A direct neminations league was
i forméd in Buffalo a few davs ago. with the avowed
dntent of making direct nominations a campaign
{ issue there. In Ontario County, the Raines strong-
| hold, there is a thriving direct nominations organ-
{zation, of which Mayor Rose of Geneva is a promi-
nent member. Utica continues to be a hotbed of
direct nominations sentiment, and this feature of
the Hughes policies will be brought into the con-
test in each of the thres Assembly districts of
Oneida County.

The state league of which ex-Judge Wadhams is
the head is preparing for a thorough campaign in
advocacy of the direct nominations system this
summer and autumn. It seems probable that sup-
port of the Governor on this question will form
the issue in many nomination fights in the upstate

territory. i‘rrgamzavian politicians of both parties
are locoking forward with much interest and some
little apprehension to the time when Governor
Hughes will begin his visits to the county fairs
this summer. That time has come to pe known
as the period when the Governor talks, face to
face, with a goodly portion of the voters of the

state, and talks with remarkable frankness. Ex-
