Is America wearing the cast-off theological fash*
ions of Germany? May the striking changes in the
religious thought of this country to-day be ex-
plained on the same basis as the succession of
styles In women's hatj? The Rev. Dr. David J.
Burrell thinks so. His qualifications for expressing
an opinion are that he has been for four years past
acting professor of hom:!<stk* in Princeton Theo-
logical Seminary ;that ha Is the moving spirit of th«
American Bible League, the national organization
which Is combating the "higher criticism," and that
he Is the pastor of the oldest and one of the largest
and wealthiest churches in New York City—th»
Marble Collegiate Church, of the Dutch -formed
denomination.

Dr. Burrell has a simple and emphatic explana-
tion for the unrest of the time In the churches. Mm
Is he diffident In explaining his opinions. Ha is a
breezy and picturesque speaker, a colorfst. and given

to sharp characterizations In his conversation, as
the subsequent passages from a talk which Ihad
with him in his church indicate. That his state-

ments are as accurate as they are interesting is
doubted by President Francis Brown of Union
Theological Seminary, who makes rejoinder to sorns
of Dr. Burrell's statements of facts.

"SLUMPING INTO UNITARIANI3M.
"

Whoa asked, as the ective head of the American
Bible League, to give his views of the tendencies
of present day religious thought. Dr. Burrell re-
sponded by quoting from a conversation which I\u25a0

had held a few days previously with Dr. Francis
L. Patton, president of Princeton Theological Sem-
inary. The latter had declared that the Protestant
pulpits were "slumping Into Ur.itarianism." Dr.
Burreli's reply was.

'
Let them slump." He con-

tinued: "Iam art optimist, for Iremember that
Jesus said. "My sheep h^ar my voice"; and Lincoln
said. 'You can't fool a! 1the people all the tin?.*
The preachers may go aftel tola made in Germany
theology, but the people are sound and loyal. The
people are the Church, and, in the long run, it rests

with them to say what the preachers shall preach.

A friend who has
Just returned from a study of the situation in Ger-
many tells me that Ritschlianism over there has
given way to pragmatism. The fo-mer. you know.
is always talking about value Judgments. It says

that when people believed then were dragons, the
effect upon themselves was the same as ifdragons
realty existed. So It doesn't matter what you be-
lieve, for your faith has to you the same value
Judgment as a reality. Thus, you say you believe
in Jesus of Nazareth and his life, death and resur-
rection. Very well:it does not matter •- you

whether there ev?r was suca a person as Jesus:
stick to your faith, for iihas saving value, lrre-^
apeci of the facts. The theological professors la
Germany are appointed by the government, and so
they are not 'Influenced by the sentiment of the

Church. There is, however, Istrong evangelical

party in Germany, with very few clerical leaders,

which contends for th<» faith of Luther, and which
demands that the government shall not appoint

rationalists to the chairs in theological !>*>rnir.aries."

BRAZILIAN HOMES FOR WORKMEN.
Consul General George E. Anderson, at Rio de

Janeiro, writes as follows concerning- the munici-
pal tenant houses fur the Brazilian capital city:

The efforts made by the government «>f tin fed-
eral district of Rio de Janeiro to provide sufficient
acceptable housing for its working classes, which
led the municipality Itself to construct a number of
tenement houses a year ago, have led to the letting
of a contract by the Minister of Public Works;, in
behalf of the federal district, to SenOf Mario Roche
for the construction of the necessary supply of
houses, the number provided fur being a minimum
of eight hundred houses and .1 maximum of four
thousand houses, the exact number to be deter-
mined as the enterprise proceeds. Four typc-s of
houses ure to be constructed. One is to accom-
modate three persons and to be rented for $7 50 J4:<>l<l
a month; the second to accommodate five persons
at $13 50; the third to accommodate seven persona
at $18, and .ho fourth to accommodate ten per-
sons at $34. The contractor will be allowed en-
trance free of all duty for all material covering
fifteen years, exemption from local taxes for the
miMir period, the power of condemnation of private
property for the Bites of such houses and similar
privileges. The full complement of houses of the
two smaller classes must bo completed within two
years.— Consular Report.
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
