Justice Oaynor dissents from the decision of his

Inasmuch as the
commitment of the prisoner to Matteawan by Jus
tice Dowling was Illegal, "the relator should ha
discharged unless* he he rflmmJted In five days un-
der the insanity lew." While Justice Jenks. who
wrote the prevailing opinion, upholds the commit

ment of Mr. Thaw by Justice Dowling under Sec-
tion 454 of the Penal Code. Justice Tray— says

that it is unconstitutional because, in failing to

provide for a hearing on the sanity of the defend-
ant, it tends to derrlve, persons of 'life, liberty or
property without 4u«s process of law."

•The commitment prescribed," he asserts, 'la
final and permanent Instead of only temporary for
th*jrarpoee of a hearing or trial. The prisoner was

The. prevailing opinion was supported by a con-

curring opinion written by Justice Rich and the ap-

proval of Justices Hirschberg and Miller. In the

decision Justice Jenks writes:

The point raised Is that the statute whereby

Thaw war. committed is unconstitutional In that
It does not provide for notice and a hearing.

Thaw was committed pursuant to a provision con-
tained in that part of the Code of Criminal Pro-
cedure (Section 4".*> which reads:

"When [be defence i.« insanity of the defendant
tr* inrv most be instructed if they acquit him

nn that' ground to state the fact with the verdict.
The Court must, thereupon, if th« defendant l>e
in custody and they deem his discharge dangerous
to the public peace and safety, order him to be

committed to the state lunatic asylum until he
become- sane." . , .

I"MORNING TELEGRAPH" WINS SUIT.- Th« action brought by "The Morning Telegraph"
against the city for pay for publishing election
notices in 1?(* was decided jvsterday in favor of'
that newspaper by the Appellate Division of the
Supreme Court. Ist Division. In the election for
Governor in 1806 the Board of Elect .5 designated
four papers, from which list the plaintiff was
cnaitted, as representing the Democratic party to
publish notices of election.

"The Morning Telegraph" sued out a writ of
mandamus, and the Board of Elections reconvened
and renamed the publications. Including the plain-
tiff, in the revised list The court rescinded the
writ of mandamus on appeal by the city, but in
the mean time the newspaper had published the
notices of election for two of the four days re-
Quirea by law.

METERS NEARER LEGAL REQUIREMENTS.
The report of gas meter tests mad* by the In-

spectors of the Public Service Commission last
month shows that the percentage of fast meters Is
falling. A total of 27.R51 pas meters was tested
during May. Of this number SO4 were tested on
complaint, and more than half were found to be
within the requirements of the law. The 109 meters
found to be 2 per cent or more fast or slow was
considerably less than in the corresponding month
last year. Of the eighty-seven electric meters
tested on complaint, three were 4 per cent or more
fast, ten were 4 per cent or more slow and seventy-
fcur were within the requirements of the Jaw.

MORE STATEN ISLAND TRANSFERS.
The Public. Service Commission issued an order

yesterday directing the Btaten Island Midland Rail-
way Company and the Richmond Light and Rail-
rond Company to exchange transfers at Broadway
and Richmond Terrace, at Broadway and Castle-
ton avenue and at Castleton avenue and Columbia
street. The action was taken on the complaint of
Charles H. Blair, chairman of a committee of the
Staten Island Chamber of Commerce, and as a re-
sult of an opinion rendered by Commissioner Me-•

arrol). who held the hearings. The order takes
effect ft once.

Mr. Catchings said that the New Tork City-Rail-
way Company had assets of upward of $3,<*r>,OoO

in 1902 when it leased the Metropolitan Str»et Rail-
way Company, and guaranteed 7 per cent dividends
on the stock of the latter company.

Albert T. Patrick's twenty-thin! attempt to get

out of Sin? Sin? Prison, where h* Is serving a life
term for th*murdpr of William Marsh Ric*. «*nded
in failure yftstorday. when thp Appellate Division
of th« Supreme Court, Brooklyn, handed down a
decision refusing- to sustain a writ of habeas corpus
