BIG SALE FOR TAXES

ARREARS NOW £65,189,173.

New Law Gives Buyer Valid Title
i« After Three Y ears.

The largest and most important tax arrears sale
in the history of the city will begin In the old
Councii Chamber in the City Hall to-morrow fore-
noon at 10 o'clock, and continue indefinitely.

On account of a new law, which gives the pur-
chaser of real estate sold for tax arrears a valid
title at the end of three years, delinquent taxes to
the amount of more than $8,000,000 have been
turned into the Controller's office since January 1,
1909.

Daniel Moynahan, Collector of Assessments and
Arrears. gays that the total arrearages as of Janu-
a:y, 1909, are as follows: Real estate, $33,199.-
775 58 ; special franchise taxes, $30,351,412 35; real
total, $65,-

estate of corporations, $1,687,98412;
189,173 05. ‘This total is for all the boroughs. The
sale which begins to-morrow Is for Manhattan ar-

rears alone. These aggregate about $13,000,000 for
real estate, and as much more for special franchise
arrears.

The most significant development in the situation
is the formation of various syndicates, backed by
some of the large financial institutions in Wall
Street, to bid extenslvely at the sale which begins
to-morrow. The fact that the tax lien disposed of
at public auction constitutes a lien prior even to a
first mortgage is what has Interested the bankers
and breokers in this, the newest opportunity to specu-
late in land and title values. In explaining the sys-
tem under which the sale will take place beginning
to-morrow, Mr. Moynahan sald last night:

“The former provisions of law for the sale of
real property in the city of New York for the col-
lection of arrears of taxes, water rents and assess-
ments, whereby the purchaser obtained the right to
a lease for the shortest term of years for which &
purchaser would bid, in consideration of pavment
to the city of arrears against a given parce! of
property, have been radicaliy changed by the laws
of 1908.

“UInder the new system the lien of the city iIs
offered to purchasers for the lowest rate of interest,
not exceeding 12 per cent, at which any purchaser
will agree to pay to the city the amount of its llen,
with interest to date of sale and advertising charges.
The bidding downward, rather than upward, is for
the protection of the owner of the property against |
whom the arrears are charged up. It amounts, in
other words, to obtaining by public bidding the low-
est carrying charge against the property, enabling
the owner, within three years, to liquidate the tax
arrears against him, plus the lowest carrying charge
obtainable by public bidding.

“Under the former system taxes and assessments
had to be in arrea:s threc years and water rents
for four years before becoming subject to sale, and
when sold only arrcars that had run for at least
those periods, respectively, were included in the
charges for which the property was sold. TUnder
the new system: tho period required to run before
the property is subject to sale is unchanged, but
there is tMs important difference: Not only is the
property sold for such arrears, but there iz also
included al] subsequent liens up to the date named
in the advertisement of the sale. For example: If
the taxes for the years 1805, 1806 and 1907, and an .
assessment confirmed and entered in 1907 against a
given parcel, are urpaid—having been unpald for
three years as to the 18065 tax—it is subject to sale,
and not only will the sale be for the tax of 1905,
but it will include aiso the taxes for the years 1906
and 1997 and assessment confirmed and entered in
1907.

“The instrument evidencing the sale by the city
is called a ‘transfer of tax lien’ The interest due
under this new llen is payable semi-annually, on
January 1 and Juiy 1 in each year. In the event
that the owner of the property falls to pay the In-
terest on the sald llen on the due day, or falls to
pay taxes, water rents or assessments that are sub-
sequently charged against the property, the holder
of the transfer tax llen may foreclose the same,
gs in the case of a first mortgage. The owner of
the property has three years from the date of sale
fn which to redeem, at the expiration of which
time the lien becomes due and payabie and may
be foreciosed. The purchaser of a transfer tax
lien would seem to be protected amply by the pro-
visions of the new law.”

Controiler Metz says that the Finance Depart-
ment has no intention of unduly harassing delin-

quents.
“we've got to get In these arrears,” said the

Controller yesterday. “Of course, it is a money
making practice for us to borrow money at 4 per
cent to cover these arrears and charge up 7 per
cent interest against the property. We have made
a lot of money that way. But we don't want to
make money that way. The arrears have grown
to such enormous proportions that the city, as a
matter of sound business practice, ernnot afford
to let the arrears accumulate. As a bookkeeping
proposition the city has made eneugh profit in this
differential to defray the entire cost of running
the Finance Department from year to year.

HORSE THIEVES SHOOT

Eaxchange Volleys Mounted

Policemen and Escape.

A thrilling chase in true Wild West fashion took
place In the sparsely settled Flatbush section of
Brooklyn in the early hours yesterday morning
after a couple of horse thieves, who led two
mounted policemen a merry chase for more than a
mile and then disappeared across lots in the dark-
ness, firing a fusillade at their pursuers as they
flad. The two horses which the suspected thieves
were leading escaped, too, but were recaptured
later. One of the policemen was thrown heavily to
the ground and his apine was injured when his
horse broke its foreieg and fell. The other police-
man was the target for whistiing bullets for a few
iftvely moments, but fortunately he was unscathed
when the firlng ceased.

For some time the police of Flatbush have beéen
on the lookout for & gang of horse thieves who
have been breaking into the stables In the vicinity
and making off with valuable animals. Yesterday
morning, about an hour before dawn, Mounted Pa,
trolmen Orr and Shepard, of the Buyder avenue

The mea in the road no sooner heard the gallop-
ing policemen than they jumped on the horses they
were leading and whipped them into a furlous pace.
For about a mile the chase kept up, with Patrol-
man Orr gaining slightly on the fleeing thleves and
Jeaving his companion behind. At Howard avenue
and 94 street the thieves jumped off their horses,
leaped over a stone wall and were lost in the dark-
ness.

Orr rode up, urged his horse over the wall and
then started in the direction he thought the thieves
had taken. He had not gene more than a few
strides when bullets began to whistle around his
head. He drew hisx own gun and fired into the
darkness, but the bullets evidently went wild. Af-
ter hunting through the field and finding no trece
of the thieves he went back to the wall. Out in
the road he saw SBhepard lying half under his horse
and groaning. He dragged his companion free and
sent to the Kings County Hospital for an ambu-
lance. The horse's leg was broken and the animal
had to be shot. The policeman was Injured ahout
the back and alsc recelved internal injurles. His
condition s critical.

When daylight came no trace of the thieves could
be found, but the horses, which had been fright-
ened by the firing, were discovered several mliles
down the road. From now on ths patrol will be
redoubled, and every effort will be made to break
up tha gang.

COURT NAMES GUARDIAN.

Part of Mrs. Curtiss’s Estate To Be
Sold to Pay Debts.

Justice Guy yesterday appointed the Lawyers'
Title Insurance and Trust Company special guar-
dian of Mrs. Julla M. Curtiss, of Falrfield, Conn.,
in a proceeding to sell some of her real estate in or-
der to pay her debts. The Probate Court of Fair-
fleld about two years ago adjudged Mrs. Curtiss
incompetent to manage her affairs. She i8 a niece
of the late Miss Mary G. Pinkney, who left prop-
erty at 139th street and Lenox avenue, known as
the Watt Farm, and valued at $1,600,000. Mrs.
Curtiss inherited a part of this property. The ap-
plication for the guardianship was made by Elmore
S. Banks and John C. Shaw, the committee of the
estate of Mre. Curtiss.

The property that it {s proposed to sell is in West
68th street, between Columbus and Elghth avenues,
The Emigrant Industrial Savings Benk, it {s sald,
wants to acqulre this property, which consists of
seven tenement houses, for $178,500. They are sub-
ject to mortgages of about $100,000, and the rentals
aggregate about $14,000. The interest of Mrs.
Curtiss in the estate of Miss Pinkney amounts to
$400,000.

Mrs, Curtiss has two children, Keith Morris and
Hilda Morris, minors, who are dependent upon
their mother’'s income for support and maintenance.
