gress, since" he earnestly desired that Congress
Slight perform Its duties freely In the correction
of possible errors during his administration.

The President expressed the belief that the
maintenance of peac<* and the progress of the
country would be impracticable unless the gov-
ernment was representative of all political fac-
tions, as he considered that no one faction alone

TAWNEY FIGHTS FOR REAL BUTTER.

CONTINUES RIVER AND HARBOR WORK

DEFENDS NEW ENGLAND.

Senator Lodge Says She Asks Noth-
ing She Would Nnt Grant to Others.

Washington, June 19. -Replylne to the criticism
that has been directed at New Enjrlnnd in the tariff
debate. Senator Lodire to-day revi<we,i the Indus-
trial progress made by his part of the country. He
defended the attitude of the representatives from
New England, and insisted that New England de-

sired nothing which she was not willingtJ.at any

other part of the country should have.
"It would be hypocrisy to say that Iam not In-

fluenced by the Interests of my state and of New
England." ho said. "I should be unworthy to sit
here IfIwere not profoundly Interested in all that
concerns the welfare of Massachusetts. Imay

add that Ihave not observed in an experience of
five tariff revisions that any Representative or
Senator was Insensible to the wishes and hopes of
his own state."

Baying that New England has always had a
large Influence In the legislation and the adminis-
tration of the government of the United States.
Mr. Lodge denied that this influence had been un-
due or Improper. He recognized the importance

of the development of other sections of the coun-
try as vital to the prosperity of New England. He
called particular attention to the political im-
portance of Massachusetts and the other New Eng-

land States, with their forty-one electoral votes,
which, h* declared, could not be spared by the
Republican party or by the cause of protection.

Asserting that New England originally depended
chiefly on the advantages given her by her favor-
able seacoast, Mr. Lodge pointed out that the
embargoes and non-Intercourse acts and the War
of 1812 fell with crushing effect on her. He said
that New England did not at that timo favor the

protective tariff, but that when the country

adopted the protective policy New England
adaped herself to the new conditions. "New Eng-

land made the best of the situation: that was all;

and it does not become those who declined to take
advantage of what was common to all to censure
New England for doing so," he added. "The only
Industry to which protection ha« never been ex-
tended is that of the ship owner, which was pe-
culiarly a New England interest In the old days,
and owing to our refusal to protect that industry

Ithas now disappeared from the face cf the waters.

Driven from the ocean, we of New England de-
serve praise, not blame, that we have turned with
undiminlshed courage to a new scene and won
prosperity on the land. Thus, shut out from her
natural element, the whole energy of New Eng-

land went Into manufactures, and we have bulk up,
great industries and made populous and thriving,
states I

the day the bill was passed Ido not thil S It la
needed, and Ibelieve that any tax In addition to

the tariff and the internal revenue law now in exist-
ence will produce an unnecessary and dangerous
surplus. The trouble with the situation is that it

is wholly political and not economic. The Demo-
cratic free traders want an Income tax, r^ their
leader. Senator Bailey, frankly declares very fre-
quently. In order to compel a reduction )f the
protective tariff to a revenue basis to awoM an
unnecessary and dangerous surplus. Otters believe
that there Is a sentimental demand for an Income
tax to penalize the rich, regardless of Its effect
upon the revenues. It Is largely In order *o meet
this sentiment that the tax on the net e-imlngs
of the corporations <s proposed.

"The income tax euvocates are so fierce and .n
Importunate to have the measure enacted now
because they know that by the next session of
Congress, the surplus In the Treasury u'.l make
additional taxes of any kind absurd. They think
their only chance Is row, while they caa claim
there is a doubt as to whether the revenues, inter-
nal and from the custom::, willbe sufficient.

WEAK POINTS OF INCOME TAX

"The weak poirt m the income tax proposition is
that It enacts a lawsuit, and it a-111 take two years
before the Supreme Court can have an opportunity
to reverse Its old opinion In which It declared the
bill of ISH. of which the present propositions are
exact copies, unconstitutional.

"The second proposal, to submit to the states a
constitutional amendment to empower Congress to
pa*s an Income tax which ahail be levied en Indi-
viduals and not appo*tioned among the Btatea, as
prescribed by the present Constitution. I*lllmeet
when It comes to be act«d on by the states, two ob-
jections. The first, and most important, is that all
the larger states are so rapidly increasing -.neir ex-
penditure* tor state purposes Many of tIMCB. like
New York, no longer tai real estate for stale pur-
posts, becausa of the tremendous burdens upon real
estate from town, vlllaga, county snd city assess-
ments. In New York—and In that we do rot differ
from many of the larger states— our expenditures
have outrun our Income from Indirect sources, nnd
we have exhausted every kind of indirect taxation
other than a direct tax on land, except a:i Income
'ax. Ithink that when tha matter Is fairlyput before
tlvfl people they will reject a constitutional amend-
ment granting to the federal government this source
of revenue, because It will take it away from the
states. It would be a calamity to go back to taxes

on land for state purposes, in addition to r>.e taxes
already resting on it for local purposes, because
tliHf would add ro much to rentals, affecting every

family. The other point which will be raised is

whether the taxes to support the government should
be paid by the citizens of a few states 1about fif-
teen), leaving the others practically exempt. As it
only requires the vote of twelve states to defeat a
constitutional amendment, this would seen to place
such an amendment in a good deal of peril.

OBJECTIONS TO CORPORATION? TAX.
"Now, as to th* proposal to tax the net meomsa

of corporations— that will lead to k very exhaus-
tive discussion. The points made against it al-
ready are that the great majority of storekeepers
and business men, no matter how small their capi-
tal, have incorporated on account of th« limit of
liability and to prevent dissolution and stile of the
pmperty on the death of one of the partners. They

claim that to put a 2 per cent tax on the small
earnings of the country store and the small manu-
facturer would be an Inequitable burden. Another
point made against It Is that It will not reach
bondholders, and Mr. Carnegie is cited an an emi-
nent example, h« having received $300.u00. XX) in the
underlying bonds of tho United States Btsel Cor-
poration on the sale of his steel, coal, coke and Jron
properties to that company. Itis proposed to meet

this by treating interest on bonds as net Income.
That would not reach Mr. Carnegie, because It
would hay« to be paid by the corporation, and
would have to come out of the stockholders. It
can be seen that in corporations where there Is a
very large bonded indebtedness, if the tax on the
interest on the bonds has to be paid by that cor-
poration there would not be much left for the
stock. Another point made Is that where a cor-
poration has a large number of subsidiary com-
panies there would be a 2 per c*nt tax en the net
earnings of each of these companies, and then,

when the net earnings were paid In, as is always

the case, to the treasury of the parent company,
tner(>, would be another tax of 2 per cent because
these earnings of the subsidiary company would
hf recorded as part of the earnings of the parent

cr.mpany. This opens a -wide field of speculation

as to results.
"Properly framed, and that is now being done

by the Finance Committee, with the advice of the
Attorney General, the bill Is. however, far prefer-

able to the income tax. It is not the kind of tax

which the states would be likely to use for the
purpose of the state governments. It is an ex-
cise tax, wholly within the power of t le federal
government. While Ido not think that, in addition
to the revenue measures which will be in force
when we adjourn, this Is necessary, yet if an ex-
periment must be made, and If the ireome tax

people willnot permit a stamp tax, then It seems
to me that the tcx on the net earnings of cor-
porations, as suggested by President Tuft, Is the
only feasible way of solving the problem.

"Now. us to the time: The Senate bill should be

in the hands of the conference committee within

a day or two after July 1 and In the hands 0? the

President by the 15th."

;Notice to Canada in Regard to Ex-
portation of Logs.

The Senate spent the

greater part of to-day In considering the recom-
mendation of the Finance Committee to restore
hides to the dutiable list at 15 per cent. Mr. Clapp

:opened the debate with an earnest speech for free
hides. He was fo'lowed by Mr. Lodge, who for
nearly two hours presented the claims of the tan-
ners and shoe manufacturers that their principal
raw material be admitted free of duty. Mr. War-
ren followed with a speech for the 15 per cent
duty, and had not closed when adjournment was
taken. The vote on the hides paragraph will be
close, although there is little doubt that the

jFinance Committee will be sustained.
', Before the hides paragraph wu taken up Mr.
IAldrich submitted the Finance Committee's amend-

ment to the pulp paragraph. The House provision
relating to wood pulp w*s accepted by the com-
mittee, and aprovision added which is Intended to be
a response to the recently announced decision of
Canada not to permit the further exportation of, logs from that country.

This proviso doubles the duty on wood pulp when
exported from any country, dependency, province
or subdivision which forbids, directly or indirectly,
the exportation of wood pulp, legs or wood for use
In the manufacture of wood pulp. Mr. Aldrich ex-
plained that the purpose of this amendment was
simply a notice to the people of Canada that If
they refused to permit the exportation of logs or
pulp wood to this country they would have to pay

. a higher rate on the products of logs and pulp

To Come Up After TariffSchedules
Have Been Disposed of.

Washington, June 19.—Senator Bailey, speaking
for himself and most of the Democratic and Re-
publican Income tax advocates, announced at the
opening of the Senate session to-day that he would

consent to postpone action on the income tax ques-

tion until after the tariff schedules are disposed of.
Itbecame apparent at once that the postponement

would b° made, but there was, nevertheless, some
debate before a definite decision was reached.

After debate had proceeded for half an hour, an
order postponing the subject was suggested by
Mr. Bailey, and agreed to. The formal presenta-
tion was made by Mi. Aldrich. and It took the
form of a unanimous consent agreement to defer
the entire income tax and corporation tax ques-
tions until the schedules are out of the way. At
that time Mr. Bailey's amendment for an income

tax and the committee's substitute for It will be
taken up and kept before the Senate until they

shall have been disposed of.
Mr. Bailey again sought assurance that no mo-

tion would be made to refer the amendment to the
commltte, but was met with a prompt response
from Senator Heyburn. who declared that he would
not agree to such a proposition. Mr. Heyburn
added that he was opposed to any Income or cor-
poration tax "or any other subterfuge" as a means
of paying the expenses of the government.
"Istill continub to march along the line of a

high protective tariff," he said, declaring that he
would not go beyond the custom houses and the

internal revenue offices cf the country to raise
money for the government's expenses.

Senator Borah suggested to Mr. Aldrlch that the
Finance Committee should not delay In bringing in
its plan for a corporation tax, as considerable time
would be required to dispose of It.
"Imay as well say now us any time." replied

the Rhode Island Senator, "that the committee has
requested the Attorney General to prepare an
amendment, and under the direction of the Presi-
dent he will do so, giving us, no doubt, a provision
largely reflecting the views of the administration.
As soon ns it 13 considered by the committee it
will be reported to the Senate, and Ihope that
will not be Inter than next Monday morning."

Mr.Bailey then suggested ttie irregularity of the
proceeding-. "Iunderstand," he said, "that bills to
raise revenue originate in the House of Represen-

tatives and not in the White House."
Replying that it was not a question of raising

revenue, Mr. Aldrich aaid the committee merely

wanted tiie President's proposition in concrete
form to consider it.

The Texas Senator said he had no Idea that the
Altornny General or the Finance Committee would
prepare any amendment that he could support, but
he reserved the rijeht to withdraw his amendment
ifhe should be wrong in that supposition.

The amendment was then allowed to bo over, in

accordance with the understanding, until the other
provisions of the tariff Bhall havo been put out or
the way.

Doe? Not Believe Any Special Tax-
ation WillBe Necessary.

Washington. June 19.— Senator Depew was Mked

by the Tribune correspondent to-day for his news
on the tariff situation, and especially on the pro-
posed tax on the net earnings of corporations

"The tariff hill,"'he said, "has about seven hun-
dred main schedules, and. in the division of the
schedules, two thousand Items. These ha\<- all
been acted upon except in the Iron and steel scfce*-
ule. pig and scrap iron, steel rails, wire nails and
cotton ties, a part of the lumber schedule, tobacco.
coal, hides and leather, hats, bagsine for c-otton
bales, carpets, silk, linoleums and pineapples Ex-
cept for the debate -which is aroused by lilies and
leather, coal, lumber and steel, the tariff could be

finished in a few hours. The debates on thes*
items, however, will probably consume from three
to four days. The administrative features have
not been acted upon. They involve reciprocity or
countervailing duties, and may require a day.

"The uncertain equation is the income tax. and

the substitute proposed by the President of a tax

of 2 per cent on the net earnings of corporations.
There is no earthly doubt that the moment this
tariff beeones a law the country will enter on an
unprecedented period of prosperity. This will lead
to plenty of money, large expenditures and a cor-
responding Increase in importations. There will
follow revenues more than sufficient for the BQPPOTt
of the government. Asix months' tria.l willremon-
strate that there are no expenditures in sight or
liable to be incurred which will equal the revenues
from customs and internal revenue taxation.

"The income tax and the alternative of 2 per
cent on the net earnings of corporations raise so
many questions that the man in the street can-
not understand why stamp taxes are net adopted.
Ithas been demonstrated that they work well, that
they have produced as high as $40,000,000 a year,
that they are popular, and that they affect only
thofie who are amply able to pay. Only persons who
nave to have bank accounts and have the ability to
buy and sell property would be called on to use
stamps. The revenue from this source would beg'n
