With a great crash, the Staten bland ferryboat
Nassau, while making Its dock at South Kerry,
yesterday. \u25a0 hit the ferry racks, and scores of pas-
sengers were knocked from their feet. Several
women were injured, among them Mrs. Maria
Groves, forty-two years old, of No. S3 Broad street,
and Mrs. Jacob Kissenger, fifty years old, of No.
133 Canal street, Stapleton. Staten Island.

Mrs. Groves was on the forward stairway of the
ferryboat when tho crash came. She was flung
headlong down tlie stairs. Her head hit the. deck
with much force. She lay stunned for a minute,
and it was thought that she was killed. Examina-
tion later showed that she had sustained con-
tusions of the right am and of the head.

Mrs. Kissenger was standing on the lower deck,
just a short distance away, and fellheavily against
one of the seats. She suffered contusions of the left
knee, and thigh. Both women went to their homes
alter being attended by an ambulance doctor from
Hudson Street Hospital.
