Justice Mills Expected to Decide
Questions of Fact Himself. !

Preparations wers made yesterday by the law- |
vers for Harry K. Thaw and by the state and
county attorneye for the opening session of the |
hearing into his sanity, which will iake place in
the Westchester County Court, in Whita Plains,
to-morrow morning.

Justice Mills, who will conduct the hearing. said
vesterday that everything possible would be done
to expedite the trial. From present indications the
casa will not be tried by a jury, Justice Mills as-
suming the responsibility of deciding from the evi-
derce whether Thaw shall be sent back to Mattea-
wan or whether he shall have his freedom.

Thaw's lawyers have not outlined the plan they
will pursue in their effort to gain freedom for their
client, but it is pretty well understood that the
state will rely on the testimony of the superin-
tendent, doctors and nurses of the Matteawan
Asyilum to prove that Thaw is still insane.

Several of the physicians at the asylum have al-
ready made statements that Thaw is suffering
from an incurable form of Insanity and that it
would be dangerous to have him at liberty. Dr. |
Baker, assistant superintendent of the asylum,
visited District Attorney Jerome's office yesterday
and went over carefully the testimony in the sec-
ond Thaw trial

District Attorney Jerome will have nothing to do |
with the case, a representative of *ne Attornev
General's ofMce and District Attorney Winslow of
Westchester County opposing Thaw's release,
Thaw is much pleased that Mr. Jerome will not
be on hand. for he has repeatedly expressed bit-

METZ SEEKSTAX ARREARS

Believes $150,000 Can Be Collected
from Old Towns Merged in City.

Controller Metz has high hopes of collecting some
$150,0m in back taxes which are in arrears in sev- |
eral of the former Long Island towns from the |
days before consolidation. He has flied with the
Collector of Assessments and Arrears an order em-
bodying the terms of adjustment of the taxes, some
of which are in arrears for forty years., The Cor-
poration Counsel has agreed to the plan. In many !
cases the taxes, with interest at 12 per cent for |
many years, have wiped out the equl in the |
property.

The outstanding taxes are as follows: Newtown,
£78,676; Fiuehing, $55.514; Jamalica, $10,521; that part
of the old town of Hempstead now embraced In
the limits of New York Clty. $5,288. In addition to !
these arrearages of taxes there are gales 1o the
towns aggregating $239.464, making the total prin- !
cipal subject to adjustment nearly $460.000. i

Some of the taxes found on the hooks represent '
penalties assessed on Quakers for failure to carry
arms in times of war, but the bulk of the taxes
are against real estate and can be recovered, the
Controller believes.

Terms of the settlement have been so drawn bv
the Controller as to prevent speculators taking ad
vantage of the large arrcarages 1o obtain quit
claim deeds from property owners who are hope-
lessly In arrears, and to impose upon such specu-
lators the duty of paying all the taxes up to date
in case they have obtained such quit claim deeds
upon the theory that they could settle such arrear-
ages for 2 per cent. Adjustments may ba made at
any time prior to October 1. After that date all
property still in arrears will be suld by the city

The settlement of these arrearages will be bene-
ficial to the property owners as weil as to the clity, |
as the former will have their property in such
shape that they can sell it in the present real
estate boom and the city will benefit from having |
the property placed on a tax paying basis again

| REFORM LOWER COURTS

Committee of 100 Condemns Con-
duct of Magistrates in Kings.

In line with their announcement of a few days
ago that they would make the lifting of the magis-
trates’' courts out of the realm of political influence
ene of the issues of the coming campaign, the

. Committee of One Hundred yesterday gave out

a long statement intended to show how the in-
fluence of Senator McCarren and his district lead-
ers in Kings County affected the workings of those
courts in that county. The statement reviews the
evidence taken before the legislative commission
which investigated conditions In the magistrates’
courts, and draws therefrom material which 1t
uses in an arraignment of conditions prevalling in
various Brooklyn courts.

“The commission will recommend legislation
through which the system may be improved,” says
the statement, “but no system can bring complete
rf»n»r unless the personnel of the courts Is changed.
Consequently the voters of Brooklyn will doubtless
Insist that the next Mayor must promise s hetter
class of appointments.”

It is belleved that the time is not far off
when gome form of light gun, ammunition or ration
carrier, propelled by steam or gasolene, will be
