Secretary Dickinson Considering

'Recommendations to Congress.

IFrom Th« Trituns Bureau.]

Washington, July 20.-So eerious is the problem

growing out of the assignment of officers of the Una

of the army to stall duty, thus depriving line com-
mands of their proper quota of officers, that the
Secretary of War is being urged to incorporate in

his forthcoming annual report an urgent recom-

mendation to Congress that the so- ailed "d^all
system" be abolished, at least in part.

Itis proposed that only the junior places In the
special staff corps-that of major In the adjutant

j general's and inspector general's departments, that
1 of captain in the quartermaster*, subsistence and

pay department* and that of captain and first lieu-

tenant In the artpnal corps— be Ollea1 by the

detail of line officer*. I.Jne officers so detailed, it is
proposed, shall serve their tour of duty and then
return to the line, where they are 1 . atly n«-?ded.
This will r.<-t .«o completely divert them from their
line dutle?, while, it will enable these officers to

obtain a,iacquaintance with the duties ef staff
officers, which is regarded a* of practical value. It

i? further proposed to have the senior grades filled i

by the appointment out and out of officers who have

served in a detailed capacity and ha« proved their
usefulness on staff duty. In this way. there would
be furnished a permanent personnel in the upper
grades of the staff departments and In the Junior (

gradei a detailed personnel from which the perroa- •

A man known to the police as Michael Murpiiy

'Whether he
was drowned or killed by a blow en th- be. id th«
police do not know.

The body of Erickfon. who was a bartender in a
saloon it No. 18> Park Row. was recovered yester-
day from Canaraie Bay and brought to the under-
t.-ikintr place. When Murphy entered he asked to
sc<j the body of Erickson, Claiming he was an oM
friend. The undertaker watched him closely, an<l
surprised him In the act of trying to open the
dead man's mouth.

The undertaker investigated, and to his amaze-
men! extracted a $0 bill. The policemen fay that
Murphy stood by and said thai there was mor«
than that, and that the undertaker eontlnu«-d. the
examination and found two more J5 bills. Th»
detectives said that Murphy made a vain demand
for the money, and then left the place. Ill*arrest
followed.

After he had been taken to Polico Headquarters
Murphy said, according' to the police, that he.
Ericksoa and an unknown sailor, whom It was
their purpose to rob. had gen* on a fishing trip to
fanarsle. The. sailor was piled with liquor, and
then Eriekson took bis money, stuffed It in his
mouth and started for shore In a boat. He jumped
overboard to recover an oar. Nt taken with
cramps mid »&nk. dying apparently with tha money
inhi* mouth.'

The- Injured man. who la in the company hospital,
was working fifty yards from the seam of the
explosion, There wore »even men directly over
the spot which had been drilled and charged for
blasting.
