RAMTATIOX IX MANILA.
In the report of the Philippines health bu-

reau for the lit-st quarter of 1900, which has
just come to hand, a new project for the im-
provement of sanitary conditions In Manila is
outlined. A committee was appointed \u25a0 few
months ago by the Governor General to inquire
Into the extent of the swamps In that city and
Of the land subject to Inundation In the season
of floods. An estimate of the cost of draining
these districts or of raising their level by filling
Is to be made by the committee, which has been
instructed also to make recommendations for
anaatcing the work, in ease it shall be under-
taken. Whether the necessary outlay should be
made by the. property owners or by the city
government and whether in the second con-
tingency \u25a0 special tax would be advisable are
questions regarding which suggestions are in-
vited. Reinforced by the. addition of two new
members, the same committee is also to study
the problem of tiring better protection from
cholera.

/£//; CORPORATION TAX.

The changes made by the conference commit-
tee ia the corporation tax section of the tariff
bill undoubtedly soften the hardships imposed

on the class specially legislated against by that

section. The rate of taxation is reduced from
2 per cent to 1per cent. The revenue to be
raised by a 1 per cent charge on corporation

dividends or Income would probably have ex-
ceeded the sum needed to supplement the gov-

ernment's receipts from customs and internal
revenue. After the corporation tax amendment
was accepted by the Senate it was decided to

increase the internal tax on certain manufact-
ures of tobacco. l; that advance is approved

by the House of Representatives several million

dollars will be added to the Treasury's annual

income. A 1per cent tax on corporation divi-
dends, therefore. promises reinforcement
enough. If a miscalculation is made and a

deficit should be shown in 1900-10 and I'JIO-'ll

the rate could easily be advanced to I1I1
-

or 2

per rent.
The dropping of the dapp amendment, aimed

at holding companies. Is also an improvement.

Whether or not sound public policy is served by

penalizing holding companies In the strict sense,

the Clapp amendment, striking at them, missed
i;<mark by burdening with double taxation the

stockholders of \u25a0 large number of corporations
which cannot be legitimately classed as holding

companies. It annulled the reasonable exemp-

tion from taxation of all funds derived by cor-
porations as dividends from other corporations.

Such an annulment might be justified as an at-

tack on the practice of vesting the control or
many subsidiary corporations m one proprie-

tary concern. Hut in Imposing double taxation
en the dividends received by banks, trust com-
panies and railroads on Investments made by

them in go<<l faith for investment purposes r.nd
with no Idea of exercising control while avoid-
ing direct responsibility, it contemplated a fur-
ther Injustice to the holders of one kind of
personalty already singled out from the mass
of owners of securities to bear the burden of

the new special tax. While bond owners and
preferred stock holders escape taxation on the
income from their Investments in corporation
securities, it would be grossly unfair to expect

the common stock holder to meet, first, the tax

on interest paid on bonds in excess of capital
stock, then the charge on his own dividend fund,

and then a third charge on that portion of his
dividend fund which had come from the treas-

ury of another corporation.

We hope that at least one more improvement

will be made before consideration of tie COT

poration tax section Is concluded. The extent

of the publicity aimed at by the framers of the
section is nor entirely olenr. In n recent state-
ment giving his reasons for opposing the cor-

poration tax Representative Bonnet, of this
city, said:
It v.iii not give corporation publicity, though

it promises it. By the terms of Section 6 no in-

formation concerning a corporation can b»i made
public except by express direction of the Presi-
dent of the United State* Tbe lodj?JnK of this
terrific power Inany ofßce is gravely unwise.

Mr. Bennet's criticism shows that the pub-
licity provisions of the corporation tax .scheme,

are not well understood. It is provided in tho

Senate's amendment that the return of a cor-
poration, showing Its resources, expenditures
and taxable income, together with any cor
rections made by the Commissioner, shall be

TAKIXG PEOPLE OVT OF THE CITY.

Acting Mayor McGowan deplores the fart that
the new McAdoo tunnels will take people out of
Manhattan to New Jersey, while the city is

doing nothing to open up Brooklyn, Queens and
Richmond for residence It Is an outrage, he
\u25a0ays, that it should he so. Who Is responsible,

however, hut the present administration? Ithas
spent $300,000,000, borrowed on the city's credit,

and has supplied no rapid transit facilities. If
ithad kept its promise to Brooklyn, the Fourth
avenue subway would have been half constructed
by this time, and that would have proved, to
some extent at least, a rival to the Hudson
River tunnels. If the present administration
bad been alive to the city's needs, It would have
built the bridge loop both on this side and on the
Brooklyn side of the river, and that would have
given Brooklyn a large measure of rapid transit.
Mr. McGowan refers to the idleness of the Bel-
mont tunnel. But the city's suit concerning the
franchise for that tunnel, which it has every

prospect of losing, is responsible for tying up
that transit facility. In general, if the city ad-
ministration had done its duty. Mr. McAdoo's
tunnels and the Pennsylvania tunnels unaer toe
Hudson would have been matched by lines to
the east which would have done as much a*
rapid transit lines can to keep the people of
New York within the city.

Other considerations besides superior transit
facilities, however, make men commuters. In-
deed, up to the present time, at least, the com-
muter has preferred to endure inferior means of
getting to and from home for the sake of cer-

tain advantages to be gained from living In
suburban towns. No commuter has such an «-
cellent service as has the resident of upper
Washington Heights «r that part of The Bronx
which is reached by the West Farms brand of
the subway Yet the movement *•> the suburbs
Is unchecked by these possibilities. Th« man
who socks the suburbs goes where land vaucs
are not so high as to preclude his occupying a
detached single family bouse. Subways opra
up no such areas in New York. A* soon as a
rapid transit line is built land along it is Ini-
mediately held at a value based upon it* pro-
spective use as sites for six-story apartments.
Detached houses there become, generally speak-
Ing. inipossibk'. and e\eu if they were not im-
possible because of the high coal of land the
building of them would be discouraged by tho

prospect of the erection of apartment houses In
the neighborhood Thus a most desirable part of
the citizenship of the city is being forced outside
metropolitan limits by the fact that no pro-

vision is made for it within those limits. Tv«
city thus loses not merely the taxpayers whose
departure Mr. kfcGowan deplores, but a good

part of Its moat intelligent electorate.
The German cities are meeting this situation

by setting apart different areas for different,

classes Of dwellings. Thus it is possible to fin.l
within the limits of Berlin, for example, areas
of detached houses which have all the attrac-

tions of the ordinary suburban town. No apart-

ment may intrude upon them, nnd the restric-

tions imposed by the city doubtless have their
effect in keeping down speculative land rallies.
Ifa piece of property cannot be used for th«»
building of apartments, II cannot be held at .1

house site. The German method of treating this
land question is perhaps Impossible here, but It
has Its advantages In keeping the city fit. for
occupation by others than the very rich and the
very poor.
