PRINCE AHMED SPEEDY

SETS NEW TRACK RECORD.

Rose Queen Beaten a Head When
Jockey Thinks Race Is Over

Rose Queen forced Prince Ahmed to run one mile
in 1:3% 4-5 and establish a new track record to
win the handicap at that distance at the Empire
City track, near Yonkers, yesterday. The speed
marvel of tha Weet, which had won seven straight
races, deserved the purse and the honor herself, as
Mentryv's unfanfiliarity with the course, combined
with what may have been a little carelessness, cost
the Kingston—White Rosq filly the race. Tha boy
stopped riding two jumps from the finish, mistak-
ing the rod of the starting gate for the finishing
pole, and Prince Ahmed, which was closing strong-
lv, got up in tima to win by the action of a nod.
Mentry realized his mistake and sat down again In
the last stride, but too late to save the purse as the
filly was stopping from her efforts in forcing the
fast pace, and, further, was running slightly out of
her best distance.

Prince Ahmed ran the best race of his career and
deserved all the credit for a brilllant performance.
He was two lengths behind Rose Queen turning for
home, but closed with rare speed and courags under
one of Taplin's strongest finishes. Nimbus, the only
other starter, ran well for six furlongs, but tired
under an impost of 123 pounds. Rese Queen proved
her class and quality, even though beaten in the
mpst convincing way, as she was conceding six
pounds to Nimbus and fourtsen to Prince Ahmed,
gocording to the scale, no easy task for a three-
vear-old filly.

The track had dried out and was fmproved from
the Arenching of Friday, while the weather was
nearly perfect.
