PICTURE THEATRE BURNS

More than 200 in the Place, but All
Get Out Safely.

In eight of thousands on the boardwalk ai Royn-
ton Beach, near Perth Amboy, N. J, yesterday af-
ternoon. a moving picture theatre burned down
when an electric wire get fire to the woodwork
There were more than two hundred in the place
when the fire started. Although many among the
children and women in the audlence were slightly
injured in getting out, there were no raports of
arnybody being seriously hurt.

Tt was shortly after 6 o'clock, and the beach was
filled with bathers and strollers, when clouds of
smoke hegan to pour from the windows of the thea-
tre. The insulation on one of the wires connecting
with the picture machine had rubbed off, and this
part, coming in contact with the woodwork, ignited
it. Bome draperies near the machine next caught
fire, and soon the auditorium of the theatre was fl-
luminated with a brilliant burst of flame.

Those in the audience were so startled at the first
nutburst of flame that they sat in their seats with-
out a sound. Soon, however, two or three persons
scrambled out of thelr seats, and then the cry of
“Fire!” was raised. Instantly the entire audience
rose and started for the exits The attendants
threw open the doors, while the girl at the piano
played a lively march, and, with much pushing and
shoving, all got safely out of the building. The fire
department responded to the call for help, but it
was only able to confine the fire to the theatre,
which was almost a complete 1oss.

WILL DEFEND BOSTON

MEN ON

7,000 GUARD.

Must Stem the Advance of an Army
of 2,000 Militiamen.

Boston, Auz. 1—-Not sincs the days of the (Mvil
War has Massachusetts seen such a gathering of
armed men as will participate in the ‘“‘war game"
of August 14 to 21. Defending Boston and en-
deavoring to stem the invasion of 9,000 men of the
New York, New Jersey, Connecticut and District
of Columbia national guards, will be the 7,000 mem-
bers of the Massachusetts militia, augmented by
three troops of regular cavalry from tha “Fight-
ing Tenth,” the colored regiment at Forth Fthan
Allen, V¢

The scene of the manceuvres is expectsd to be
confined ‘to the southern counties of Bristol and
Plymouth.

The invaders are conceded the strategical ability
to land their forces, whenees they will attempt to
fight thelr way through the state, but the defend-
€rs assembled in Boston on the afternoon of Sat-
day. August 14, will be notified promptly of the
place or places of disembarkation, and will be
rushed to the scene. The further manceuvres are
problematical.

The dispatch of the defenders will he so ar-
ranged as to deploy the 7.000 troops over a frontage
of more than thirty miles

This Initial line of defence, to be moved back-
ward or advanced according to the strength of the
defenders, will extend from Plymouth, bordering
Cape Cod Bay. on the east, to the town nf Mans-
field, clore to the Massachusetts-Rhode Jsland
boundary, on the west.

PROVIDENT LIFE’'S GAINS.

Superintendent of Insurance Author-

izes It to Resume Business.

Albany, Aug. 1L-Mr. Hotchkiss, the Superin-
tendent of Insurance, announced to-3ay that he
had authorized the Provident Bavings Life As-
surance Soclety, of New York, to issue new poli-
cles and resume the business of life insurance.

This action is based upon a report filed with the
department by its examiners, following an exam-
ination of the affairs of the company as of June 30
last, showing that the impairment of the com-
pany’s capital stock of over $400,000 previously ex-
isting has disappeared, and that it now has a sur-
pPlus of about $70,00. In a formal statement Mr.
Hotchkiss says:

It will be recalled that in 1807, owing to contro-
versles between gtockholders, large deposits in tha
so-called Thomas banks and extravagant manage-
ment, a joint examination was conducted by the
insurance departments of New York and Colorado,
and on such examination the company’s capital
Was found to be impaired to the extent of about
$415.000. It was therefore ordered to cease writing
neLv: busu;)ess.

ter there were radical changes in manage-
ment, resulting in the choice of former rtomm‘is-
sloner of Insurance E. E. Rittenhouse. of Colorado,
as the president of the company. Savings, not only
in the natural increases which follow a cessation
In the writing of new bhusiness, hut also in mor-
tality, have made it poesible for this company, .in
a little less than two vears, not only to wipe out
the impairment, but also to establish a surplus,
the total gain heing nearly $£00.000.

FALLS FROM ROOF TO HIS DEATH.

Frederick Stegman, a driver, fell from the roof
of No. 1863 Park avenue, last evening, and re-
ceived a compound fracture of the skull, from
which he died later in the night at Harlem Hos-
pltl.i.

Dr. Carson Compares It to Athens and Pleads

for Better Church Effort.

The Rev. Dr. J F. Carson, of Brooklyn, preached
yesterday at the union services of six Harlem
churches in 8t. James Methodist Eplscopal Church,
His theme was ‘“The Christian in Naw York City,”
with a text drawn from St. Paul's visit to the eity
of Athens., Dr. Carson said

It has hecome a commonplace that the Church is
not making an impress upon New York City, and
it has becoma so because it Is true. It is respected
by many, patronized by some and ignored by the
vast majority, while the practical failure of the
Church to win New York is deplored by all. Men
are telling us that the need of the day is a new
religion, a religion adapted to present conditions.
But we do not need a new religion, for the reason
that we have no new human nature to deal with.

The weak spot in the Church life and work of
this city lles in the fact that Christian people are
not alive to the conditions of men In the city, to
the needs of the city and to the opportunity of the
Churck in the city. Paul beheld the citv; he saw
Athens while he was In it And what did he #ee?
He beheld the city full of idols.

You tell me that there are no idols or idol temples
in New York. Are you qu!te sure of that? he
idol altar may not be in New York, but there may
be idolatry where there is no altar, and that
idolatry may be the same in spirit that it was in
expression in Athens. To-day men crown the in-
tellect. They eliminate the supernatural.

Multitudes have regard to-day only for the
hysical and material—worship in the temple of

meter. Athens had a temple to Zeus—the god
of force. That tempie bdas more worshippers in
New York than it ever had In Athens. Power,
might, mastership is the governing ideal in modern
life.

The meaning of all this is the same in New York
that it was in Athens. All the energy, force,
thought, time that one puts into the things mate-
rial tell of his capacity for the spiritual, and the
mission of the Church is to direct and satisfy that

capacity.

When they saw
Murphy floundering about in the water they did not
walit to shed their clothing, but jumped in without
hesitation. The strong tide racing past the pler
carriad the helpless man far out into the middla of
the river, and the two lifesavers had a might:
struggle to reach him. It was only after desperate
efforts that they were abla to swim with him to a
brick barge fifty feet distant.

Here Reilly and his companion found it impes-
sible to Iift Murphy up on the barge. Then Flan
agan, who had taken off his shoes and coat, dived
in to aid them. He held Murphy above his head
while the others pulled him aboard. Thefr efforts to
resuscitate the victim and the skill of the Bellevue
physicians alike proved fruitless.
