Marquis del Munis View* on the
Rioting in Spain.

Pai \u25a0 Aug 2.—The "Temps" publishes an Inter-
view ta-day with the,Marjuis del Muni, the s^an-
iFh AaMaaaadar to PYaaos, who has just returned
liere. He says that the inaurreetioa at Barcelona
vas entirely distinct from the movement in ihr-
other districts of Spain. It was anarchistic and
Bedstioue in character, chiefly anti-mllltary.and araa
iirovokeU by the revolutionists, who took advan-
tage of 1iniimaltnirs it was a sudden outbreak
and it was rapidly anpareaaed by public executions.
The re\o!iitioiii*.ts af Catalonia, he said, always
took a<i.-mitage i>f |iork»d* of external difficulties
to make trouble. The ambas«ador did not believe
that the Harcelona trouble would be the begtanlng
Of a general revolutionary agitation, and he said
that national af-pir.iti..ns had nothing to do with
the movement. It was pure anarchy.

Th» troubles outhidc c-f Barcelona among the
workmen and the Socialists, be added, were without
durable gravity. There was no ritk of the agita-
tion developing Into civil war, as no political organ-
ization was behind the movement.

THE SILVER DART BADLY DAMAGED.

Balloon Fails to Make Trip from
Frankfort to Cologne.

I'rankfort. Aug. 2—The airship Zeppelin 11.
ascended this morning for a trip to Cologne,

returned to Frankfort owing to the stormy weather.
landing on the exhibition grounds at 8:iO o'clock
this evening without accident. The airship went
as far as Rolandseck. near Bonn, where it cruised
about for somr time, trying to make headway
ngniust a heavy rainstorm.

The velocity of the wind was forty miles an hour,
and the return up the Rhine with It resulted In
the greatest speed ever attained by an airship.
The engineers Fay the machinery worked well, but
that the balloon was unable to overcome the force
of the furious hall and rain storm. The workmen
to-night are replenishing the envelope with gas
and refilling the benslne tanks with the intention
of renewing the effort to reach Cologne to-morrow
morning.

vitallyaffect Its control, will combine to make the
aeroplane a doubtful factor in the military equip-

ment.
It has taken the Wright brothers five weeks to

find a time when there could be held a satisfactory

and successful trial trip, and ItI* appreciated that
only under the best conditions of weather is H
poasible to operate the aeroplane. The Wright ma-
chine will he used for training purpose.*, and UM
purpose of the government In acquiring.

Just how
Ibc department will view the developments of the
last two days is a matter In which the contractors
are deeply interested, as It is known that HM de-
partment i«> anxious to have the dock completed.-

At present, however, if seems that not only will
Ibc work be still further delayed, bat that the
contractors will have a good bill tr» pay for out-
