tion for a writof hahens rntnsn has nwn assde
«nd s flnal order has been entered dismissing the
writ a Judge to whom subsequent application
is made for a new writ may refuse to grant It.

These hearings are not brief and formal, but
have fillthe detail nnd oirounistMiioo af a crimi-
nal trial. The present case before Justice Millshas
been going onfor three weeks, and. with the testi-
mony of nlionipfs and hypothetical questions still
ini|«'n(lii!p. the end may bo far off. To l>e sure,
the case was adjourned for a few days, but as
that was done expressly In order to give Justice
Millsan opnortuuity to familiarize himself with
its history, three weeks have been spent upon it.
A large part af Ihe evidence given «t the two
crimmnl trials of Thaw has been read in court.
Including the testimony of the alienists on both
occasions. Except for the time necessary to
antam a jury, a habeas carpus proceeding to
determine Thaw's sanity Is almost «s tremendous
and dilatory as were the notorious trials to de-
termine his guilt or ianaeeuee, if the public has
reason to feel dissatisriod with legal proeesaes
which eansmne as much time as did the Thaw
criminal trials, i; has BUM ground for guarding
against the needless repetition of long drawn
out habeas corpus hearings. They clog tho
courts, corwiiune time that the Judge.* might be
devotiug to other business, and d«> their part to
add to the law's delay.

Nor would any Injustice result If the courts
had tho right 10 refuse an application for habeas
carpus on the ground tkat tho matter was
m miiutlit At reasonable intervals a per-
son Manned f<>r lunacy like Thaw should i>e. per-
mitted to have his mental state passed upon hy
the courts, but the Intervals could safoly be left
to the discretion of the judges. The law as it
now stands is st;s< eptihlt- of gross abuse and th«*
Thaw family are grossly abusing it. They will
ultimately, if they can. make a Bcandal of tho
writ of habeas corpus.

The present naturalization law wm a vast im-
provement on tIMhodge-podge of naturalization
statutes in force before it was enacted. It
greatly reduced the number of courts in which
naturalization papers could be, obtained «nd did
much to end the gross frauds perpetrated under
the old system. But the fewer courts now open
ought to be equipped M as to do the necessary
work, and there seems to be ample foundation
for the complaint that the federal courts in tola
city have not a sufficient clerical force to take
care of applicants for admission to citizenship.
The government ought not to subject would-be
citizens to unnecessary delays and hardships.

The Citizens* Union is right in agitating for a
better adaptation of the naturalization machin-
ery here to the legitimate work on hand.
