Total Abstinence I'mpracticable; Says
Cardinal Gibbons.

Chicago, Aug. 4.—Cardinal Gibbons, who is recog- .

nized as a hearty supporter of the cause of tem-
perance, declared last evening that enforced total
abstinence In Chicago and other large citfes was
Impracticable The revocation of all selling licenses,
he declared. would result in a surreptitious sale of
liquor.

“I am heartily i1. sympathy with the total ab-
stinence movement,” Cardinal Gibbons said, “It
is a wide movement and I hope it will spread to
the most remote corners of the nation. In the
rural parts of the cou.atry and In the smaller towns
and cities there is every sign that the agitation is
getting a foothold, which eventually must mean
success and widespread prohibition.

“However much I am In favor of total absti-
nence, though, I feasl that in the large cities, such
as Chicago, it would prove impracticable, and if
laws providing for *he revocation of licenses were
enforeed in these cities [ fear the result would be
the surreptitious sale of liquor.

““The problem is one which will require much
time and the best effurts of our legislators and

statesmen to solve, but, judging from the resuits

already obtained, | and every one cannot but feel
that the total abstinenca 'novement is getting on
toward a suocessful end.”

FIND BURIED DYNAMITE

Cipher Message Also Dug U p with
Explosive in South Orange.

South Orange, N. J., Aug. 4 (Special).—Dynamite
amd letters in cipher were discovered in a field in
South Orange avenue, between West End avenue
and Alexander street, to-day. There were fifteen’
one-pound st'cks of dynamite, a 25-calibre cartridge
and two letters. All were 1n a small tin box. The
letters were addressed to (appello Guiseppe, general
delivery, Newark, N. J. They were dated from
New York on May 17 and May 23.

The articles were turned up while the field was
being ploughed. By their discovery interest was
revived in the theft of dynamite from the Spottis-
woode-Cusack quarry, in West Orange, 2nd the De
Lanoy Place, in Millburn, since the hatting strike
As a result of the theft of the dynamite
the Sheriff was called upon, and a large number
of deputies were placed on duty in the Orange
Valley hatting distrier, as it was feared that the

| theft of the dynamite might have been the work

of union sympathizers and that the stuff would
be used to blow up the hat factories. Several
clews to this effect were investigated. The depu-
ties are still on Auty.

PENNIES AT A PREMIUM

Rush on Sub-Treasury as Value of
Lincoln Cents Goes Soaring.

Great ,was the demand for the new Lincoln
pennies at the local Sub-Treasury yesterday, fol-
lowing reports from Washington that they might
be withdrawn from circulation because of the fact
that they bear the initials of the designer. When
3 o’clock came two hundred persons were still wai:-
ing in line to get some of the coins. In order that
they might not be disappeointed after their long
stay in the rain, Assistant Treasurer Terry gave
orders that the doors should remain open until 4
o'clock,

The rush for the pennles hegan as soon as the
Sub-Treasury opened for business. The crowd was
£0 l@rze that the officials were unable to handle it,
and had to call on the police. The line extended
from the Pine street entrance clear to Willlam
Street and remained that length most of the day.

Only one dollar's worth was allowed to each ap-
plicant, and many in the line, supposedly coin col-
lectors and dealers, who had hopes that the dies
would be destroyed, took the full allotment. Then
again there were many youthful speculators on
hand with an eye to immediate returns. No sooner
did they get what coins they could pay for than
they rushed into the street and sold them at a pre-
mium,

At first they asked a nickel aplece, but as their
numhers were augmented the premium decreased,
and at the close of the day three for a nickel was
the established figure. The boys had no trouble in
disposing of the coins, as everybody in the finan-
cial district appeared to want them and was quite
willing to pay the premium rather than wait in
line. As a result most of the hoys went home with
profits of anywhera from 20 per cent up.

According to the officlals of the Sub-Treasury.
the demand for the new pennies was the greatest
ever made for subsidiary coins. Hundreds of dol-
lars worth of the coilns were paid out during the
rush, and no let up is expected to-day. The banks
were allowed to get $10 worth each, and nearly
every bank in the vity sent a messenger for its full
allotment.

r -

Washington, Auz. 4.—A line of people a square
and a half long besieged the Treasury to-day for
the new pennles. The Philadelphia mint, at
which the pennies are being struck, is grinding
them out at the rate of eighteen hundred a min-
ute, and a considerable supply Is expected here
1o-morrow.

Meantime, newsboys and some others are reap-
ing a harvest. Within the shadow of the Treasury
Building to-day the Lincoln pennies were heing
sold two for five cents, and the young merchants
seemed to have no difficulty In finding purchasers.

The new issue of Lincoln pennies will continue
in circulation, despite the eriticism that the
inftials of the designer appear rather conspicuously
on the colns. That was the statement made at
the Treasury Department to-day.

The objection was presented to the Treasury of-
ficlals and it was considered carefully. They have
decided, however, not to recall the issue—at least
not for the present, and the likelihood is that ft

will not be recalled at all, because it kas been
customary for many years for the designers of
government coins to place thelr initials upon

them.

Both large brims and large crowns are ex-
pected. and the brims show a tendency to turn
abruptly up at one side and droop in an equally
marked manner at the other.

FLESHLESS VEGETARIANISM.

Dr. Noorden Sees Danger in Dist That Burdens
Digestive Organs.

Of the giving of advice on the sublect of health
there is no end, but the remarks of Dr. Kar! Noor-
den, professor of internal medicine in the Univer-
sity of Vienna, reputed to he one of the greatest
authorities on dietary in Europe, are sure to com-
mand attention. Dr. Noorden has recently heen
discussing vegetartaniam, and steers a middie course
which of itself gives weight to his observations.

Against what hea calls ‘“‘fleshless vegetarfanism"”
Dr. Noorden raises no ebjection. The “fleshless
vegatarian™ diet, he savs, provides a sufficlent

amount of albuminous substance, and is to be ree-
ommended, especially whera thera is 3 tendency to
gonut, but in some cases he thinks that a change
from a diet to which the body has heen accus-
tomed may do more harm than good. As for strier
vegetarianism, which excludes the products of liv-
ing animals-milk, eggs, butter and cheese--Dr.
Noorden considers it “dangerous.’ Thearetically,

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FROZEN BEVERAGES.

A great many of the chilled drinks of hot weather
are made doubly refreshing by being half frozen
and some of those usually served very hot may be
treated likewise. They may ue either frozen quickly
with the freezer crank or they may be put into the
freesing can, surrounded by ice and salt and then
allowed to stand until partly selid. If the latter
method is followed the Leverage may be prepared
early in the day, set away and left to stand until
evening. While such a beverage is freezing look
at it occastonally and cut away with a knife the
jcy crust that forms against the sides of the can
and then mix it with the rest.

Housewives sometimes freeze root beer in this
way if they have put up a considerable quantity
for summer use. It Is refreshing, but lacks the
attractive “fizz” it Is especially noted for.

A half frozen lemonade reminds one, of course,
of lemon ice. Frozen beef tea is sometimes recom-
mended by nurses for invalids. A half frozen esx
nogg is much like that old-fashioned dessert known
as “frozen custard.” An egg nogs. if merely chilled
and ornamented with whipped cream, is also a re-
freshing beverage. Sometimes an egg nogg Is
chilled and jellied, in which case, of course, it
ceases to be a beverage and becomes a delightful
dessert. -

Milk shakes, coffee, chocolate, buttermilk and tea
may all be half frozen to advantage. Frozen tea is
perhaps the least successful of any of them, but
ordinary iced tea is improved by placing it in a
freezing can, surrounded by lce and salt, to stand
until lumps of ice form in it. It is better than
when ordinary ice is added to tea, as it does not
weaken the flavor when it melts” When preparing
iced tea be sure to pour the tea off the leaves be-
fore it cocls, and remember that only freshly boiled
water should be used. Water that has been boiling
for some time dees not bring out the tea's fine
flavor. It is saild that in Sweden they add a stick
of cinnamon while the tea is steeping. Some house-
wives add both cloves and lemon, or, instead of
the latter, a slice of apple.
