With p. similar situation at every other home It Is

rapidly used up. Thousands of these little children
« ith ravenous appetites must be) fed, an the man-
ager Is often hard pressed to find money enough to
satisfy their demands.

One of the most interest Fights at the Fresh
Air Home Is that of the children In the. dining
room. At Iquarter before the hour set for the
ni'-ai the children are summoned by the blowing-
of h horn. A rush is made for the washhouse.
Where lhe*r very dirty little hands and faces are
cleaned In a BorprWaaijr short time. Then they
Ilie up before the door In their respective com-
panies, four compnnlrs each .if boys and girls.

When the boys have marched through one door
and th« girls through another and they have seated
themselves at the tone tables covered with white
ihiaing oilcloth and sot with plenty of bread, milk
and hot soup or Mew. they all bow their heads and
\u25a0Ing the prnce: 'God Is Rreat'and God is Rood, and
«- thank Him for this food."
During the meal the attendants are kept busy

constantly rellllitiK the rapidly emptying dishes.
They are of course allowed to talk freely, and the
room la filled with the hum of young voices. In order
that the clamor may not become, too great the chil-
dren signify their desire for something; more to eat
by raising th-ir hands One finger extended mean-
Ing milk: t.wo. bread, and three. «oup or stew. The
dining room Is always orderly, though the parties
vary in character, Bom* being more noisy than
others.

CURTISS EN ROUTE FOR RHEIMS.

The Italian Balloon Exceeded English Ascent
by 1,700 Feet.

Turin. Aug. 12.—Tha balloon Albatross, in which
Lieutenant Minn, of the Italian army, and Mario
Piaeenzo ascended last Tuesday to a height of
11.SO0 metres (seven miles and 1.754 feet), is a spheri-
cal ban. with a capacity of (Mlcubrlc metres. On
this occasion, however, the bag was Inflated to the
extent of only 1,20) metres. The travellers carried
with them a large quantity of oxygen to permit
breathing In the rarifled atmosphere.

At the greatest altitude they experienced a tem-
perature of 24 degrees below zero, Fahrenheit.

Th Albatross appears to have exceeded all pre-
vious height records. Eleven thousand eight hun-
dred metres Is equal to 33.714 feet, and the record
for height has been 37,000 feet, made In 1552, by
two Englishmen Messrs. Cox well and Glaisher.
One of these English aeronauts became uncon-
scious at an elevation of five and one-half miles.
In1875 M. Tlssandler. a Frenchman, rose more than
five miles Into th« air. He was accompanied by a
friend, who died on the way.

Canadian Army Officers Satisfied
with Aeroplane's Trial.
