Perhaps the most serious consideration iu-
volved In Mr. Barstow's Kuggestlon Is not Its
paternalism, but the auspices under which the
paternalism should be exercised. The dozen
states in which national Irrigation projects are
under way or are contemplated will profit far
more directly by the work than will the na-
tional government. Every addition to the
arable area of the country will Increase the
amount of property from which by taxation the
Mates will derive rovenue. Indirectly, of
course, the federal povernment will gain by the
prosperity of th< states, but if any nnauHal
assistance Is to be extended to new settlers,
would It not come with far greater propriety
from the latter than from the former? Bo-
sides, In supplying information regarding de-
elrable places for the choice of a home, the
national government is doing quite es much for
tbe Immigrant as could be reasonably expected,
if not more than any newcomer has a right to
demand. There would be an obvious incQn-
eistency, too. In offering an encouragement ro
foreigners which Is not ibm extended to Ameri-
cans who are nuir living in the East but are
«-onsiderlng the expediency of seeking new
home* In the West. it i$ to l»e inferred from
Mr.BarstoWu language that he would limit to
Uj« imnjl4.TKnt the' u-Leflu of tho loans he has
Inriew.

The costly catastrophe at Monticnllo, In which

tho major part of tlmt rural residence town and
tutnnier re«ort was daatrgjad by fire, nnd the
action which Is being taken by the state anthori
tleg toward eeciirin^ better sanitary conditions
at ptMaa of summer resort attract renewe-l
attention to the nefd of radical improvement
in our methods of euburban and rural buildlu^
and drainage. Tbe flre in Snlllran County wis
only one of many Bucb which have recently oc-
curred. In thl« very year a number of large
ftummer hotels In various places have be<-n
burned, and several villages and towns have been
destroyed, while for years th« "autumnal ty-
phoid" of this and other cities has been cor-
rectly charged to the account of rural resorts to
which the city people went in August for rec-
reation and health, and from which they r,-

turned In September laden with germ* of dis-
ease.

Xow. Itmay not b« practicable to mate all
country hotels and houses non-combustible, or
to apply to them such *laws for protection
against flre ac prevail In large cities. The losses
each year from rural and semi-rural fires arc,
however, so large aud the co»t of lumber In
these days is co great that the practicability of
generally -Introducing some safer method of con-
struction may well be considered. The, develop-
ment of cement and concrete building Is one of
tbe striking features of our time, while with all
Ita enormous magnitudo the clay industry
brick, tile mid terra cotta—ls scarcely moro
than (n its infancy. In this part of the country
tho resources of clay and also of Btono suitable
for building are so vast as to be about n» nearly
Inexhaustible as any cuch natural resource!
could be, and It does seem as If Inventive ln-
grnuity should In some way make It possible to
utilize them cheaply enough to make them avail-
able for general use. Itmay well be considered
whether even rural villages should not enforce
building codes which would make them bouio-
tiiiii?better than collections of trotrana, and
cipeclally whether summer hott'l.-*, bousing hun-
dreds of guests ea.-h, should any infiger he built
like so many wooden packing boxes.
