Commissioner Maltbie Is
to be the Inquisitor, and the first hearing will be
held on August 31, at 2:30 p. m.

The commission has been considering the advis-
ability of this 6tock transfer for a long tirm-. Sov-
eral hearings have festal held. William M. d.le-
inan. counsel for the Metropolitan receivers, de-
clined to tell Commissioner Maltbie at one of them
what the profits of th• l.ridge Operating Company
war*, c •nirnissioner Maltbie decided not to press
the request, but to get at the facts through an In-
vestigation.

Commissioner Maltbie's report shows that the
Rridße Operating Company was formed by an
agreement between tho Brooklyn Rapid Transit
and the New York City Railway, each of which
took flvo hundred of the one thousand shares
ifisued. With the New York City Railway In the
hands of a receiver, with no tangible assets, the
$ISO,OOO which Receivers Joline and Robinson are
willingto pay for the tive hundred shares Receiver
I>add hold will be an unexpected gain to the cred-
itors. Commissioner Maltble speaks In his report
of the several agreements and contracts entered
Into between the companies, and says:

The contracts apparently give these companies
exclusive right to optrate can over the tracksmentioned, although there are no words expressly
to this effect. Wo are Informed that the com-panies so Interpret the ant ••»-ni#-nts. and the fact
that the Manhattan company may allow other
railroads in this borough to operatn cars over thepair of tracks allotted to the New- York City com-
pany and thai similar rights are given to the two
Hrooklyn companies seems to indicate that suchwas clearly the intention of the contracting parties.

Commissioner M*ltb!e also points out that 6 per
cent on their investment was guaranteed. As a
matter of fact, th« profits run far above those
figures. As the New York City company Is in the
hands of Receiver Ladd. th« operation of the qpirs
by the Metropolitan receivers across th« Williams-
burs Flrid^p. has been, he pays, without any legal
authority.

Commissioner Maltble states that he did not con-
sider the approval of the application involved
an approval of the terms of the agreements. The
question, he says, la merely whether the transfer
of rights and privileges will be advantageous. No
one appeared to opposo the transfer at the hear-
ings, and he found no adequate reason for disap-
proving of the application.

"he vat rapidly returning to a normal ptate of

•health. When he went abroad he was suffering

from rheumatism, which had been aggravated by

ptomaine poisoning at a public dinner here, but the

treatment he received In Europe was beneficial,

and up to th« time of my departure he was In

ixtter health than for a long time. While Ihare

cot seen him. of course. cinco the recently pub-

lished reports concerning the *tat« of his health, I

am 6ure that bis condition has been greatly ex-
aggerauid.**

Asked why Mr. Harriman was coming home

earlier than he had at first intended, Mr.Millar said
it was merely in order that he might have th©
comforts and conveniences of homo, which it was
almost impossible to procure in European hotels.

"Mr.Harriman.'* he added, "now needs rest; only

rest. Hi* cure has been complete, his physicians
say, and it in the 'after cure* that is necessary to

put him back in his office chair. This lie can only

tret Inhis own country and at his own home. I
do not think he will take any very prominent part
in business for a few weeks afier his arrival here.
That ib to say, ha willcomplete the full time of his
intended vacation from business before he enters

Into it again in full force, but h« will be home in
a IMP days, and willbe able to *p«:ik for himself.
You will find him to be in much better condition
physically than the majority of persons here teem

to think,he is."
One of Mr.Millar's interrogators reverted to the

ptomaine poisoning and asked ifMr.Harrlman had
been made illby risn served at the dinner. This
crave Mr. Millar an opportunity to make a pun.
