"The Mercantile Exchange in this city voted to
abolish Us official quotations. Governor llu<tirs's
Wail Street Investigating committee la.-st June se-
verely condemned the way In which those quota-
tions-are fixed, by a committee which sets the
price every morning for about four-flftha of all
the butter, eggs and cheese sold east of the Mis-
souri River. The report accused the committee of
being a "close corporation of era.' The Com-
mercial National Bank of Chicago Issued a crop
report and review of business conditions which Indi-
cated a general revival of commercial activity this
fall to an extent not realised f.^r many yean past.
A shortage of cars to move the Immense crops is
already confronting the railroads. Chairman Knupp,
of the Interstate Cominer.ee Commission, dieted
for the railroads a heavier business than the ever
did before in a single year. The only complaint
heard from the West concerning this tide of re-
turning prosperity is that It does not bring with It
enough hands to perform the necessary work.
