T'his Solution of Met. Problem T'o Be
Recommended by Experts.

In the effort to evelve a feasible plan for the re-
organization of the Metropolitan Street Rallway
Eystem a proposition will be made to the two bond-
holders’ committees, it was sa‘d yesterday, to ad-
mit the clty into part ownership. Stone & Web-
ster, of Hoston, traction experts, have been en-
gaged In an examination of the Metropolitan situ-
ation, with the result that they may recommend
the foregoing as one of the practical solutions in
the interest of the investors. The report has not
yet been submitted to the committees, but it was
sald yesterday that it would be as soon as the
chairman of the joint bodies, John W. Castles and
thelr counsel, 1. . Krauthoff, return from Europe.
Mr. Castles and Mr. Krauthoff kunow of the pro-
posed recommendations.

The whole gquestion of reorganization of the sys-
tem has been placed in the hands of the two com-
miitess, one of which, representing thie general
coliateral trust mortgage bs, expiring in 1997,
amounting to $12500,000, has as its chairman Alex-
ander J. Hemphill, and the other, representing the
refunding bonds, 4s, expiring in 2002, amounting to
$16,604,000, is presided over by Edwin S. Marston.
Before he left for Europe Mr. Castles, as cha!rman
of the joint committee, sent to Boston for Stone &
Webster and set them to work to unravel the trac-
tion tangle.

alr. Hemphill said last night at his home in
Como, N. J., that the report that the city would
be called into partnership was without foundation,
so far as he knew. He had heard nothing of the
scheme, he said. From another source it was
learned that Stone & Webster had poined out to

STEEL BARS UP §1 A TON.

Cambria Company, Leader in Higher Prices,
Sets Figure at $1 40 a Hundred Pounds.

Continued improvement in the steel business is
shown by the action of the Cambria Steel Com-
pany yesterday in advancing the price of bars to
$140 2 hundred pounds. This is equivalent to an
| @dvance of §1 a ton over the guotation of the last
| few weeks, and makes the price the same as that
existing before the open market was declared in

February.

Since the recent upturn in the steel business be-
gan the Cambria company has taken the lead in

the stecl and iroa irade in quoting higher prices,
and it is expected that its action in the present in-
stance will be followed by the United States Steel
Corporation and the rest of the independent com-
panies,

It is said that the steel mills are congested with
orders for steel bars, the heavy demand being due
to the preparations to move the crops. The de-
mand comes principally from the manufacturers of
agricultural implements and the bolt and nut com-

panies. Other finished steel products, with the ex-
, ception of ralls, are also in good demapd, it is said.

The rail business is reported to be still lagging,
but it is the general belief in steel circles that the
raillroads will be in the market for large amounts
in the near future. This assumption §s based on
the fact that most roads have done little in the

way of layving new rails for the last two or three
and because many of the important roads !
