MILK COMMITTEE TO EXTEND WORK.

Appeals for $65,850 for Campaign to Reduce
Infant Mortality.

A plan calling for an expenditure of JM.SSO dur-
ing the next year to reduce Infant mortality in this
city by supplying pure milk and educating tene-
ment mothers has Just been made publlo by the
New York MilkCommittee In a pamphlet out lift-
Ing the proposed work for next year.

Two new depots are to be opened. In addition to
the seven now running. To maintain the nine the
milk committee estimates that {27,20 willbe needed
to provide pure milk and 118,000 to carry on the
educational campaign among the mothers and pro-
vide nurses to supervise the ear*, of the babies;
ttMM is also asked for to carry on the general
work of the milk committee, which, among other
things, has taken a leading part in securing legis-
lation designed to eradicate tuberculosis from the
dairy herds of New Tork State.

Wilbur C. Phillips, secretary of the milk com-
mittee, at No. 105 East 23d street, In an appeal
lor funds, says:

"It Is a safe estimate that 0) per cent of the
depot babies alive and well to-day would not have
survived without the pure milk and education made
possible by the milk depots. Many physicians be-
llve that a decrease in infant mortality of from 75
to SO per cent can be effected in New York by an
adequate Increase in the number of milk depots."

THE EATOXS SEPARATE.

Dealers Hare Difficulty Supplying
Customer* as Shortage Grows.

The supply of milk far New York has not been
bo short since the extreme shortage of two years

ace as It la at the present time. Dealers who have
not enoocfa to eerva their customers find It almost
Impossible to pieea out their supplr. Aa high as S3
la beta? offered for a forty quart can. whose nor-
mal price is only $180 plus the freight and cartage
charges. There Is prartlcally no milk to be had.
even at $3. It1* expected that the exchange price

to th<» shipper willbe raised at the monthly meet-
Ins; of the exchange, on Monday, to SI 49 plus the
freight and cartage charges. The price which the
producers ara now receiving has not been equalled

in nearly a score of years. The grocers, who are
now selling at five cents a quart, will probably

raise the retail price to fixcents. This willaffect
the tenement districts particularly. There is no
prospect of an Increase In the price of bottled mllie
immediately.

Several reasons for the shortage are assigned by

the dealers, the principal one being the high price

which batter an* cheese manufacturers are willing

to pay for milk. This brings the factories Into
competition with the milk supply. Until recently,

the dealers say. It was possible to draw upon th*
supplies of the factories In Urn- of need by raisin*

the exchange price. The manufacturers are not »o
readily stimulated to come to the aid of the milk

dealers now. because of the trouble involved U>
complying with the requirements of the Depart-

ment of Health In order to enter the market. Other

causes assigned are the drouth and the fact that

the winter dairies have not yet I**™to ship milk.

The dealers say that the only remedy for the

chronic summer shortage in the supply is an ad-

vance in the retail price, which will enable them

to encourage farmers to go into the dairy business
by paying them higher prices for their product.

There Is a disinclination, they nay. to engage In a

business in which the profits are no small, because

of the high cost of feed and Ihe added expense

caused by compliance with the requirement* of the
Department of Health.
