The will of Alfred J. Campmeyer, the shoe mer-
chant, was filed yesterday at the Surrogate's office
for probate. The estate goes to the widow, except
for a few bequests to relatives and employes. Louis
M. Hari, manager of the testator's business, re-
celves $25,000 in cash and the good wliil of the busi-

Marie Dressler's faflure to intere:t the Londoners
with her musical comedy *“Filipino” led to the
voluntary petition in bankruptcy which she filed
through her lawyver In the United States District
Clerk's office here yesterday. Tt shows labilities
of $24,8% 32, with assets of only $100, the latter
representing the value of wearing apparel! ‘‘neces-
sary for the petitioner's personal and professional
use.” Of the liabilitles, only $1,354 62 18 secured.

“The Englishmen wouldn't come to see whether i
the show was any good or not,” explained Mliss
Dressler breezily yesterday. “Why, belleve me, on
one night there was only $£0 in the house. “'e!
couldn’t stand that long, and as a matter of fact |
we plaved just one week and two days.”

The piece was an adaptation of Weber and
Fields's old “Higgledy-Piggledy,” and Miss Dress-
ler, whose real name, it appears in the petition,
Leila Koerber, put it on at the Aldwych Theatre,
London, in February.
