PRESIDENT TO DR. COOK

SENDS HIM HEARTIEST
CONGRATULATIONS.

Says Pride of All Americans Is
Stirred—Dispatch in Reply to
One from Discoverer.

Beverly, Mass, Sept. 4. —President Taft made
his first official comment to-day on the discovery
of the North Pole by Dr. Frederick A. Cook. In
answering a cable dispatch sent to him ﬁy Dr.
ook, reporting that he had reached the coveted
point, Mr. Taft cabled back his heartiest con-
gratulations. The exchange of messages was
as follows:

Copenhagen, September 4.
President, The White House, Washington:

T have the honor to report to the Chief Magis-
trate of the U'nited States that I have returned,
having reached the North Pole. .

FREDERICK A. COOK.
Beverly, Mass., September 4.
Frederick A. Cook, Copenhagen, Denmark:

Your dispatch received. Your report that you
have reached the North Pole calls for my heart-
jiest congratulations, and stirs the pride of all
Americans that this feat which has so long baf-
flled the world, has been accomplished by the
intelligent energy and wonderful endurance of a
fellow countryman. WILLIAM H. TAFT.

President Taft has taken the keenest interest
in the news regarding the discovery ever since
the brief bulletin was received on Wednesday
efternoon. Always a great newspaper reader,
he has taken a deep interest in the controversy
which Dr. Cook's feat has aroused among the
Arctic experts.

Minister Egan's cable dispatch of last Thurs-
day to the State Department announcing that
Dr. Cook’'s accomplishment had been confirmed
by the Danish Commissioner for Greenland was
repeated to the President, but he withheld any
comment until recelving to-day the personal dis-
patch which Dr. Cook evidently filed as soon as
he reached the Danish capital.

The Secretary of the Interior, Mr. Ballinger, is
expected in Beverly on Monday, and doubtless
will bring with him the reports called for by the
President from various officlals of the Interior
Department.

President Taft's slight attack of sciatica had

GOVERNOR HUGHES NON-COMMITTAL.

Not Ready to Say There Will Be a State Re-
ception to Dr. Cook.

Saranac Inn., N. Y., Sept. 4 —Governor Hughes,
who returned to his summer camp, near here, to-
day from Albany, was asked whether the State of
New York would officially recognize and celebrate
the discovery of the North Pole by Dr. Frederick
A. Cook. of Brooklyn. He sald:

Assuming that there is no question as to the
fact of the discovery, it is certainly a marvellous
achievement—the discovery of the age. And at the
proper time all New Yorkers will without doubt
wish to pay all just tribute to the discoverer. Just
winat form such an expression of public sentiment
may take cannot, of course, be stated now. The
matter has not as yet heen brought to my attention
in any form.”

NEW CHURCH FOR WESTBURY.

Factional Fight Settled, and Work on the

Edifice Soon To Be Begun.

Westbury, Long Island, Bept. 4.—The factional
fight which has existed some time betwcen the
people of this wicinity who are interested in the
building of the new church at this place has at
last been settled. It is now certaln that within a
short time work on the new edifice, which is to cost
$30,000, will have begun.

The bullding committee, consisting of Mrs. Rob-
ert Bacon, Mrs. E. D. Morgan and Mrs. Charles
Bteele, have already made arrangements to submit
the plans 1o Bishop Burgess, who, it is expected,
will offer no objection to the ereection of the
church. The stone to be used in the bullding will
be taken from the neighborhood. The church itself
will be of unique design.

There are many wealthy regidents in the vicinity
of Westbury, and for a long while the proposition
to erect the church has been discussed, but it was
not until recently that the opposition was over-
come.

TWENTY NARROWLY ESCAPE DEATH.

One Fatally Injured When P. R. R. Flyer
Dashes Past Indiana Station.

Hammond, Ind., Sept. 4.—George W. Jenks, of
Detroit, Mich.,, was fatally Injured, and a score of
others narrowly escaped death late yesterday at
Valparaiso, when the second section of the west-
bound Pennsylvania tramn ran past the station at
fifty miles an hour while the eastbound flyer was
at the station discharging passengers.

Beveral passengers were saved by being jerked
from impending death by the station agent and
other bystanders. The flyer was stopped and
the engineer and conductor were held pending an
investigation.

STANDARD FIGHTS BIG ASSESSMENT.

Increase from $7,360,000 Valuation to $13,-

073,078 Brings Jersey Corporation to Court.

The Standard Ofl Company of New Jersey began
its legal battle in the courts yesterday to obtain a
reduction on the assessed valuation of its immense
plant in Bayonne. Legal notices in the case were
served on Mayor Garven and Henry Hinse, the
WESessor.

The assessor rajsed the valuation recently from
$7.260,000 to $12.073,078 When the assessor's books
were sent to the Hudson County Board of Taxa-
tion the Standard got a hearing and inquired how
Mr. Hinse had arrived at his flgures. It developed
that some Standard employes had talked, and that
the assessor had also made secret trips through
the works disguised as a laborer in order to obtain
his knowledge first hand.

The
first day will be given over to the enrollment of |
Buests and an informal receptlon at the Harvard !
Union in the evening to the delegates of universi-
ties, colleges and learned socleties.

On Wednesday, October 6, at 10:30 a. m., the in-
augural ceremantes will be held in the college yard, -
and will be followed by the president's address and
the conferring of honorary degrees. A luncheon
will be given by the Harvard Alumni Association
at the Harvard Unlon. In the afternoon the Har- |
vard Alumn{ Assocfation will hold a meeting in
Memorial Hall, at which the guests of the day will |
be present. In the evenlng at § o'clock there will
be a concert by the Boston Symphony Orchestra in |

The Philadelphia & Reading has adopled the

new device for the transmission of routine mes-
sages, known as thé composite telephone system, |
which permits the use of the telegraph lines for
telephone communications simultaneous with ‘the
use of the same lines for telegraphic transmission.
The system was installed by the Western Elec-
tric Company on the Morse wires between Cres-
sona and Ellendale Forge, on the Schuylkill &
fusquehanna branch. Seven telephone and three
intermediate telegraph stations are equipped. The |
apparatus is designed for the handling of local
routine communications between given points. The
gystem, as devised by the Western Eleetric Com-
pany, is designed to save the cost of running ad-
Aditfonal line wires and erecting poles. .

Two men were arrested at Elwood City, Penn,
at § o'clock to-night on suspicion of being connect-
ed with the wrecking. Baltimore & Ohio Rallway
detectives “'sweated” the suspected men until after
11 o'clock. Superintendent Delehanty of the Balti-
more & Ohio Railway police said over the tele-
phone that he believed the men would make con-
fessions before morning.

That a hundred llves were not lost in the wreck
is due to the quick action of the fireman, Purcell,
who escaped death by a leap from the engine cab
as the heavy engine and two cars somersaulted
over a steep embankment.

When he felt the heavy engine lurch and leave
the rails Purcell jumped to the right side of the
cab and threw over the emergency brakes, thus
saving the ditching of the two Pullman sleepers
attached to the flver. The brakes on the Pullman
car were found to be tightly set and the cars im-
movable. Purcell saved his life by jumping from
