THE STRAITS AND THE NAVIES.

The opening of the Turkish Straits to the
navies of the world seews likely to be effected
in the near future as a part of the general re-
adjustment of affairs which is going on in
Southeastern Europe. There appears to be no
reason in eqguity why it should not be done, 1t
the doing of it would be agreeable or aceept-
able to Turkey. It would be no more of an
abrogation of treaty stipulationg than was
Austria-Hungary's seizure of the Servo-Turk-
ish provinees or Bulgaria's seizure of East-
crn Rumelia and erection of herself into a
kingdom. Nor should we think that there would
Le even as much diplomatie opnosition to it as
there was to those performances. The causes
which Jed to the closing of the sualis uo
louger cxist, and the very powers which were
foremost in securing  awl malutaining that
closure would now probably be foremost in
moving tor its abolition.

It wili not, however, escape atteution that
the opening of the Dardauelles to the Lussisn
navy will very materially alter the balance of
vaval power in the Medlterrauean. That js a
circumstance which may perbaps be of zreatest
weizht i inclining Great Britain avd France
to assept to the opeming: for they, with Rus
w8, now undisguisedly form a Triple Entente
as 8 counterbalance to the Triple Alliante.

Great Britain ha= for some years inclined tow-
aid a8 massing of her naval strength in the
North Sea and along her eastern coast, leaving
the command of the Mediterranean more and
more to her French ally. But the French navy
i that ses is not in a satisfactorily efficient
condition, while thestwwe members of the Triple
Alliance which front on the Mediterranesn are
greatly increasing their naval forces. Austria
Huugary. in particular. has enterad upon a
programme of formidable paval expansion, to
an extent which sertously threatens to chal-
lenge the supremacy of France, .

It is since the revelation of Austrisa-oungary s
plans that the proposal to open the straits has
arisen, and it seems probable that the lJatter
is a direct result of the former. Obviously the
entrance Russia into the Mediterranean
would zo fur toward offsetting—indeed, it
would probably much more than offset—all that
Austria-Hungary is likely to do, and thus
would retain for the Triple Entente assured
naval dominance in those waters and leave the
whole British fleet free for service elsewhere.
Russia’s navy now exists chiefly in the Black
Sea. It there comprises eight effective battle-

of
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ships, of which six are modern vessels of great |

power. The entire Austro-Hungarian navy at
pregent, it may be remarked, cemprises only
twelve battleships, of which only nine are
modern vessels, What new vessels Russia is
planning or actually building at Black Sea
ports is not knoewn, but we may expect that
a large part of her work In rehabilitating her
navy will“ be done there, particalarly if the
straits are opened. The pew distribution will
then be cnly two members of the Triple Alli-
ance but all three mewbers of the Triple En-
tente in the Mediterranean; one member of the
alliance confined to the North and Baltic seas,
and one member of the entente free to use all
her force and anotber to use a large part of
her force in the latter waters. Beyond question
that wili give a great strategic advantage to
the three powers of the entente.
