Itwas reported that twen-
ty-four members had died since the reunion a year
ago. About fifty ex-Confederate soldiers from the
vicinity of Wilmington, N. C, arrived here this
morning' for the reunion.

Round ofEntertainment To-day.

Prince Kunlyoshi Kunl, of Japan, first cousin of
the Mikado and special representative of his gov-
ernment at the Hudson-Fulton celebration, arrived
yesterday on the Cunard steamship Cannania. For
the first few days of hie visit Prince Kuni will be
the guest of the United States government at the
Hotel Plasa. He willbe under the personal escort
of w A. McCathran, special representative of the
I>epartment of State:

Prince Kuni wan accompanied by the princess
and Mrs. Nagasaki, her lady In waiting; Colonel

rlta. military aid, and a man servant and maid
rvant. The prince was met at Quarantine yee-

The prince held a reception In the lounging room
of the Campania, after which the party went to
the upper deck to pose for photographers.
Instature Prince Kuni appeared little above four

'eel. He showed signs of his two years* stny In
Kurope. where he was attached to the German
army. His face Is full and ruddy. He Is stocky,
and youthful in appearance even for one of hU
years, which are thirty-nix. He was dressed n a
European gray stilt, Ihjht waistcoat, green tie and
Krny cap. He Fi»oke no English and was inter-
viewed through an Interpreter.

The Princess Kuni was dressed ln a dark tailor
made milt and dark picture hat. decorated with a
white ostrich plume. She In n handsome woman
and 1h considerably taller than the prince.

The distinguished cousin of the Mikado said that
he was pleased to arrive In New York at a time
when great events are to be celebrated. When told
that two Americans were reported to have discov-
ered the North Pole he said that it was a wonder-
ful example of American energy and enterprise. As
to its scientific value, he said that he was notqualified to speak.

When asked his Impressions of New York Harbor
he said:
"Ihave travelled ln different parts of the world,

but this is one of the best harbors that Ihaveever seen."
On the trip over the prince and princess dined in

the saloon ajid mingled with the passengers. Oneday when sports were being held on deck he tried
his hand at quoits, and laughed heartily at his
failure. The party occupied two suites on theupper promenade deck. He will occupy the royalsuite on the first floor of the Plaza until nextWednesday, when he leaves for Boston, attendedby Captain Cheney and the members of his partyOn that day he will visit the navy yard at Charles-
town and other points of Interest.

On September 10 the prince willmake his official
call on President Taft at Beverly, returning- to Bos-
ton that night, where he will stay at the HotelTouralt.e. On September Uand 12 he willvisit Har-vard University. Bunker Hill Monument. Lexing-
ton. Concord an.l other historical places. On Sep-
tember 13 he will go to Newport, where he will be
entertained by Colonel Robert M. Thompson on
board the houseboat Everglade. The next day he
Will take luncheon with army and navy officers and
attend a review at the Naval Training Station and
dress parade at Port Adams On the 15th he will
spend the night at Southampton, the guest of Colo-
nel Thompson. On the 16th he will attend a garden
party at the Sblnnecock Hills Golf Club. On the
17th he will sail down the Sound in the Everglade
to tills city. The next day he will spend in inspect-
ing New York. On September 19 and 20 he will be
a ruest of Dr Takamlne at Merriwold Park. Sulli-
van County. He willgo to West Point on the 21st.
insi>ect the Brooklyn navy yard, dine with General
Wood at Governor 1* Island and be a guest of the
Japanese Society at the Hotel Astor In the evening.
On September 23 he will be in Washington, return-
ing to New York the next day. From September 26
to October 2 he willattend the Hudson- Fulton cele-
bration. He will leave October 3 for Japan, going
via Niagara Falls, Chicago and San Francisco.

Prince Kunl is the third son of the late Prince
Asahlko. He was Lorn on June 23. 1X73. was grad-
uated from the Military Academy ln Toklo and ap-
pointed second lieutenant on January 25, 1897. He
was graduated from tha Army War College as honor
graduate and given a sword as a prize by the Em-
peror. He was attached to General Kurokl's staff
during the late war as major of Infantry, and
fought in the battles of the Yolu, I,lao-Yang, the
Bhaho and Moukden. Upon him wan conferred the
fourth class of the Order of the Golden Kite, the
grand cordon of the Order of the Chrysanthemum*
and several foreign decorations. He was promoted
to lieutenant colonel on April 1. 1908. He has been
rtadytag; ta Europe since 1907.

Princess Kuni is the seventh daughter of Prince
Tadayoshi Shimadzu. She was born October 19,
1879, and was married on December 13, 1899. Her
father was the feudal lord of Satsuma. General
Oyama, General Kuroki and Admiral Togo were his
retainers.

ARMENIAN PATRIARCH RESIGNS.
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"The Revelers."
Charles Rlchman calls .his maiden effort at play

writing "The Revelers." This comedy In four acts
was presented last night at Marino Elliott' Thea-
tre. The piece ha been heard of before, having
attracted some notoriety at its first production. InWashington last spring. It would be difficult to
find a word which would aptly classify the comedy
of the first two acts, which Is largely of the kindpurveyed in the "broadest" farces In the burlesque
houses of 14th and 125th streets. What comedy
there Is Inthe other two Is dragged in by the heels,
as It were, as a divertissement for the audience
from the spectacle of unclouded domestic bliss.

Between the first two acts and the last two there
Is little connection. The first two are Intended as a
picture of life among the richer and more vicious
bohemians of New York. The gross charactersspeak In a language which Is frank and deliberate
at least. In that Itnever falters at mere suggestion
of mistiness, but blurts out in free and untrammelled
vulgarity. The. only two of the lot of bohemians
who have any sense of decency fall Inlove with
each other, marry and go to San Francisco, where
their happiness Is rudely disturbed six years later
by a blackguard. Invisible ln the first two acts,
who the "wife" believed was dead. The snatching
of the twain from the vicious atmosphere In which
they found themselves InNew York seems to have
gone for naught when the men find they are
brother members of the Mystic Shrine, and the
supposed first husband confesses that he deceived
the woman into believing she was really married to
him.

Mr. Htehman played the part «f Jack Randolph,
the lawyer, who lf= saved from the downward path
by bis love for the woman and a chance offering
to go to the Coast. Whatever may be said of the
play, he played the part with sincerity and finereserve. Ida Conquest, as Dorothy Dean, the
