Gardner finished
fhe 1norning round 2 up on the veteran, and, al-
thouzh Travis returned a 38 for his first nine holes
in the afternoon and squared the match, the voung
Yale athlete tonk the lead again at the ninth hele,
the twenty-seventh of the match, and finally won
on the thirty-fifth green by 2 up and 1 to play.

For sensationai golf of all kinds, long putts,
sireaming drives, unexpacted recoveries from diM-
culties and wonderfuily accurate iron work, the
match between the two oldtime rivals, H. Chandler
Egan and Ned Sawver will live long in golfing his-
tory. The match went thirty-eight holes before
Egan won.

WINS GAME FOR GIANTS.

Superbas Make Good. Start, but

Finally Suffer Defeat.

One might have thought that the championehip
pennant hung in the balance by the vicious way in
which the Giants and the Superbas fought for the
mastery at the Polo Grounds vyesterday. The
Glants won by a score of 8 to 5, Larry Doyle com-
Ing to the rescue, as h> did in the opening game on
Wednesdav, with a slashing home run drive in the
seenth inning, which sent Crandall, who had sin-
gled, racing home in front of him. It was Doyle’s
third home run in two days, a record of which even
Hans Wagner could be proud of.

Ar a matter of fact, Doyle owed that home run
drive to his club, as his error in the first inning
was more or less responsible for the Superbas scor-

strong lead. This is not said to detract in the least
from the credit due Lennox for a screaming three-

SIGNALS FOR AUT 4

Block System To Be Established in
Contest at Brighton Beach.

At a special meeting yesterday of the Motor Race
Ing Association extraordinary precautions were de<
cided upon to remove so far as possible any chance
of aceident or disaster in the international twenty-
four-hour automobile speed contest, to be held onm
the Brighton Beach Motordrome on September 24
and 25. Most novel and interesting of thesa pre-
cautions is to be the installation of a block system
of signals to prevent egress of competing cars from
the paddock to the track when any other cars ars
in dangerous proximity.

A signal tower is to be erected at the track side
at the head of the homestretch, and cars entering
the upper turns will automatically cause the flash
of a danger signal from the tower, upen which no
machine will be permitted to leave the paddock
until the car in the danger zone has passed beyond
the paddock entrance. Red and green electria
bulbs are to be strung overhead across the track
opposite the judges’ stand, having connection with
the signal tower for use after nightfall.
