The speech of Chairman Fdward B Vree
land of the House Comminee on Ranking :nd
Currepey before the Peunsvivania  hapkers,
while expressly 8 personal utterance, may prob-
ably be accepted as indicating the direction that
the Moenetary Commission will take in its re-
port. As such it throws some additional light
upon the kind of currency reform that the coun
try is to expect. Tt had bhecome known that

for expecting that whatever recommendations
the commission makes will be at least. funda-
mentally sound.

As to details there will probhably be room for
debate.  Many practical diffienlties attend the
reform of the banking and currency systems of
the country and the Installation of a central
bank. Questions will arise regarding the cen-
tralization of the bank reserves of the country
in the central bank, one project which Mr. Vree-
land regards favorably, and which the commis-
sjon, according to the general repori, is likely
to recommend.  Those who are opposed to cen-
tralized note issues will urge that this feature
of the commission’s probable plan would pre-
vent the relief of loeal currency stringency and
redundancy which the isspe of notes by indi-
vidual local banks would afford. This criticism
will have to be me* in the plans of the commis-
&ion.  And the centralization of hanknote issues
and reserves in one institution wounld create a
bank of such power apnd importance that it
would he necessary to meet ohjections relating
to the daunger of politics and “high finance” invad-
ing its connseis  We mention these ag some of
the practical difficulties in the way of refo
not to cast dicconragement ar Anubt on the Mnr;;
of the Monetary Commission  As for its work,
the present indications that it is proceeding on
sound principles are 3 hopeful sugnry.

BRYAX'R LEADERRRIP INDORSED.

It is evident from a study of the declaration
«of principles adopted vesterday by the Raratoga
conference that the advorates of a definite pro-
gramme for the regenerated Democratic party
prevailed over those who thought thar uniry
vonld be facilitated by ignoring practical, pres-
ent-dsy issnes and urging without embarrassing
specifications 3 go-as-vou-please return to Jeof-
fersonianism. The platform accepted hy the re-
generators is in the main precise and intelli-
bie If the party as a whole indorses it we shall
bhegin to understand once more what Democracy
hereabouts  really stands for. So far as the
conference can bind Democratic action it has

| committed the party in this state to these va-

! rious proposais:

The ratification of the income
tax amendment to the federal Constitution, the
election of United States Senators by a direct
vote of the people, the relinquishment of our
sovereigniy over the Philippines, the imposition
of tariff duties “for revenue only,” the exten-
sion of the personal registration system to all
portions of the state and the popularization of
present methods of party government. On the
last of these questions, however, the declara-
tiens of the conference are regrettably qualified
and guarded.

Ko far as national issues go Mr. Bryan's lead-
ership has been handsomely indorsed. Most
Dewocrats have forgotten Ly this time that as
the Democracy’s Presidential candidate in 1900
the Nebraska statesman insisted that “anti-im-
perialism™ was the “paramount issue” of the
canvass. He was the only Presidentiai pominee
the anti-imperialist party ever put in the field.
He has, therefore, an undisputed proprietorship
in the idea of giving the Philippines a stable
governwent and turning them loose. He did
not find it convenient 1o dwell on that idea in
the campaign of 1908.

On the issue of tariff taxation Mr. Bryan's

and restore sowe degree of popular confidence in
the usefuluess of the Deinocratie party as an
agency of popular governuent.

LORD ROSEBERY'S SPLECH

Lord Rosebery’'s anti-budget speech at Glas-
which had been awaited with an extent
Intensity of interest which few recent ytter-
ances, official or unofficial, have approximatea,
is to he estimated in the light of his preceding
professions of political falth, and thus will be
regarvded as marking another mome ntows step in
a singularly interesting developiment It will
be recalled that Lord Roselery cawme into promi
nence in British publie life as the close personal
friend and trosted political lieutenant of Will
jam E. Gladstone-—perhaps his most trusted
friend in political office, with the possible excep
tion of John Morley—and that at a time when
the Liberal party was undergoing a measure of
disruption and transformation he gave to the
worid the happy if ineflectual epigram about
getting the diverse factions together under one
umbrelia, with Mr. Gludstone holding the um-
brella,  Naturally and logically, when Mr. Glad-
stone retired from public life Lord Rosebery be-
czme his successor and for a time loyally con-
tinued his policies,

Soon, however, the little rift within the Lib
eral lute, te change the figure, made the musie
witte, or transformed it into discord. 8q power-
fu! an opposition to Lord Rosebery was de-
veloped within the Liberal party that he was
compelled to retive from the leadership and, in-
deed, 1o separate himself from the parry organ-
ization, at which he uttered another historic ex-
pression, describing himself as ploughing a

rFow. mmmumwuum
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#nd critieal friend of the party of which he
was formerly the legder, with a steadily increas-
ing improbability of his ever again becoming a
hard and fast member of it, and also a steadily
increasing inclination toward those principles of
imperia! unity which are cherished by the Con-
servitives, hut are regarded with coldness if not
with animosity by the Liberals: and more than
once his conversion to Conservatism has been
expected,

Toward the great tariff reform movement of
the lsst six years his attitude has been some-
what uncertain, though probably on the whole
unsympathetic. At the bheginning of it, indeed,
he declared that he was not a person who be-
lieved that free trade was a part of the Sermon
on the Mount or that we ought to aceept it in
all its rigidity as a divinely appointed dispensa-
tion, waich meant, of course, that he was not a
Cohdenite at all. But later he declared himself
to he a free trader, though he did not recant the
Loresy which we have just quoted, and there-
fore continued to be regarded by all Cobdenites
as a heopeless feprobate. Again. at the hegin-
ning of the present fiscal controversy he de-
seribed Mr. Lloyd-George's bhudget as ‘not a
“budgzet, but a revolution. a social and politieal
“revolution of the first magnitude.” and he has
at other times made known his earnest bpposi-
tien to that measure.

In these fifteen years of absence from office
and from party leadership Lord Rosebery has
rendered to his country many important pa-
trintie services. through his independent coun-
sels and throngh the great intellectnal and
moral influence which he hag bheen able to
exert. What effect his speech of yesterday will
have upon the controversy which now convuises
the T'nited Kingdom it is too early to estimate.
But it can scarceiy be slight, while it may be
doubted if there has heen a time in the affairs
of the kingdom during the period in question in
which he has had a greater opportunity than at
the present to display his qualities of states-
manship.

1 YOMINAL DISTINCTION.

“The Brooklyd Eagle” in a dispatch from the
country home of Justice Gaynor, says that one
thing which vexes him is “the persisteney with
“which many persong assume that Tammany
“Hall selects the entire city ticket. It is pointed
“out that Tammany, strictly speaking, merely
“makes up its local ticket, just as the Dewmocrats
“of this borough nominate their county ticket.
“The Democrats of the city of greater New
“York. embracing five boroughs, select the eity
“ticket.”

Nominally it is the Democratic convention,
practically it 1s a Tammany convention. Tam-
many is always in undisputed control of it and
will be again this year. Tammany has the
largest group of delegates, :-\'or,\' one from two
of the five boroughs—more than half the coh-
vention. It always controls some of the dele-
gates from Brooklyn, and is in working alliance
with the leaders of Queens and Richmond.

If Justice Gaynor is nominated by the Demo-
cratic City Convention it will be because he
is Tammany's candidate. It will be Lecause
Murphy has seen fit for motives of Lis own
to take him up, and will not be against the
wishes of the boss. The only considerable op-
position in the ¢ity convention to Tammany is
that of Senator McCarren, and Justice Gaynor
could not conceivably he MeCarren's choice for
Mayor. Several elections have been held since
the consolidation of the ¢ity; every Democratie
candidate for Mayor has been popularly and
truthfully recognized as “Tammany's candi-
date,” and Justice Gaynor, if he is similarly
nominated, will not he able ta-escape that ehar-
acterization. His attitude on the stump will
prove that he feels the oblization of his posi-
tion as Tammany's candidate. The same dis-
pateh an “The Eagle” to which we have already
referred says that if the judge runs “he will
“zive his views on the selfishness of grasping
“politicinns, the scramble for office and po-
“litical plunder, the records and antecedents
“of cértain prominent leaders and kindred
topics.” We venture the prediction that if he
is nomivated in the way he apparently hopes
to be he will not see such a distinetion between
the Democratie party of the city anda Tam-
many Hlall that he will feel at liberty as the
candidate of the former to dilate upon the
“records and antecedents” of the hoss of the
latter.

DELAYED CORROBORATION.

Dir. Cook’s failure to make public the proof
which he says he can produce in confirmation
of his wonderful story naturally excites specu-
lation abhont the cause of his delay. He un-
doubtedly realizes by this time, if he did not
when he landed at Copenhagen, that a valuable,
if not couvincing, piece of evidence would b~
the record of his observations for latitude. Why
does he not offer them for inspection? .

It has been suggested that the Brooklyn ex-
plorer has pledged himself fo some publisher to
withhold all details until after his book appears.
Whether it would be judicious to impose such a
restriction on himself is a question which need
not he considere’ for the present, but if he
really labors nnder that handicap why does he
not frankly say so? It has also been conjectured
that Dr. Cook did not take his records with him
ta Copenhagen. Oune of the current vimors is
that he intrusted them to his friend, Harry
Whitney, and that they are among the articles
Mr. Whitney has sent home on the Rooseveit,
having decided to stay a while langer in the
Arctic regions.  If Dr. Cook’s memoranrdyg are
not himmediately available, however, what harm
ean there be in mentioning the fact? Of conrse,
be knows the cause of his hesitation. 1f he
shonld offer a distinet explanation of it he
wonld probably strengthen confidence in state-
menis which still need eorroboration.

v, Cook can hardly be blind to the chance
that his silence may be interpreted to his dis-
advantage  One of the inferences which are
sure to he drawn from it i8 that his latitudae
observations were not ecorrectly made or else
do not reinforce his claim to having reached
the:pole. The suspicion may do him injustice,
but men who have regard for their reputations
are .xwuy eager to dispel any doubts of their
veraty as promptly as possible. Tt is reported
that Dr. Cook intends to send to Greenland for
his two Esquimau companiong, with a view to
securing a contradiction of the testimony which
Commander Peary save he recelved from them
As Mr. Pridgman thinks that the plan could
not be carried out until next year, much valu-
able time would probably be lost, At most they
could not add juch tgethe eredibility of a story
whish should be Imm’ on other m'idenceblali
tnde ohservations, photographs and the like.

AN INCOMPLETE VIEW.

The figures that Mr. C. C. MeCain, chairman of
the Trunk Line Association, presented to the
publie the othey day to show the need of an in-
crease ol railroad rates would be more con-
vineing if they were more complete, Mr. Me-
Cain’s thesis is that rates during ten years
have remaived practically unchanged, while
the purchasing power of the money  earned
throuzh them has  decreased, Moreover, ex-
penses have increased. Therefore the need of
raising rates to weet this situation. But the
premises are not enough to justify the conclu-
gion. Though the purchasing power of nioney
Yias declined—that is, the price of commodities
has risen—auand though rates may have re-
mained constant, total earnings may stili have
increased sufficiently to preciude the necessity
of an advance In rates,

Reduced to its simplest terms, Mr. McCain's
argument Is that rallroad rates have really de.
clined since 1897, though nominally the same,

while expenses have increased. Even if this
should be granted it would prove nothing in
itself. Rates are not the only factor in earn-
ings. The volume of business is an equally im-
portant factor, and concerning the change in
that regard from 1897 to 1907, the period under
discussien, Mr. MeCain says nothing. Moreover,
expenses are relative. Mr. McCain shows that
labor has increased in cost 16 per cent in ten
vears. Bnt if a given amount of lahor handled
an fnereased amount of traffic at the end of the
ten-vear period, then its increased cost may
not have affected adversely the net earnings
of the railways. In other words, Mr, McCain
does not take into account the économies that
have been effected in the given decade. The
larger freight cars and longer and heavier freight
trains of to-day may make labor, so far as it
affects freight tratus, actually less costly,
though nominally higher. If one engineer, one
conductor and half a dozen brakemen ean man-
age the transportation of 50 per cent more
freight now than they could in 1897, then Mr.
MeCain's figures showing a 18 per cent ad-
vance in wages lack the significance he at-
tempts to attach to them.

The known facts do not hear the writer out
in his conclusions. If freight rates and ex-
penses are the anly factors to bhe regarded, then
1897 and the two or three vears preceding it,
when expenses were lower and the purchasing
power of the dollar higher then they are to-day,
should hawe been the hanner vears for the rail-
roads, and 1800, 1908 and 1907 ought te bhave
heen years of diffieulty and slight returns. The
exact reverse was trne. The year 1906, when
the process of which the Trumk Line chairman
complains had nearly reached its climax, was
one of the mest prosperous years the railways
have ever had. The average dividend rate in
1907 was 32.73. In 1807 it was 1.51. Evidently
other factors than those considered by Mr, Me-
Cain entered into this result.
