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OCEAN LINES ON GRILL

SHERMAN LAW INVOKED.

Department of Justice Active in In-
vestigation Here.

Washington, Sept. 12.—In officiai circles here
more then ordinary interest is excited over the in-
westigations in New York into the alleged illegal
operations of some of the transatlantic steamship
Sines, especially the Hollapd-America Line. The

charges that these lines have entered into conspir- |
wcles with certain American railway lines in re- |

straint of trade; that rebates hsve been paid them

by some railroads, and that they have laid them- |

selves llable to prosecution under the terms of the
Sherman anti-trust aet, dil not come &S & surprise
to those who had followed the proceedings in what
was known as the Cosmopolitan shipping case Lefore
the Interstate C. C issd

That prooeeding was brought by the Cosmopolitan
Fhipping Company, of Philadelphla, against the
Hamburg-American Packet Company and other
transatiantic steamship lines. It is alleged that the
ocean lines named had entered into an arrangement
with American railroads by which the bulk of Eu-
ropean freight sent to this country was handled by
the steamship companies in the pool to the detri-
ment of the Cosmopolitan company, which also oper-
atea & line of transatlantic steanicrs.

The Interstate Commerce Commission investigat-
ed the complaint thoroughly, adducing a mass of
testimony bearing directly on the allegations of the
complaint. Some of the evidence taken appeared
to involve some of the defendant lines in violations
of the Sherman anti-trust act. The entire mass of
testimony was turmed over 1o the Department of
Justice for such action as it might determine to
take. The opinion of the Interstate Commerce
Commission in the case was, In brief, that 1t had
no authority over the operations of transatlantic
steamship companies &s to any rate arrangements
they might maké, provided it was not shown posi-
tively that there was a violation of the Interstate
Commenrce act. The opinion of the commission ap-
peared to Indicate that there was no such violation,
as= the case was dismissed. .

COMMISSION NOT INVOLVED.

What bearing the testimony taken in the Coszmo-
politan case had on the present case is not known.
Exocept in an academic way, the Interstate Com-
merce Commission has no knowledge of the present
inguiry. Chalrman Knapp said to-day that the
proceedings had been instituted by the Department
of Justice and that the commission was not cog-
nizant of the detaiils. N

*“One of our attorneys,” sald Judge Knapp, “Dbe-
cause of his familiarity with kindred proceedings,
has been designated to assist the District Attorney
at New York in the matter, but further than that
I know mo more than has been published in the
newspapers.”

Iin the opinion of lawyers who have been con-
sulted, the likelihpod is that the proceedings are to
be instituted against the ocean steamship lines
under the Sherman anti-trust act, with a view to
bringing to book the American agents of the ccean
lines,

Jobn N. Marble, attorney of the Interstate Com-
merce Commission, is assisting District Autorney
Wise of New York. He has been identified with
many similar proceedings, being associated with
Commissioner lane, who has direction of criminal
progsecutions instituted by the commission.

OFFICIALS PROVE RETICENT.

The investigation of the South American steam-
ship lines is not as well developed as the tr‘n‘:
atlantic case, which has been going on tor' :n-
months or more, and the territory and fleld o
fiuence are by no means &s broad, but the n.lleg:‘;
tions are of & startling character, and, if sust'uin
by the investigation, promise important def\elop-
ments. Officials of the Department of Jur}u:e are
observing the utmost reticence. Wade .lL Ellis, as-
sistant to the Attorney General, who is in charge
of the anti-trust and Interstate Commerce tiga-
tion of the government, was asked regarding the
charges to-day. He expressed surprise that lh!'e
matter had become public, and declined to say

The government's crusade along these linAu
against the transatlantic companies marks a dis-
tinct advance in the annals of anti-corporation
litigation. It is probably the first case in which
the Department of Justice has instituted a prosecu-
tion for acts in restraint of foreign commerce under
the Sherman anti-trust law of 18%, The proceed-
ing in this regard is based on the explicit phrase
“gor with foreign nations” in the Sherman law,
that act fixing a punishment of a 35,000 fine or not
exceeding one year's imprisonment or both on
“every person who shall monopolize, or attempt to
m lize, or bine or conspire with any other
person or persons to monopolize any part of the
trade or commerce among the scveral states, or
with foreign nations.™

TO TESTIFY TO-MORROW.

Stcamship and Railroad Men Sub-
peenaed in Rebate Inquiry.

There was a report here yesterday that the fed-
eral grand jury would hear to-morrow persons sub-
penaed in the government's Iinvestigation of
charges of rebating against certain steamship and
raflroad companies having offices and terminals in
this city. As to the names of those upon whom the

way. Mr. Wise is active in the matter, but it was
said that Mr. Crim, who is especially familiar with
the provisions of the Sherman anti-trust law, the
Elkins act and the Interstate Commerce law, would
conduct the investigation.

Attorney Gene-al Wickersham, who is at Beverly,
was, of course, fully cognizant of the inquiry being
made in this city, and, it is said, outlined the
course to be pursued before he went to see Presi-
dent Taft. It is said that the matter of the al-
leged violation of the federal statutes by the steam-
ship lines and the railroads first came to the at-
tention of the United States Attorney here last
spring. lLetters and books were forthcoming re-
garding the transactions upon_which the govern-
meént is basing its investigation. Oliver Pagan,
expert indictment drawer and an assistant United
States Attorney General, {s here opportunely, and
it was said that-he would not leave until the case
had been completed or dropped should there not be
sufficient evidence to warrant prosecution.

If there should be evidence enough to justify im-
dictments, it was sald last night that these would
be against agents of the forejgn steamship lines,
officers of the American lines concerned and the
companies, and also officers of the railroads and
the companies. Should there be a trial and con-
victions it was sald that the fines might amount to
milllons, as the offences were numerous, and a fine
would be asked for on each offence.

BANKERS MEET TO-DAY.

National Association Will Discuss
Many Subjects in Week's Session.

Chicago. Sept. 12.-Questions of national fmpor-
tance will be considered by the bankers of America
in the thirty-fifth annual convention of the Ameri-
can Bankers' Assoclation, which donvenes here to-
morrow. The membership of the association ex-
tends from coast to coast, and five thousand dele-
gates will discuss propositions for improvement of
the financial methods of the country in the con-
vention sessions from Monday to Friday night.

Some’ of the topics to be discussed are the postal
savings bank and the advisability of creating a na-
tional systerffof such depositaries; the need of es-
tablishing a uniform bill of lading system, which

! would be a stable basis of credit, and the general

currency question.

Addresses will be delivered by James J. Hill,
chairman of the board of directors of the Great
Northern Railroad; T. O. Murray, Controller of the
Currency; George M. Reynolds, of Chicago, presi-
dent of the American Bankers’ Association, and
James B. Forgan, president of the First Natlonal
Bank of Chicago. The sessions of the convention
proper will begin on Tuesday morning, but to-
morrow will be a busy day for the bankers, for
most of the standing committees, whose reports
will be the greater part of the work of the cons
vention, are to meet and take final action on what
they will present to the convention.

The annual meeting of the National Association
of Supervisors of State Banks will begin to-mor-
row. The trust compasny section will meet on
Wednesday, and one of the important addresses to
be made before it is that of Daniel S. Remsen, of
the New York bar, who will sfeak on *“The Post-
mortem Administration of Wealth.” On the same
day the clearing house section, which will listen to
the report of the committee on postal savings
banks, will convene, and the organization of secre-
taries of State Bankers' associations will be held.

CHAUFFEUR GETS 5 DAYS. |

Sent to Workhouse, Although His
Employer Pleads for His Release.

Alexander Everson, a manufacturer of St. Loulis,
pleaded for the releasa of his chauffeur in the Mor-
risania eourt yvesterday, after he had smashed his
employer's automobile against a stone wall and
hiad been severely brulsed, while a companion had
been so badly injured that he was taken to Ford-
ham Hospital in a serfous condition.

Mr. Everson and Mrs. Egerson arrived in the city
last Thursday, bringing their car and Joseph White,
who had run it for two years. As the chauffeur
knew nothing about the eity, they hired Charles
Fleming, a taxicab chauffeur, living at No. 510
West 29th street, to guide them on their trips

When White brought them back to their hotel at
midnight on Saturday, he asked his employer if he
might keep the egr out and take Fleming along to
show him New York by night. Mr. Everson gave
his consent, and the two men headed the machine
for The Bropx. They were returning toward day-
light, and were driving down Jerome avenue at a
good rate of speed, when Fleming told White to
turn to the right at Sedgwick avenue. The chauf-
feur threw the wheel around, but the machine only
turned part way and bounded into a =tone wall a
hundred feet from the junction of the two avenues.

The front wheels flew off, the axle snapped and
the engine was demolished. The wheel held White
in his seat, but his head struck it with great force.
Fleming pitched head first into the wall and re-
ceived a fractured skull and lacerations of the arms
and legs. He was taken to the hospital, and after
White had been patched up he was locked up in the
Highbridge station by Patrolman Stackhouse, who
made a charge of disorderly. conduct after he had
learned by telephone that Mr. Everson had consent-
24 to the trip and that White could not be held on
a charge of larceny under the new “joy riding” law.

When White was arraigned yesterday his employer
asked Magistrate Kernochan to let him off with a
fine, but the magistrate was obdurate and sent him
to the workhouse for five days after Stackhouse
had testified that the occupants of the machine were
drunk. The chauffeur sald that he had had only
two drinks.

CONTRACTOR KILLED BY TRUCK.

Run Down at re and Duane Streets in
Sight of Hundreds of Churchgoers.

Antonio Barico, a contractor, of No. 92 Colgate
street, Jersey City, was run down and killed by a
heavy truck laden with paper in the sight of hun-
dreds of churchgoers carly vesterday. morning, at
Centre and Duane streets. Barico was killed al-
most instantly. Sewveral persons ran to the vestry
of St. Andrew’s Church, a few feet away, and sum-
moned Father Evers. He had been saying mass,
and he rushed to the side of the dying man and ad-
ministered the last sacrament.

Patrolman Hennessy, of the Elizabefh street sta-
tion, arrested the driver of the truck, John Foster,
of No. 119 Bauk street. Barico's body was taken
to the station house and thence removed to the
Morgue, where it was identified by his wife. Foster
was arraigned before Coroner Harburger, who held
him in $,000 bail for the coroner’'s jury. Fosior,
in default of bail, was committed to the Tombs.

GUN PLAY IN MOTT ST.

POLICE FEAR FEUD WAR.

Chinaman Wounds Another—Both
Indicted in Bow Kum Murder.

Chinatown was excited yesterday afternoon over
the shooting of a laundryman named Gun Kee,
thirty-nine years old, of No. 22 Pell street, who is
supposed to belong to the Four Brothers Com-
pany, by Lea Wah, of No. 32 Mott street, who is
a member, the police say, of the powerful On Leong
Tong.

The shooting, which took place in front of No. 14
Mott street at 4:2 p. m., is sald by Police In-
spector Daly to be the direct result of the recent
indictment of the two Chinamen, who, it is alleged.,
had some part in the death of the Chinese slave
girl Bow Kum, who was found murdered on Sun-
day, August 15, in her room on the top floor of No.
17 Motl street.

For several days Mott, Pell and Doyers streets
have been patrolled by special squads of pollcemen
in anticipation of fresh trouble arlsing out of the
indictment of the two Chinamen. Patrolman Henry
Jacobs was standing in front of No. 16 Mott street

standing in front of No. 14, evidently calling the
attention of Lee Wah to the other. Gun Kee, as if
by prearrangement, was immediately surrounded by
Chinamen, and before Jacobs and another police-
man could interfere T.ee Wah drew a revolver and
shot Gun Kee in the back at close range. The bul-
let entered just below the right shoulder blade and
took a downward course, as shown later at the
Hudson Street Hospital, where he was taken.

The wounded man dropped to the sidewalk and
Lee Wah ran. Jacobs chased him into the head-
quarters of the un Leong Tong, where he was
found hiding. He was dragged out and taken to
the Elizabeth street station. He refused to say
why he shot Gun Kee, but from other witnesses
Ingpector Daly said it was learned that the shoot-
ing was a result of tke fear that Gun Kee would
divuige what he heard at a meeting of the Four
Brothers Society held at their headquarters last

At the Hudson Street Hospital Dr. Denton said
that Gun Kee's would was only superficlal. Before
he was taken to the hospital the wounded man
u'fu fdentified by Gim Gun, a merchant of No. 175
Worth street, as the man who threatened to shoot
him on Saturday while he and a number of other
Chinamen were being examined by the grand jury
in connection with the Bow Kum murder.

”I‘eu arrests were made at the time of the Bow
Kum murder, including six white women living in
Pell and Mott streets. The woman was found
Stabbed to "death in the little room on the top
floor of No. 17 Mott street. A double edged dagger
was lying by her body. She came here from San
Francisco early this vear as the reputed wife of
Cin Len, of No. 22 Mott street, who was arrested
and held for her murder, a bloody trafl having been
found from her room fo his. Len satd that a
Chinaman named Sing Ling had kllled the girlL

According to the police, bitter feeling has arisen
between the Four Brothers Soclety and the On
Leong Tong over the murder of Bow Kum. After
the murder the husband of the dead girl, who is
an On Leong, made a request on the Four Brothers
Soclety for $.500 to relmburse him for her loss.
The soclety declared that It was in no way respon-
sible, and declined to pay.

Several days ago, the police declare, two cascs
of derringers were received by the On Leong
Tong, and the police have been looking for them
ever since. without success. A similar number are
reported to have been recelved by the Hip Sing
Tong, with which the Four Brothers is allied, their
grievance being the arrast and indictment of the
two members of their society and the demand made
on them for money.

The police guard in Chinatown was _gain doubled
last night and there was a patrolman or a .Je-
tective every ten feet in Pell, Dovers and Mott
streets, under command of Inspector Daly and
Acting Captain Horrigan. If ‘here are any more
signs of trouble, men will bo drafted from other
precincts, Inspector Daly says, and Chinatown
will literally be jammed with police,
