Mystery Shrouds Expected Meeting

of Duke and Miss Elkins.
Marseilles. Sept, IJ—The Duke of the Abrurzl

had an impressive reception on his arrival here this
morning aboard the steamer Oceana. An immense
crowd had gathered at the mharf to greet the dis-
tinguished explorer, about whom clings the popu-
lar idea that his trip to the Himalayas was the di-
rect result of the rupture of his romance with Miss
Katherine Elkins.

The Italian consul general. Count di Savola, and
the members of the Marseilles Geographical So-
ciety and representatives of the municipal authori-
ties were aboard the steamer to present greetings
to the duke, who first remjved fount dt Savoia
alone From him he obtained a l;»rse package of
mail, and he retired to read th» ssrtem Wrier, he
reappeared ban face was radiant, and he spok<* to
the deputation of visitors with a display of rare,
good spirits.

The duke said that he was delighted with his
\u2666rip, and^ added: "Iam sorry that Iwas not able
to complete all that Ihad planned, but the results
neverthele*B were, satisfactory. Ihold the record
for the highest ascension in the Himalaves. the
previous record being held by a Norwegian, who
crossed Mount Kabru, at a height of 7.W0 metres
f».SOO feet* My expedition reached the top cf
Bright Pic, In the Oodwin-Atisten range, at a
height of 7.600 metres (24.590 feeti. Ibring back
reports m-hieh 1believe will prove interesting in my
forthcoming book."

The <suke said that he had also brouKht with him
a scientific collection and a large number of photo-
graphs. Dr. Phllippi. who had accompanied him
to the HJmalayes. remained behind to complete his
botanical studies.

The duke, later received the correspondents, who
immediately asked him about the reported dis-
covery of the pole by Dr. Cook and commander
Pw*ry. He replied: "1 am without precise infor-
mation regarding this double polar expedition, and
Itherefore can trfve. no opinion."

Beyond that he declined to he interviewed, quick-
ly checking the attempts cf several American cor-
respondents to ascertain whether h» intended to go
to Paris, where Miss Elkins mas known to be.
Soon afterward he went ashore With his aid, the
Marquis dl Negroto. and proceeded to a hotel,
where he took luncheon with Count di Savoia.

The greatest curiosity exists as to the dukes des-tination, it mas first announced that he would
leave Marseilles thla afternoon, wit later it was
said that ha would remain here) until to-morrow.
His automobile came to Marseilles from Turin to
meet him. Members of his party intimate that he
m»M go direct to R&eoonlgi to visit th« royal fam-
ily, explaining that the postponement of his de-
parture m-as solely dv» to the bad weaiher. There1s some suspicion, however, that he intends to sliji
off to Paris.
