HIS UPHELD.

Judge Hough Says They Cover
Every Modern Automobile.

A @decision which will have a meost important
besring on the sutomobile industry, was handed
down by Judge Hough, in the United States Cir-
cuit Court, yesterday, sustaining the clalm of
George B. Selden, that his patents have been in-
fringed by the makers of the Ford and Panhard
care. The suits on which the decision was based
/have been pending for several years, and were
brought by Mr. and the Electric Vehicle
Company against the Ford Motor Company and
€. A. Duerr & Co., the O. J. Gude Company, John
Wanamaker, the Société Anonyme des Anclens
Ptablissements, Panhard & Levassor, André Mas-
senat and Henry & A. C. Neubauer. All of the
defendants are either manufacturers, importers,
sellers or users of the two types of cars. The Ford
i= an automobile of American make, and the Pan-
hard is a French product.

Judge Hough holds that Patent Claims 1, 2 and
§ of the complainant are infringed by the Ford
people, while 1 and 5 are infringed in cars of the
Panhard make. Mr. Selden contended that all
three of the claims were infringed in poth types
of automobile

It is over claim Ne. 1, considered the
portant, that the bitterest fight in the long pending
Jitigation has been waged. This is described as
follows:

The combination with a road locomotive, piro-
wvided with suitable running gear, including a pro-
rellln‘ wheel and steering mechanism, of a liguid
wwdrocarbon gas engine of the compression type,

ng one or more power cylinders, a suita-
uid fuel receptable, a power shaft connected
with and arrarged to run faster than the propeli-
ing wheel, an intermediate clutch or disconnecting
device and a suitable carriage body adapted to
the convevance of persons or goods, substantiall
as described.

As to Claim 2, held to have been infringed
the Ford machine, Judge Hough points out that it
varies from No. 1 only in requiring the *“suitable
carriage body” to be *“Jocated ahove the engine.’
The fifth claim sets forth substantially the same
combination, but describes specifically the engine
&s comprising a plurality of cylinders with pistons
arranged to act In succession during the rotation
of the power shaft.

Judge Hough says in his opinion

This statement of complainants’ position seems

t 1o show that the subject matter of these
suits is the modern gasolene automobile. If these
defendants infringe, it is because complainants own

a patent so fundamental and farreaching as to
cover every modern car driven by any form of

ﬁtroleum vapor, and as yet commercially success-
1.

This statement of Judge Hough i looked upon
as a signal victory for the Selden patent and will
have a far-reaching effect not only upon the Ford
snd Panhard cars, but all others using gasolene
a= motive power. As further tending to uphold the
contentions of the owners of the Selden patent the
following closing remarks of Judge Hough are of
special significance:

No litigation closely resembling these cases has
been shown to the court and no instance is known
to me of an idea being buried in the Patent Office
untfl the warld caught up to and passed it, and
then embodied in a patent only useful for tribute

But patents are granted for inventions. The in-
ventor may use his discovery, or he mayv not, but

mo one ejse can use it for seventeen vears. That
seventeen years begins whenever the T'nited
States so Jdecrees DY its patent grant That the

applicant for patent rights acquiesces in delay, or

even desires delay, is immaterial to the courts so
as the statute law is not violated. On these

principles complainants are entitled to a decree.

for & ploneer patent, and it must now
on its fare and in view of the art
Eelden’s is such a patent. This means that Selden
is entitled to a broad range of equivalents, and
this rule as epplied here results in this crucial in-
quiry “Was S:zlden (or any one else) entitled in
1R79 to opriate as one of the elements of anv
patentable combination a ‘liguid hydro-carbon zas
engine of the compression type’'?”

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PRAISES CUBAN ECONOMY.

Minister of Finance Tells of Rise in

Stocks and Coming Big Sugar Crop.

“Las Novedades,” the Spanish newspaper of this
city, publishes in its issue of to-day an interview
with Marcelino Diaz de Villegas, Cuban Minister of
Finance, who is In this city to recuperate his
health. Sefior Villegas discusses optimistically the
economic situation of Cuba, saying that few coun-
tries could have overcome the vicissitudes through
which the island has passed and show the same
good prospects that Cuba to-day enjoys. He pre-
dicts the largest sugar crop this year in the history
of the country—about 1,600,000 tons—and tells of the
satisfactory underwriting of the last Cuban loan.
The increase in the value of stocks which the min-
ister points out 1s a favorable augury of the con-
tinued stability of the present government and the
industries of Cuba.

Senor Villegas says:

The professional skeptice who prophesied the
ruin of Cuba as soon as the country was put In
charge of its legitimate representatives must be
suffering a very bitter deception by reason of the
growing prosperity in all branches of Cuban pro-
duction.

Our republie not only has fulfilled all its current
obligations as per its budget, but had money
«nough to pay the great amount demanded for the
organization of a new army and the monthly ex-
penses of f1s personnel., the new places created in
the ocivil service by the provisional government
in the last davs of ite administration, obligations
which were left for the new government to fulfil,
as well as the creation of new secretaries.

During the seven months of self-government
there has been collected $1,130,000 more than in
the ecorresponding months in the previous year
under the provisional government.

RAID ALLEGED POOLROOM.
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Thirty-four Men Arrested by Police

in Greenwich Street Building.

Thirty-four men were arrested, a telephone, a
table, many sheets and $334  in money were con-
fiscated in a police mid yesterday afternoon in an
alleged poolroom on the first floor of a building in
Greenwich street, near Morris street. Captaln Ed-
ward Gallagher, two patrolinen and four detectives
made the raid on the place, which 1= said to have
opened up only two days ago.

Captain Gallager, using a heavy axe, smashed In
the locked main door and simultaneously Patroi-
men McNish ahd McMurray smashed away the
side door and the entire squad of police rushed in
and announced that all those in the room were un-
der arrest. Many shects showed, the police say,
that betting was going on in eonnection with the
races at Gravesend and Windsor, Ont.

The raid attracted a large crowd of curious spec-
tators in the street below. The Fulton street sta-
tion patrol wagon had to make four trips to carry
requiring consid-
erable time, this constantly added to the crowd and
increased the excitement.

At the station house. Alfred Mandansky, of No.
226 East 14th street, and Samuel Ross, of No. 142
Second avenue, were charged with keeping and
maintaining a poolroom, they being the reputed
proprietors of the place.

ARCHITECTS' CLAIM SETTLED.

McKim, Mead & White Get $32,945 for Plans
for Brooklyn Borough Building.

Controller Metz, acting on the advice of the Cor-
poration Counsel, has approved an offer of judg-
ment for $32945 to McKim, Mead & White, archi-
tects, for services in preparing drawings, plans and
specifications for the proposed new municipal bulld-
ing to be erected in the Borough of Brooklyn. This
amount is full settlement of a clalm filed on No-
vember 16, 1906, when the firm began suit. The ad-
Jjustment will gave the city $5,600, in the opinion of
the Corporation Counsel, who holds that the claim-
ants undoubtedly would have been successful in
their suit. Preliminary plans have already cost the
city $50,000,

Borough President Coler refused to accept the
plans of McKim, Mead & White on the ground
that they had been irregularly ordered to do the
work by his predecessor, Martin W. Littleton. The
Corporation Counsel declared that the employment
was legal. He has since refused to approve a con-
tract drawn by Mr. Coler’'s subordinates, with Lord
& Hewlett, another firm of architects engaged in
connection with the municipal building plans.

BiG DEMAND ON CITY

Eleven and a Half Millions for
Crtras” in Subway Construction.

The Interborough Rallway Company and the
Rapid Transit Subway Construction Company have
demanded $11,500,000 from the city for “extras™ in
subway building. These demands became public
vesterday, when the Public Service Commission
asked the Board of Estimate for $150,000 more to
meet its expenses during 1909, and explained that
the additional work was due largely to the need of
investigating the claims of the subway huilders.

The commission explained that it had been to a
large expense in efforts to arbitrate these claims,
preparation, analysis and presentation of evidence
having required a considerable force of engineers
and lawyers. The Interborough asks extras
amounting to $6,000,000 on the construction of the
subway in Manhattan and The Bronx and extras
for the Rapid Transit Construction Company, of
$5,500,000 incurred in the construction of the Brook-
I¥yn tunnel and branch.

Other additional expense, the commission says,
has been incurred in the zppraisals of the proper-
ties of the street surface lines in Manhattan and
The Bronx and in Brooklyn. These appraisals were
necessary In view of the transfer and §-cent fare
CASeS.

The commission asked the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment in December for $987.500 to pay |t_s
expenses for the year, the figure being less by sev-
eral hundred thousand dollars than for the vear
hefore. The ecommission informed the Bogrd of
Estimate and Apportionment that it could give no
idea of additional sums which would be required
during the year. ‘The Board of Fstimata and Ap-
portionment allowed the commission $300,000 in the
budget. with promise of such additional sums as
might be needed later

The contpact for the Brookliyvn extension of the
subway called for an expenditure of $2,000,000,
“‘hon.vha number of tracks in Fulton street and
Flatbush avenue was increased from two to four
the contract price was raised to $3.800,000. In addi-
tion there were spurs for the proposed Lafayette
avenue and the Fourth avenue construction not in-
cluded in the original contract and a double-deck
subway on the Flatbush avenue lina that was an
afterthought.

PROBLEMS NEARER THAN POLES.

Hugh Gordon Miller Urges Importance of New

York Harbor Pollution Conference.

Hugh Gordon Miller, Assistant Attorney (ieneral
of the United States, when seen at his office yes-
terday about the proposed New York Harbor poliu-
tion conference, which was to have been held at
Albany, but which was postponed for two weeks,
had this to say:

“There are great scientiflc and engineering prob
lems for Americans to solve nearer home than the
North or the South Pole. The men who lead the¢
way to a sclentific, practicable and comprehensive
solution of the New York Harbor pollution prob-
lem, will do more for this country and hLhumanity,
and for the cause of science—which is now so mueh

discussed—than any or all the scientists who are
able to reach the pole.”
