Chicago. Sept. 17.—There were more growls and
wails in the den of the Cubs to-night, for John J.
MecGgaw's band of players from the Polo Grounds
pounded the thrice champions again, and won the
second game of the series by the score of 4 to 1
Just to show that they were not “showing off”’ be-
fore company when the President was here yester-
day, the Giants played an even better brand of ball
this afternoon. and had the Cubs at their mercy
from beginning to end. They hit in bunches and #§
made the best of every opening until the homs team
was dazed.

It was evident from the way the Giants made
things hum from the start that they were out to
complete their revenge on Chance and Chicago for
taking the pennant away from New York last year.
