“While this is so, I must also add the weight of
my humble opinion, in urging a further revision
and simplification of the rules. At the present time
a player has not only to digest the rules of golf,
but he has to get up a varying number of loeal
rules applicable to hls own particular links—these
local rules being more plentiful on inland greens,

where the golf course has had practically to be
made, and is not on the ideal expanses natural to
the coast. To my mind, the rule question will not

be placed upon a proper basis until the Royal and
Anclent, respected governing body, take up a less
exclusive stand on the matter. The matured intel-
lect of the three kingdoms ought to have ‘the privi-
lege of exercising a veto on the laws of the game,
with the aim eof standardizing a set of - conditions
or rules which might govern the game all over the
country, and do away with the necessity of having
these irpliating special rules applicable to a par-
ticular course. The aim of the committee of every
club, however, ought. to be -to have the game
played, in their jurisdiction, as much as possible
on the rules of golf, and, as far as they can, elimi~
nate the Jocal rule. But the main point I would
Hke to emphasize in this article is_the individual
responsibllity of every golter in the matter of being
well versed Iy the laws of the game, and equally
