TAMMJorrm DESIGNS.
ItIs going to be difficult for Justice <;aynor.

Ifhe Is nominated by Mr. Murphy, to escape
the Tammany issue, however much lie may
try to gloss over the source of his candidacy.
for It willbe presented in sn especially acute
form because of certain purposes the Tam-
many boss has in mind. The latter is current-
ly understood to contemplate using the < Jaynor
candidacy as an extinguisher for Senator Mc-
Carren. The feud between the New York
County boss and the lirooklyn boss ;ipj»cars to
be as keen as it was when the MeCarren dele-
gates were thrown out of the Democratic State
Convention. General report has it that Mur-
phy recognizes in the Uaynor candidacy his
opportunity to take away from McCarren the
patronage of the Controllership. and thus to
break down effective resistance to Tammany's
entrance into Brooklyn. The Tammany leader.
itIs said, realizes that with ihe rapid growth
of .population bctosh the river Brooklyn and
Queens will sooner or later oanjc t<» dominate
the Democratic City Convention, replacing
Manhattan and The Bronx as the majority
factors.

TREE VANDALISM.
Itis coming to be a question worthy of con-

sideration whether a heavier penalty should not
be imposed upon persons guilty of mutilating

shade trees in public streets or grounds. If
not, there should certainly be a more vigilant
enforcement of tbe existing law and penalty.
For at present In cities and ha rural regions,
the protection which is theoretically afforded
by the law is too often little more than nom-
inal, and shade trees are being destroyed
pretty nearly aa fast as they are being planted.

Two examples are in point In tbe State of
New Jersey, which^ prides itself upon its arbori-
culture. In the large city of Newark there is a
commission which at considerable cost and
under fine scientific expert direction conduct*
tbe work of planting and caring for shade
trees. Yet one evening recently more th: n
a score of tee and valuable young trees which
Ithad art ont on the strv-ets were wantonly and

It can
scarcely be denied, however, that any rejection

of an arbitral award cast* an unfavorable re-
flection u|<on the principle and system nf jtrbi-

tration. disinclines nations or individuals to an-
dertake the task of settling alien disputes and
offers some encouragement for other nations in
future to reject awards which they dislike.

On the other hand, the Incident emphasises the
value of direct diplomacy. Argentina considered
the terms of this dispute for a long time, and
rendered a deliberate verdict, which was in
stantiy rejected by one of the disputants and
\v:is evidently regard***! by the other as fairly

open to objection, since no real Insistence upon
its validity was made. Then the two disputants
got together in direct negotiations and soon ar-
rived at a mutually acceptable settlement, whkli
could punabiy as well have been done at the
outset, without arbitration. The trouble was.
however, that then they had the possibility of
arbitration in mind. It was only when they

found that arbitration had failed that they sp-
oiled themselves to direct diplomacy with an
earnest determination to make Itsucceed.

Of course it is not to be argued that arbitra
tion is never useful and ought to be abandoned.
But this episode does emphasize the <<ontention
that direct negotiation Is always preferable,
that it should be earnestly tried first, as though
there were no other recourse, and that arbitra-
tion should Im* reserved as an alternative to I.c
adopted only when the earlier and better efforts
have failed.

It is. however, possibly not wholly Just to
Mr. Bryan to lay at his door the dlsaepaton
which exists in his party regarding the tariff.
The Republican party is doubtless larcely r««-
sjionsihle for the difficulties which confront it*
friends the enemy whenever they undertake to
deal with the tariff. Tbe Republican party
has. under the leadership of Mr. Taft, taken its
stand for reasonable tariff:revision, which, in
truth, is probably as far as the large majority
of Democrats have for many years l*en wlH-
ins to go. Mr. Cleveland, who was not pecul-
iarly su*»ceptible to the change* in his party, so
tar appreciated this fact that- he ultiimiN-ly
modified his demand for a tariff for revenue
only by adding "with Incidental protection."
The great prosperity which the country hits
enjoyed under the protective system, imludine
the amazinp industrial development of the
South, has robbed the Democracy of most of
its hard and fast advocates of a tariff for

revenue only. A great number of Democrats
are far better satisfied with the Republican
policy of a tariff reduced to the actual needs
••f protection than with any extrein*" opposite
of that policy which the Democratic leadeni
can devise. Messrs. Brynn and Bailey and
Itaniel i:nd others who aspire to l>e Ihmii<-
crattc leaders are left to construct h party
issue out of a jiolicy which the >:re«t majority

of their followers have either openly or secretly
repudisjted. It Is not unnatural, therefore, thai
their efforts should lead to factionalism rather
than to the harmonizing Of existing differ-
ences.

Now. Senator Bailey, who openly declared in
the f.-iriff debate that the pledge In ike party
platform of free lumber and other commodities
had no beading weight with him. has made a
Fharp reply to the Peerless leader, ono which
stains more than likelyonly to spur the Nehras
kan on to further and more vigorous effort.

That Mr. Bryan's course will "precipitate
"faction In the party instead of composing
"audi differences as exist* is the farther pre-
diction of "The Houston Port." and one well
warranted. Itis Just possible that Mr. Bryan

may not be averse to such an outcome. As a
leader of fsftlons he is a pronounced success,

whereas as a leader of the entire party he has
invariably proven a failure.

Mr. Bryan has commenced a campaign for
free raw materials as a Democratic policy, and
if he conducts It with his accustomed energy
lie is likelyto succeed in bringing about a con-
dition in the Democratic party that may pop-
siblv render It unnecessary to make nomina-
tion? in 1912.

TEACHING CHILDRBS CRIME.
An Incident of the last week in Jersey City

if; to be commended to the consideration of stu-
dents of juvenile criminology, and particularly
to those who affect to regard with skepticism
the alleged Influence of pictures, stories and
news items upon the youthful mind. Four Im.vs,
only one of them yet in his teens, were ar-
rested foi a petty theft, whereupon they, or two
of them, confessed that they were guilty not
only <>f the theft in question but also of a
numerous series of burglaries and other rob
bcrtes during the last month or more, in which
several houses bad been entered and goods to
tbe value of several thousand dollars had been
stolen. The significant feature of the <-onfes-
slon was. however, that the boys had l»een In-
cite* to their crimes by a moving picture show.
Inone of the live-cent resorts which are found
in Jersey City as well as in New York they
bad seen moving pictures depicting a burglary.
In their own words, the robber in th»> show
seemed to be having a good time, it looked easy,
and they thought they would try it. They added
that they never had thought of burglary or
stealing until they saw the moving pictures.

There i« no doubt that their confession was
true, and there is no doubt that it -ould be
duplicated In a measure many times in this and
probably in every large city. Indeed, It would
be extraordinary if such exhibitions did not
have such results. Children are imitative be-
ings, and nothing is more natural than for tbem
to try to repeat any performance which they

FULTON AND OTHERS.
There is no occasion for either surprise or

concern at the review of Robert Pulton's career
which has Just been published In Parts, or at its
attribution of the real Invention or the steam*
ship to the Marquis de JoiiiTroy. there has
never been any question of Pulton's Indebted-
ness to earlier Inventors, among whom JoutTroy
is entitled to it conspicuous place. There also
were others

—
In France, in England, In Scotland

and in America. Many years ago the famous
•(Quarterly Review" — in, if we remember
aright, the very number, or at least the same
volume, in which it "killed John Keats"

—
de-

monstrated, nt least to Its own satisfaction, that
the real. bUboo pure and original inventor of
steam navigation was Jonathan Hulls, of Eng-
land, a man who probably Is entitled to more
credit than he lias commonly received. Fulton
never denied nor sought to conceal his Indebt-
edness to his predecessors.

The same may be said of various other great
inventors and their works. Morse was not the
first who experimented with electric or. as it
was called then, magnetic telegraphy, yet the
world generally regards him as the inventor of
the telegraph. There were steam engines in
the world long before Watt watched the boil-
ing of a teapot, yet to him the supreme credit
of tli^ invention is accorded. Others centuries
before had speculated upon the survival of the
fittest and the evolution of forms and species,
yet it is only truth and justice to call Charles
Darwin the founder of the great theories with
which his name has come to he Inseparably
associated. The Inventor Is not always he who
first conceives some vague impression of the
principle, it Is rather he who. picking up un-
successful ideas and unfinished worl&wherever
he may and them, detects and corrects their
faults and combines them in a practical anil
successful whole. That was Fulton's achieve-
ment, ami the common sense of the world has
rightly given to him the supreme credit for
making steam navigation a practical and ac-
complished fact.

Perhaps valuable time might be saved if I»r.
Cook would also plan promptly for the sub-
mission of hi* record to a competent. and •1i—-
interested authority, like the (Totted states
Coast and Geodetic Survey, if {he necessary
negotiations for such an examination and re
port arc concluded before the memoranda are
at last available, there « !! in- no unneceasarj

delay ;n securing a vevdfci The activity which
Dr. Cook himself may show in seeking con
tirmatloi! of his gtorj in some sw> h way mHi
u<>t be without Influence on the Judgmeni of
the public.

WHO REACHED THE POLE FIRST?
If I>r. Cook has been correctly reported, he is

dlsjmsed to wait until he learns specifically
what accusations have been brought against

him before he gives the world his proof that
he reached the pole. We are not sure that
such an attitude is at all wise, and hope that
the Brooklyn explorer will not assume it. If
he likes, he can reply to Commander Peary's
charges when he has them more in detail, but

his rival is not the only person to be consid-
ered. There nre thousands of persons in otli-
cial station and private life who want to
honor the man who first achieved what I»r.
Cook claims to have done, but are in doubt to
whom they should pay homage. A few days
ago Dr. Nansen was asked to say which of the
two Americans in his opinion had been the
most successful in the quest, and he is said
to have replied that he could rot tell without
more Information. He is only one of many t<>

whom I»r. Cook owes it to establish Ins case
a< effectively as he can ami as soon as possible.

Perhaps I»r. Cook does not yet realize that
any one who makes an extraordinary state-
ment on any subject is under an obligation to
back it up adequately before expecting that it

will be universally accepted. Even if his story

had not ix-en challenged by a rival. H would
still have t>e<?n Incumbent on him to present
the most convincing evidence be could com
tnand to support it. The remarkable speed
with which Commander Peary travelled over
the ice north of iJrant Latnd lends Idegree Of
credibility to Pr. Conk's story which it did not
at first seem to possess, but it does not settle
the whole matter. Nothing can take the place
of a proper record ot latitude obflervationa. It
is on that sort of testimony thai I>r. Cook must
mainly rely, and Ifbe cannot at present lay blh
bands on the necessary data, because b>' has
intrusted his papers to a friend, he cannot
display too much energy in seeking to recover
tlietll.

MONEY AND BUSINESS.

Current stock market trading Is made up In

large part of the operations of a strong combi-
nation of resourceful speculators who are disre-
garding signs of higher rates for money and

who are exercising all their talents to attract
an active public following for the purpose of
liquidating their accounts at fancy prices.

Transactions present none' of the elements of
conservatism and reflect a total absence of In-
vestment buying. Prices are too high to induce
investment purchases, but the advanced range

prevailing fails to discourage new outside buy-

ers on borrowed money, despite the fact that
sthe time apparently is not far distant when a
materially better price for accommodation will
be demanded. Rumors of deals and increased
dividends whet the speculative appetite, but

careful operators appear to be selling on all ad-
vances on the well founded theory that the mar-
ket Is running into the danger zone, in spite of
the argument heard In some quarters that noth-
ing can happen to prices just so long as Indus-
trial conditions are sound. The tendency toward
overspeeulation is increasing. There has never
been a time In the Street when trading of this
sort has not ended In collapse, Leading active
railway shares closed lust week at an average

of 13&57, against 131.15 a week ago. and the

chief industrials at 103.1)0. a sain of 3.31.
Local bank reserves are at a low point, and

all indications point toward a substantial ad-

vance In money rates. The interior demand is
active, and while domestic exchange for the mo-
ment is influenced by out-of-town operations in
the stock market, involving the shipment of
money to this centre, banks at other cities ex-
pect to call heavily upon their balances ben in

the near future, owing to the requirements at
home in connection with the financing of the

harvests and growing business activities. Time
anil call money rates were harder last week, the
quotation In the call department of the market
advancing- to .'5 per cent for .the first. time in
many months, while there also was a firmer
tendency In the market for commercial paxier. in
which the offerings were moderately heavy.

Merchants in all parts of the country are
strengthening their position In expectation of
active future needs.

Improvement on a conservative scale Is re-
ported In the larger number of industries, and
general business progress is reflected in growing
bank clearings and Increasing railway earnings.
