"Louise.** received Its flrst production In
America at popular prices last night at the Man-
hattan Opera Houee. and a good sised audience
had the chance of hearing* what was perhaps the
most Interesting performanrs that Mr. Hammer-
stetn has yet offered In his preliminary season.
There was. first of all. plenty of color In last
night's performance. The acting, upon which so
mtch depends, was excellent. The atmosphere of
Pnrls win there, especially in the scene upon the
ftutte. and the crowds and the ballet were man-
ntrM skilfully. Last, but not least. MUe. Baron,
who had the title part, pans; the music well.
Mile. Baron's conception was well executed and

consistent. She simulated admirably the wayward-
ness of the girl without losing thereby her woman-
ly tenderness. In her scenes with her father she
was always the daughter, and managed always to
hold the sympathy of the audience.

Mr. I)uffau!l's fine enunciation and intelligent
acting were of service In his Impersonation of the
poet-lover, and h# rang the music effectively and
in tune. Mr. I<*ek was admirable as the father,
both In the tender scenes with his daughter and his
despair, with his final curse on Parts. Mme. Du-

Belief That Potcers WillNot Inter-
vene

—
Barcelona Restless.

Madrid. Sept. 24.— The complications which have
arisen between Spain and Mulai Haflg. the Sultan
of Morocco, are likely to result in a Spanish-Mo-
roccan war. according to belief here. Spain has
now over sixty thousand troops in Northern Africa,
with eleven thousand more mobilising for service
in the Riff region, and tne government feels that
only the brilliant completion of the work begun can
defeat the plans of :ts political enemies at home.

The situation at Barcelona is causing renewed
anxiety. Bomb explosions on the streets occur al-
most dally, and although the newspapers which
print even rumors of violence are seised by the
authorities, the Minister of the Interior Insists that
the government is not fighting Its political enemies,
but rather a widespread anarchist plot. "The
charge that we closed the lay schools without rea-
son i;-- false." an official said to-day. "The schools
were closed because of the preaching of anarchist
dootrineß which cojld not be tolerated by any gov-
ernment. When tho time comes we shall vindi-
cate ourselves befrre the Cortes."

The decision of France to disregard Mulal Hang's
protest has caused great satisfaction here. Fur-
thermore, It Is understood that the United States.
Great Hrltaln, Germany and Russia will adopt the
attitude of France.

Kelng assured of a policy of non-interference. It
Is understood that Spain, using the precedent of
1883, intends to demand the payment of an Indem-
nity to cover the cost of the military operations In
Africa and to occupy territory around Melilla until
the indemnity Is paid or the Bultan provides suffi-
cient troops to maintain order In the Riff country.

Sl>ain also intends to ask the powers to compel
the Moroccan foreign board to respect the clause
of the Algeclras convention prohibiting the sale of
arms and ammunition at Moroccan ports.

ABRVZZI VISITS KING.

CHARLES F. MKIM.

Both British Parties Confident of
Victory.

London. Sept. 24.
—

The agents of both polit-
ical parties are convinced now that a general

election will take place either in December or
January, the date depending on whether the

House of Lords shall reject the budget outright

or take a temporising course. The House of
Commons will close its discussion of the budget
and send it to the House of Lords about Octo-
ber 21.

Meantime the political campaign which is
proceeding throughout the country is approach-
ing the dimensions of a general election cam-
paign. The Conservatives are well organised
and say that they are fullyprepared. With four
hundred new candidates, both sides appear
equally confident, but Itis evident that the lead-
ers of the Conservatives are far from agreed
on the best course to pursue. Should the House
of Lords reject the budget. Itwould be extreme-
ly probable that the Liberals might win on the
double issue of reform In the House of Lords
and the budget. For this reason the shrewd
moderate men on the Conservative side are
anxious to make the election struggle, as Mr.
Ealfour recently laid it down, on tariff reform
against socialism, keeping the question of the
House of Lords In the background, and It is
believed that Mr. Balfour and Lord Lansdowne
are in favor of the House of Lords accepting
the budget on the understanding that the gov-
ernment will Immediately dissolve Parliament
and appeal to the country.

Under the floor of theparish church of Kineff the regalia remained hid-
den from view for the following nine years, until
after the Restoration they were unearthed and
turned over to King Charles 11, who bestowed alarge monetary reward upon the Grningers. of
which the record remains in an act of Parliament,
dated 1661. while money and a knighthood were
granted to Goorge Ogilvie. Sir John Keith being
created Lord Keith of Inverurle and of Keith Hall,
and flrst Karl of Klntoro. and appointed hereditary
Kniprht Marlscl.al of Scotland.

The Keiths are one of the oldest of patrician
houses in Scotland, and It is on historic record
that the hereditary office of Crand or Earl Marl-
schal of Scotland was flrst borne by a Keith Inthe reign of Kin David 1 and was reaffirmed In
HSB. In the person of Sir William Keith, tenth inlegitimate descent from the founder of the family.
There are several eases of alliances of the Keiths\u25a0rtth the Stuart kings of Scotland, and their es-
tates were so vast that it used to be said that the
lvarls Marischal could travel from the Tweed to
the northernmost point of the kingdom, not only
stopping every night, but even eating every meal,on their own land.

The second Karl of Klntore Joined the rising inbehalf of the Stuarts InITU, was at the Battle of
Sherrlffmuir. an.l made a vow there never to shaveMs bear.l until the Stuarts recovered their own.
He died three years afterward, remarkable for hla
hirsute adornment at a time when most noblemenwere shaved. He was succeeded by his tlrst and
second sons, and then the estates and the honors
should, accord!!.* to the remainder of the grant
of tho e-r1«1..m of Klntore, tmv« gone to George
and James Keith, sons of tho elder brother of the
flrst earl. Both George Keith, de Jure Karl Mar-
ischal of Scotland, and his brother James had.however, been attainted by Parliament for their
devotion to the Stuart cause, and. while George II
of England was ready, la deference to the inter-
vention of their friend. Frederick the treat, to al-
low them the possession of their estates in Scot-land, he would not pt-rmlt them to succeed to the
earldom of Kintore. Neither of them married,
and, while the younger. James, fell in the battle
of Hochkirchen, serving under Frederick the Great

died as a mumber of the intimate circle of Fred-
erick the Great and aa an associate af Voltaire, who
frequently refers to him In his writlngH. as dOMJean jacjiies Rousseau. Not until his death did ti.«
earldom of Klntore pass to the eighth Lorii Fal-oaner, h* the aranaawa of Catherine, only daughter
Of ih« second Earl of Klntore. who had married
the fifth I»rd Falconer, the Falconers being de-
scnde.l from Ranulphus de Lunkylr. who wasroyal falconer to King William the Lion, the bar-ony of Falconer being cr*-ate«l in favor of this
lineal descendant in1647.

The preasnt Karl of Kintore Is. therefore, nlso
Lord Falconer, and this minor though moat
ancient of his dignities lv used as a courtesy title
by his eldest non. Lord Falconer, who has Bpeal
much of his time In America and la a famil-
iar figure In New York society, where at one ttOM
he was regarded us a suitor for the hund of Miss
Gladys Vanderbilt, aosy Countess ianehenyL He
M-ived wltn the Scots Guards throughout the
6outh African wa.r, and is a good looking, well set
up young fellow, but very i>oor. For his father,
Lord Klntore. while he has filled with credit many
offices of state, remaining on record M one of the
most popular Of Australian governors, aai baan
singularly unsuccessful m his financial ventures
and in his unfortunate endeavors to udd to his
somewhat meagre income by SSSOristlng himself
with various companies and concerns In the city
of London that have come to grief.
