dred years ago than now.

Certainly the Dutchmen were pleased at the re-ception given to them. Down in the Lower Bay,
-when they had been saluted at Tompkinsvllle. thenat Governor's Island, and again by the torpedoflotilla, the Half Moon had replied with two dis-charges of her little swivel gun that made her
light bulk Jump at each rebound. Now she replied
to the warships with a keen enjoyment in, the fact
that she was once more somebody, and not a mere
vague memory associated with dead men's boms.
The enthusiasm on the Half Moon aroused Into lively
demonstration by the firing was contagious and
woke the crowds on ferryboats and other craft,
besides those on shore, to a similar enthusiasm, and
the sightseers cheered as at a football game.

The schoolship Newport was one of three In the
entire fleet that did not fire off big guns as a signal
of naval welcome. Of course, being only a school-
ship, she had no guns, and therefore wasted no
powder. Neither did the Dutchmen, although they
dipped their big flag at the poop as the Newport
cadets, dressed in white duck, raised the Dutch
flag to the yardarm.

The Mexican gunboat Morales, her rail manned
like the other ships with sailors in blue, raised the
colors of Queen Wilhelmina and the Dutch King-
dom and fired her salute of twenty-one guns as
bravely as the rest, although she is only a little
fellow and was built not so long ago at Lewis
Nixon's shipyards at Elizabethport.

One of the prettiest sights on the river was the
Presidente Sarmiente. of the Argentine Republic's,
navy. Painted while and full rigged, with her
yards trimmed and the- string of signal flags ex-
tending from bowsprit tip to mainsail boom, she
looked like one of the old frigate rigged ironclads
which made up the United States navy not so
many years ago.
It was 2:27 o'clock when the Half Moon passed

the Mayflower. After that the sun firing and
screaming of whistles, the snap of the Half Moon's
swivel, the cheers of hi crew, the band music
on the warships and the interest of the throngs on
both banks of the Hudson made the second trip
of the Half Moon up the river a triumphal journey.

The tiny chip, fashioned in type similar to that
of th-1 ships that composed the Spanish Armada

—
vessels often pictured as big and broad affairs,

with elaborately carved figureheads and wide-
spreading spars, and portholes flashing tire and
smoke from thick cannon

—
a craft of this general

shape, but painted like a toy and dancing over the
Hudson's steamboat swells and natural wavelets
in a dipping, joyous movement like a runaway
boy's play yacht, glad to enjoy a dangerous free-
dom, was receiving the highest honors from the
naval representatives of the world's powerful na-
tions and being treated with all the respect possi-
ble by the biggest battleships afloat.

The little Half Moon might almost have been
stowed away in a turret of one of the big fellows,
and a shot from one of the smallest pieces of the
modern ordnance bristling from the sides of the
long fleet could have sent her to the bottom with
ease. It was the general air of perkiness and self-
assurance compared to the reserved might of the
neighbors she was passing in the tow of her tug

that tickled the crowd and caused them to smile

a little and then cheer a great deal.

HAD HEARTS OF OAK
it was the thought that men like Henry Hudson

crossed the ocean in such cockleshells as the Half
Moon that appealed to the imagination of the men
on shipboard who knew what the terrors of the
si a were, but had been rendered able to laugh at

them. They could appreciate the difference be-
tween the sailor's courage of yesterday and the
tailor's courage of to-day.

The worships were not the only sources of the
sharp cracks of salutation. Opposite the Holland-
American Line piers in Hoboken, the line which on
occasion furnishes transportation for Dutch troops

and which trains youths for the Dutch navy, the
Half Moon received the salute of twenty-one guns.

The Lusitania, whose contribution to the Hudson-

Fulton celebration was a sharp race with the in-
flexible, the British flagship, again took part by
firing a salute for the Half Moon, to which she re-
plled as gracefully as usual.

About this time the Clermont, sdtl paddling along

for dear life, too proud to accept the aid of a tug,

her costumed crew of descendants of Robert Fulton
fitting on her decks, was beginning to creep up a
little on the. Half Moon. But she was ."till t*o far
away that people on the piers wanted to know—and

what they wanted to know was not always ex-

pressed In the most polite language— when that

Fulton ship was coining and "wasn't tills the end
of the parade?"

Something like two hundred and fifty thousand

persona, . it was estimated, saw the day parade
from vantage points along the Jersey shore. After
nightfall the crowd was still further augmented by
many New Yorkers, who crossed the river to look
at the beautiful electrical display on the ships, on
buildings contiguous to the New York shore, and
the fireworks. It took three and a half hours for
all the boats to soH by. and when the- sun set they
were still passing on their Journey down the river.
Before the end the moon was shining brightly and
the reviewing stand at 110th street was aglow with
electric lights.

Spectators on the upper part of the route saw a
bit of excitement late In the afternoon, when a
huge balloon sud.'^nly shot up from Palisades Park
with two aeronauts hanging from a trapeze at-
tached to it -Jioti men Jumped with parachutes,
and the strong northwest wind carried them over
the river, into which both dropped. They were
picked up by a passing boat.

The seen* from the Palisades at night was a
treat for those who wittMsred it. Up and down the
river the New York side was ablaze with incan-
descent lights. The big viaduct over which River-
side Drive runs was one mass of shining lamps, and
many of th« large apartment houses were light-
ed up.

HALF MOON STARTS FOR PARADE.

Staten Island and Brooklyn Officials Pay Calls
of Ceremony.

When the Half Moon, in tow of a tug. was sight-
ed off Stapleton, the citizens' committee of Rich-
mond Borough, headed by Eugene Lamb Richards,
chairman, and Borough President George Cromwell,
fifteen men in all, set out from the municipal pier
in the gasolene yacht Lantana to meet the vessel.

With five thousand or six thousand people look-
ing on and cheering, and with hands playing, the
committee met the Haif Moon in the Bay off the
pier and paid their respects, through the chairman,
to Lieutenant Commander Lam, of thn Netherlands
navy, who was in command of the vessel. As the
Lantnna drew alongside the Half Moon the mem-
bers of the committee rose to their feet and "Hen-
drik Hudson," with his officers, came to the rail of
the vessel.

In English. Chairman Richardson said: "Hcndrik
Hudson :When you came to our shores three hun-
dred years ago we met you with poisoned arrows.
To-day we greet you and grant you full freedom
of our shores."

In Dutch "Hendrik Hudson" replied; "Three
American cheers !" and the committeemen cheered
lustily three times for Hendrik Hudson. After the
exchange of courtesies, which took only a few mln-
Ittea, the committee-men left the aide of the Half
Moon.

The citizens' committee was composed of repre-
sentatives of four Staten Island societies, and each
deputation had a chairman and a spokesman.

After the committee's yacht had steamed away

the Half Moon set out for the main parade column,
and. with the parading vessels, swung across the
Bay toward Bay Kldge. heading south and turning

Just above Fort Hamilton, and proceeding to the
north, close inshore. As the boats came in view
of the Crescent Athletic Club grounds, where the
Bay Flidne ceremonies took place, the 3d Battery,
stationed on the grounds, fired a salute of twenty-
one gnns. The thousands of spectators at the club
and along th» Shore I>rivf> sang the "Star Spangled
Banner" and oilier national airs. A band accom-
panied the singers, and other bands were stationed
along the Shore Drive.

When the Half Moon had reached a point oppo-
site the clubhouse Borough President Bird S. Coler
oi Brooklyn, Colonel Willis 1,.

Half Moon. None of the warships seemed to
notice the queer Clermont until the French ships
were readied. That was some time nfter the Half
Moon iind anchored off the water pate, where all
the hißh officials who were guests of the Hudson-
Fulton Commission were waiting with escorts of
sailors and marines and a regimental band.

The guns of the German flagship, the battleship

Victoria I,uise. did more real banging than any in
the fleet below Grants Tomb. They seemed to cut
holes in the clear atmosphere. At the same moment
some daylight fireworks were exploded from a float
on the other side of the big ship.

To many it appeared as if the ra»rpsentatives of
the Fatherland were giving their American cousins
a novel salutation in the form of skyrocket bombs
which broke out into tiny national flags, suspended
hy parachutes, it soon got about, however, that
these were Pain's daylight fireworks and part of
the programme arranged by the illumination com-
mittee of the Hudson-Fulton Commission.

The Dutch cruiser I'trecht then took up the bark-
ing of guns, and the Nieuw Amsterdam also fired a
salute. At the same time the English fleet, above
the Arch of Honor at the water gate, nnd the fleet
of twenty-three battleships and cruisers of the
American navy, extending all the way to Spuyten
Duyvil, took up the crash of saluting guns, and for
many minutes it looked and sounded like a big
battle.

Half an hour later the Clermont arrived and an-
chored, and during the ceremonies at the landing
the parade of all sorts and conditions of boats con-
tinued up and down the river and did not come to
an end tillafter 8 o'clock.
