Dr. rooks consent to place his records before
American scientific societies simultaneously with
their submission to the University of Copen-
hagen, though possibly not insuring the prompt
rendering of a satisfactory verdict in this coun-
try, at least removes one obstacle In the way of
attaining that result. His previous hesitation
was natural, for there is propriety in recipro-
cating the courtesies of the foreigners who firsthonored him. ifItwas embarrassing to ask for
release from a pledge, that objection, is said to
have been met by the action of the president of
the American Geographical Society In making
the request himself in the name of hi, organiza-
tion. Ifthat report is premature, Mr. Hunting-
ton <r some one else occupying an equally rep-
resentative position may easily take such a step.

newed evidence of the fact that the modern navy
has a dual function, and that "doss of war"
may be and often are harbingers of peace.

No more striking evidence of the dual function
of the modern navy has been afforded than in

the case of Japan and the circumnavigating
cruise of the American .fleet. The conflicting

intents aroused in Japan by President Roose-
velt's contribution to the peace of Portsmouth

—
the sincere gratitude of the Kraperor and the
K!der Statesmen, who realized that financial con-
ditions made peace desirable, and the indigna-
tion of an unenlightened public that anathema-
tized the American Executive apd mobbed its
own peace commissioners -are ><> recent as to be
within the recollections of all. In spite of the
efforts of the Japanese government the indigna-
tion of the plain people was not assuaged, and
the conflict between Americans and Japanese in
California augmented it. .Mr. Roosevelt con-
ceived the idea of sending the American fleet
around the world. The Japanese statesmen ex-
tended a cordial invitation to the fleet to visit
their ports. That the appearance of so powerful
and efficient a naval force must have had a
sedative effect on the resentment of the plain
people can hardly be doubted. Thai it rendered
easier the course of those Japanese statesmen
who were themselves seeking to check Japanese
emigration to this country is tacitly admitted,

Mid that the visit of the fleet went far to pro-
mote friendship is equally true. Every Ameri-
can naval officer speaks with enthusiasm of the
cordiality of the reception given by the Japa-
nese, of the extensive display of American flags
in the Japanese ports, of their pleasant personal
experiences In that land where courtesy is an
art: and now, as a still further manifestation of
the friendship so promoted, it is learned that the
officers and men of the American fleet have vol-
untarily subscribed some $2,000 for the purpose
of sending an appropriate souvenir to their
gracious hosts.

But the Russian govern-
ment propose* that the question shall not be
submitted to the Finns at all, but shall be dis-
posed of by the Russian Douma alone!

It. Is easy to understand and to sympathize
with the desire for unification of the empire.
That desire is legitimate. But it is doubtful if
it Is to be realized by coercive acts which pro-
voke resentment and antagonism among the
various racial elements. Bismarck's wise and
successful policy in Germany was to seek har-
mony unity by granting local rights and
privileges to the fullest possible extent, and
Francis Joseph has held his polyglot realm
together by a policy of concession and concilia-
tion. It would seem that a course similar to
theirs might be the most profitable for the
Russian government to pursue.
