cellor Lloyd-George have both quitted the po-
litical arena for the remainder of the week, the
former taking a holiday at Sandwich and the
latter making a motor trip to Normandy. TheKing also has loft London to attend the New-
market race meeting, so that it is not lik-Iy
that there will be any development in the budget
crisis until next week.

The suggestion of recourse to a referendum
appearing In "The Times." meets the sympathy
of neither party, and the government papers are
emphatic in the assertion that the ministers
never Intended to adopt such a plan. They con-
tend that the budget is such a complex matter,
involving so many different principles, that it
would be quite impossible to submit it to the

The first act of last night's play was a success,

the second act nuns in the balance and the third
fell In a heap of folly. The play was called "Th'»
Debtor?." and \*a-i adapted frf.m a German pie<v»
which had been founded on "Little Dorritt." The
programme frankly acknowledges that "The Debt-
ors" Is not a dramatization of Dick*ns's story.
Some of the Marshalsea business has been bor-
rowed, or built Tipon, and the names of the char-
acter? have been "lifted." No one pretends to tell.
thoug.:, why Arthur Clenham Is "Sir" on the pro-
gramme ar.d "Mr." in th» play. But that is not
the only uncertainty. Mr. l>igby Bet!, skilful actor
though he is. could not seem to know how the part

of Old Dorrltt should be played, whether as a
gentleman, or a curdmudgeon, a hypocrite, a cad
or a fool, and sometimes he play3 all five ways, to"
the Infinite consternation of the spectators. Miss
Kathleeu Clifford plays Amy. that is to say. Little
Dorritt, but it is quite impossible to guess why
slie does so. or tries to do so.

The Lord Mayor is elected on
that day from among the twenty-six aldermen of
ike City of Uondoti by iibody known aa the Com-
Uioii Hall, consisting of the aldermen and livery-
men—that is to <a>. the members of the various
city guilds and rompantM Tlmi Lord Mayor acting

as president and the sheriff* performing the duties
of returning officers. The powers of the Common
Hall axe confined to the election of the Lord Mayor
and of the sheriffs, who each hold their office for a
jear, like the Mayor and the Chamberlain. The
aldermen are elected for life by the various city
guilds, and if they refuse to larva are obliged to

m&y a fine of J^.Cuu. which cid likewise be Imposed
on any of their number who refuses topot Ina term
as Lord Mayor. 1may add that thu Board of Alder-
men, In the bench of magistrates for the city of
London, superintends the administration of justice
and police, and licenses brokers at the coat to the
latter of 525 yearly, none beine allowed to do busi-
ness as brokers save those who have been duiy
licensed and sworn as such by the Lord Mayor and
the aldermen.

Although elected on Michaelmas Day, it is not
until November 5 that th« Lord Mayor la sworn
into office by the Lord High Chancellor, and on
the following day he proceeds in state to the
Courts of Law, to be formally presented to the
Lord Chief Justice and to the Barons of the Ex-
chequer, this completing his Induction into Cfßcfc
Inasmuch as this is mad" the subject c*
a jrreat pageant and of a city holiday, the nevr
Lord Mayor's inaugural banquet taking place on
the same evening at the old Guildhall, where he
entertains the Cabinet ministers, the Judges and
the foreign envoys, November S has come to be
known as Lord Mayor's Day.

This year the procession on November Iwill
be shorn of many of its familiar features. The
floats, the men Inmediaeval costume and all the
other mimicry of histcrio events and of the ancient
history of the city have been abandoned, as de-
tracting from the dignity of the occasion, and tne
procession, in lieu cf a civic pageant, will take
the form of a (treat military parade, in which the
London contingents of the new Territorial Army

will all take part.
