The willof Robert Hoe, the printing press manu-
facturer, who died In T»ndon on September 22. was
filed yesterday in th« Surrogates' office for probate.
The bulk of the estate is bequeathed to the chil-
dren and grandchildren, but no provision is made
for Mrs. Olivia P. Hoe. the widow. ItIs understood
that she will receive only her dower right*

The willauthorizes the executors to sell the prop-
erty and Invest the proceeds in stocks and securi-
ties. The document states that it was Mr Hoe's
"especial desire and expectation" that the business
of R. Hoe *Co. should be incorporated under that
name or one as like it as possible, and that the
portion of his estate Invested in the business should
be delivered to the corporation, his granddaughter
and children or their heirs to receive their propor-
tionate shares of the capital stock.

Mr. Hoe makes numerous private bequests and
directs that the residue of the large estate be di-
vided nominally into seven equal parts for his chil-
dren or their offspring.

OLDEST JANITOR RESIGNS

State Flans Afford Systematic Training in
1 Trades and Occupations.
[ByTelegraph to The Tribal ]

Albany, Oct. 13.—A syllabus for elementary in-
struction in schools of the state is being prepared
by the State Education Department. The syllabus
Is changed once every five years, and the term of
the present plan will expire next June. The most
important change in the syllabus this year will be.
the shortening of the elementary term from eight
to six years. Dr. Draper, State Commissioner of
Kducatlon; Dr. Charles W. Eliot, president emeritus
of Harvard, and other educators are of the opinion

that too much time is lost in the early years of
school training, and statistics show that children
drop out of classec as soon as they have served the
minimum time required by law. It is planned to
use two years taken from elementary courses In
this state as a preparatory period for special
courses, commercial, industrial or academic.

The change la the state's policy so as to afford
systematic training ln trades and occupations has
been brought abrut by a belief that in this manner
schools willDe more attractive to those who might

otherwise leave at an early sta*e. It is believed

that legislation will be passed at the coming session
of the Legislature to provide for agricultural train-
ingin schools where such courses are desired.
