SE.\"!'II(E.\T IN COMMITTEES.—It is regarded
a8 certain” that the committees on naval affairs
of ‘the Senate and House will take up this winter
the recommendation of the Swift board relating to
naval administration. Some of the members of
these commitfees believe that the Navy Depart-
ment should be gllowed to attempt to effect refor-
mation without the aild of special legislation. 1t
may be difficult, however, to check the disposition
of certain members of the House and Senate com-
mittees to establish by law some change in admin-
istration both within the Navy Department and in
the operation of the manufacturing plants at navy
yarde The conservative committee view is in
favor of permitting Secretary Meyer, to exercise
his authority for another year in the effort to
carry out his modificatien of the Newberry system
of naval administration. It is expected that this
view will be presented to Congress by Mr. Meyer,
since it is reslized that if Congress undertakes to
do anvthing there may be more radical changes
than are desirable. The sentiment in the navy in
favor of the establishment of a general staff, or
giving greater latitude and more pPermanent status
to the present naval general board, meets with
pointed objection among members of the naval
committees. It Is believed that any such sugges-
tion which may be even remotely conveyed by the
naval authorities will be sufficient to defeat any
plan mr‘rn form in naval administration. Congress
is unqualifiedly opposed to a general staff for the
n?vy, and the existence of a general staff in the
War Department lias not decreased Congressional
prejudice.

The bank recently made loans, supposing that
it was receiving as collateral Northern Pacific
commeon, worth about £150 a share at the time.
Ii. reality, according to the police version, the
bank received Northern Pacific Rallroad stock,
unassessed, which had been called in long be-
fore, and was worth only $2 a share.

The detectives say that Stephen A. Dutton,
described by them as “the king of swindlers,”
was at the bottom of the alleged swindle. Jacob

| Sternglanz, a former shirt manufacturer; Ran-

dall H: Foote, a stock broker,.and Ernest V.
Reiss, a broker, were arrested recently, but
Dutton apparently disappeared.

Tt is alleged that Sternglanz stated at the bank
that he had obtained a loan of $2,400 on the
stock from Corbett, and that he succeeded in
getting the bank to take over this loan. The
State Bank messenger, the police assert, re-
ceived the stock there from Ernest V. Reiss
after Reiss had received it from Corbett.

According to the detectives Corbett says that
Reiss told him he wanted to purchase thirty
shares of the Northern Pacific non-assessed
stock. Reiss knew of an uptown man who had
the stock, but would not act except through a
broker. Finally this man, according to the de-
tective’s version of Corbett's statement, turned
over the stock to Corbett for sale, and Corbett
sold it to Relss for $400, less his commission.
These thirty sharcs of the old Northern Pacific
Railroad stock were the ones alleged to have
been the first lot taken by the State Bank.

FAIL TO IDENTIFY BODY

HEAD ALONE IS MISSING.

Autopsy Reveals Clew to Cause of
Tiverton Crime.

Tiverton, R. 1., Oct. 13.—After saveral hours of
apparent confidence that they had Identified the
body of a young woman found in scattered portions
on the outskirts of this town, the authoritles to-
night again lapsed into a state of extreme doubt.
It had been thought the body was that of Miss
Gertrude Edwards, a South Scituate young woman,
but this theory was exploded when a No. 3 shoe
was tried on one of the dismembered feet and found
to fit it exactly, while the missing young woman
from South Scituate wears a No. 5 shoe.

Following an autopsy which was held on the dis-
membered body to-day, Medical Examiner Stimson
stated that there were evidentes of an attempt at
a criminal operation. There were no signs of peri-
tonitis or any fever. The cause of death was
either not ascertained or not made public. The
physicians said that it could not definitely be
placed untll the head was found. That is the
only part of the body now missing.

The arms and a portion of the limb from the
knee down were found to-day at a place off Bul-
germarsh Road, nearly a mile west of the point
where the rest of the lower limbs were found on
Monday. - As in the case of all the other parts,
those discovered to-day were hidden just off a by-
path. This is taken to indicate that
must have been used, the dispeser of the body
making excursions into the underbrush at various
points along the road to rid himself of his burden.

BLOODY HANDKERCHIEF FOUND.

A minor result of the day's search was the find-
ing near Bliss's Four Corners of a halr “rat” and
handkerchief, both bloodstained.

Taking part in the autopsy to-day were Medical
Examiner E. P. Stimson, of Tiverton; Medical Ex-
aminer Henrv Acrycd, of Newport, and Dr. Will-
iam S. Sherman, of Newport, in addition to the
police officials. In general supervision of the case
was Deputy Sheriff Deblois, of Newport. The fact
that an illegal operation had been attempted was
the most important announcement following the
It is believed that mrch of the result is
being held in secret for the District Attorney. Se
far as the statement is concerned. the girl may
or may not have died as a result of the attempted
The physicians sald that the heart,
when removed, was entirely devoid of blood, which
might indicate that the young woman did not die
a natural death. No examination was made of the
stomach at the autopsy, according to the physi
clans, this being left for later investigation.

Before and during the autopsy to-day a large
posse of searchers traversed the underbrush and
swamps in search of the missing portions of the
body. Until late in the afternoon their efforts
were unrewarded.

TO HUNT FOR HEAD TO-DAY.

The hunt for the head to-morrow morning will
be renewed on a systematic plan of campaign laid
out from cobservations of the methods used in dis-
posing of the other portions of the body. If the
head has heen buried, however, the hunt may be
without result. The searchers are to scour the
sides of every little path along Stafford, Builger-
marsh and Fish roads. The several small ponds in
the vicinity will also be dragged. Unless the head
was buried or burned, the police believe the most
probable disposal of it would be to throw it into
one of these ponds.

Fall River, Mass., Oct. 13.—The Fall River police
busied themselves to-night in looking up a possibil-
ity of the victim of the “telescope bag" murder be-
ing a Fall River young woman who fs missing.
Their action, however, was entirely independent
of that of the authorities at Tiverton. The Fall
River girl who was the subjeet of inquiry has been
missing since Friday, and her description coincides
in several respects with that of the body at Tiver-
ton. The police intimated that they might make
an arrast to-night in connection with the case.

NOT A SUFFRAGETTE

Mrs. Mackay Takes Stand Against
Militant Methods.

The expected visit to this country of Mrs. Eme-
line Pankhurst, the leader of the British suffra-
gettes, is having the effect of bringing to a head
the differences which have been smouldering to
some extent beneath the surface in the ranks of
the women who want to vote ever since the intro-
duction of militant methods In this country.
Heretofore the older suffrage organizations have
contented themselves with simply ignering the
militant sisterhood. but the coming of Mrs. Pank-
hurst seems to call for something more definite.
Most of tha conservatives have solved the prob.
lem by taking boxes for the mass meeting to be
addressed by Mrs. Pankhurst In Carnegie Hall—
which does not necessarily commit them to ap-
proval of her methods—but Mrs. Clarence Mackay.
president of the Fiqual Franchise Soclety, has re-
fused to compromise, and will take no part in the
Pankhurst meeting. Her society alone of the
larger suffrage organizations has taken no box for
this meeting, and Mrs. Mackay declined an invita-
tion to introduce Mrs. Pankhurst. At the same
time she has informed Mrs. Carrie Chapman Catt,
president of the Itterurban Woman Suffrage Coun-
cil. an ultra-conservative body, that she will take
part personally in the convention which that bedy
is to hold at Carnezie Hall, and in which the suf-
fragettes (the National Progressive Woman Suf-
frage Union) have refused to participate.

Speaking of her attitude, at her offices, in the
Metronolitan Life Bullding. vesterday afternoon,
Mrs. Mackay said that in view of the coming of
Mrs. Pankhurst she thought it hetter that her po-
sitfon In regard to the militant methods should
be made perfectly elear.

“As a matter of courtesy,” she explained, “I
should have been glad to introduce Mrs. Pank-
hurst, but as such action on my part would cer-
tainly have been construed as an Indorsement of
militant methods I felt I could not do it. I have
rething to say about the use of such methods in
other countries, where conditions may be different,
but in the Fqgual Franchise Society we feel that
in order to secure the enfranchisement of women
it is not necessary for us to imitate methods
which are being used in other countries. Ameri-
can manhood has always treated American woman-
hood in such a way as to make us feel that we
shall ultimately achieve our aim without sensa-
tionalism.

‘“We do not think,"” she said, “‘that as an organ-
ization we have a right to demand an expression
of opinion from the candidates in this coming elec-
tion. We prefer to leave politics alone until our
sex is sharing the responsibility with the other
sex."
