TO PREVENT CORRUPT PRACTICES.

Association Sends Circular Letter to Officials
of Political Committees.

Albany, Oct. 17.—~The Association to Prevent (or-

circular letter which dt is sending out to the treas-
urers, chairmen. members and agents of political
committees throurhout the state, calling attention
to the provisions and requirements of the corrupt
practices act. Th> assoclation says:

The co-operation of three or more persons in aid
of, or in opposition to, a political party, a candi-
date, or proposition submitted to a vote, consti-
tutes a political committee; and such persons
should file statements as a committee,

The election of a treasurer by a political com-
mittee is necessary before it, any member or
agent thereof recelves or expends money; and
within five davs after the election of such treas-
urer a statement to that effect, signed by at least
three members thereof, must be flled with the
Secretary of State.

"he treasurer ot every political committee, any

officers, member or agent of which recelves or
expends money In connection with an election,
*shall within twenty days after the election to

which it relates flle statements of their contribu-

tions aund expenditures. with the Secretary of
State. Such statement must set forth fully, under
“Receipts’” dates, names and amounts recelved,

and under “Expenditures” dates, names, amounts,
and, where amoun‘ expended exceeds $, the pur-
pose thereof )

Sub-committees, committeemen, agents and everv
person interested in behalf of a committee are re-
quired to give accounts and veouchers relating
thereto to the treasurer of such committee within
three days after demand. and In any event within
fourteen days after such receipt or expenditure.
Such accounts from sub-committees, ete., should
be on & uniform blank, be annexed to the county
committee statement and filed as one statement,
using the county committee as a unit for all filing
purposes,

METZ IN THE PULPIT.

His Teaxt Is, He Who Holds the
Purse Strings Rules the City.

Controller Metz, in the Manhattan Congregational
Church, 76th street and Broadway, told the congre-
gation last night that nobody In particular, except-
ing the candidates, of course, cared who would be
elected Mayor; that it was the Controller who
really ruled the city. Mr. Metz sald that he ought
to know, as he was still Controller, and as he was
going out of office before long he felt free to im-
part the information. He also told the many women
and men who heard him between prayers and sing-
ing that there were heavy rumors that the Court
of Appeals intended to uphold the Tracy report
fixing the debt limit.

Mr. Metz sald right off that he would rather see
political matters discussed in the church than in
the back rooms of saloons. and there was much
bhandclapping. But he didn’t discuss all the candi-
dates, only praising Mr. Mitchel once. He said
that Mr. Bannard was wrong when he said there
was more graft in public life than in private. Mr.
Metz declared that he ought to know. Following
this, he spoke for the new charter, deplored the
fact that it had not heen acted upon, and then said
in all seriousness that If the fusion candidate for
Mayor was not elected the city would get the new
charter, and that if he was elected it would be
held up. )

Under the present charter, Mr. Metz said, Mr.
Ivins told him that Napoleon. Washington, Lincoin
or any other of a few rather well known men, if
alive to-day, could not govern this city success-
fully. Then he delved into the taxation question,
hit at Mr. Coler when he said that the Borough
Prasident, with the biggzest pull and the most
newspapers back of him, got most of the (axes
from Manhattan, and wound up his set speech with
a story of forcing “Little Tim" Sullivan, chairman
of the Finance Committee of the Board of Al'der-
men, to agree to an appropriation for $30,000 to pay
for a force of expert accountants in the Con-
troller’s office

Among the questions asked after the regular
meeting was one about the Civil Service—whether
Mr. Metz knew of a practical way to break it up.
The Controlier sald that he did not want to do
away with it if he could. He told of so-called or-
ganizations In the offices among the Civil Service
employes. He wanted greater power of control;
that was all. Subwa) operation he would have by
private capital. Speakingz of the cost of city gov-
ernment, he said:

*“If you could let the government of the city to a
private corporation the expense of administration
would be cut in half,”

The Controller went over the whole subway situa-
tion, spoke of what he called the “biggest graft in
the city,” the condenmpation proceedings, but said
they were done according to law, and then was
warmly thanked for his talk.

Tt is shown how the increase in the budget from
$106,674,955 in 1904 to $156,545,148 in 1909 affects the
man who s not a taxpayer but only a rent payer.

Indifference on the part of the rent payers to the
increase of city expense. debt and taxes is short-
sighted. FExcept as disturbed by sudden shifting
of population, or overplus of building. or specula-
tive realty movements, the cnarge on real estate
for the support of government—namely, the tax
levy—is naturally shifted by the owner of real
estate to the user. In the last analysis the rent
payer is the real taxpaver. Moreover, when the
city’s funds are squandered real public improve-
ments are withheld. Lack of transit facilities. for
instance, due to waste of moiey. results in conges-
tion of population. accompanied by high rents.
Added to this is the lack of public accommodation
from improvements, tc which all citizens, rent
payers among them. are entitled. Rent pavers as
a class are of moderate means only. They depend
upon publie facilities far more than the wealthy.
1f by the official! waste and extravagance these
things are denied the rent payer is the first to
suffer.

The record of Borough President Ahearn, whe
was removed by the Governor, is reviewed, and the
re-election of that official by the Tammany mem-
bhers of the Board of Aldermen is cited as an in-
stance of the utter disregard of that organization
for public sentiment or public weifare. The sean-
dals of Borough President Haffen's administration
in The Bronx are also referred to.
